In this unit children will learn how other religions show care and consideration to others. They will explore Sewa from the Sikhism. How Muslims use the Zakat. They will identify Tzedakah. Become familiar with different bible stories and explore what Humanist people believe about caring for others.






Why should we care for others? – Previous Learning
Previous Learning
In Reception the children celebrated Diwali and made Divas. In Year One the children have learnt about why we should care for the world, welcoming new babies and the importance of families. 




	Learning Links

	This unit builds upon the children’s earlier learning in Year 1 R.E, including thIZeir understanding of special people, belonging to a community, and recognising how beliefs influence actions. In previous units, children explored celebrations, welcoming new babies, and the importance of family and community—all of which help them understand why people choose to care for one another. This new unit strengthens children’s knowledge of key ideas such as kindness, responsibility and fairness, first introduced through their work on creation stories and baby welcoming ceremonies. It also extends their understanding of worldviews by exploring Sikh beliefs about Sewa, Muslim guidance about Zakat, Jewish teachings on Tzedakah, Christian stories about Jesus caring for others, and Humanist ideas about helping people to make the world a better place.
Children draw on earlier skills of comparing religious practices and identifying similarities and differences between worldviews, which were developed in previous units. Throughout this sequence, children continue to build their ability to make connections between beliefs, actions and values—for example, recognising that many people, whether religious or non-religious, care for others because they believe it is the right thing to do. By revisiting ideas about community, responsibility and kindness, this unit supports children to develop a deeper understanding of why caring for others is important and how people use their skills, time and resources to help make the world a fairer and happier place.












Why Should We Care for Others? 
In this unit the children investigate the importance of taking care of others from different views.
	Knowledge Progression Across the Unit:

Key Objectives:
To identify how and why some people care for others by exploring the Sikh belief in Sewa. 

To investigate why many Muslims believe it is important to care for others by exploring Zakat.

To investigate why some ways of caring might take more effort and receive less thanks than others by exploring Tzedakah.

To explore Christian teachings on caring through stories about Jesus.

To identify some Humanist beliefs about the importance of caring for others.

To explore modern examples of how people use their skills to care for others.


	Lesson 1- Sewa

Foundation Skills:
Communication and Language: Children discuss who helps them and explain their ideas during partner talk and questioning.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development: Children recognise acts of kindness and reflect on reasons why people help others.
Physical Development: Children use fine motor skills when highlighting key words in quotes.
Literacy: Children listen to and interpret quotes, developing vocabulary linked to caring and service.
Understanding the World: Children learn about Sikh beliefs, Sewa and different ways people help their communities.
Expressive Arts and Design: Children engage with images of people helping and respond through discussion.

Learning Objective:
To identify how and why some people care for others by exploring the Sikh belief in Sewa. 

Success Criteria:
I can identify people who help others.
I can name three types of Sewa.
I can give reasons why some people care for others.


Recall and Recap:
Before starting this unit, you might want to check that the children can recall:
Some religious stories may guide people to care for animals and the planet.
Religious teachings often promote the belief that God created the world, people and animals and encourage gratitude for what God created (e.g. others and the planet) and a responsibility to look after it.
Atheists such as Humanists generally agree that we are all part of the world, so it is our responsibility to look after it for everyone now and in the future. 

Starter:
Ask the children to discuss in pairs: Who helps you? (Answers may include parents, grandparents, brother, sister, teacher, doctor, dentist and lunchtime supervisor.)
Place the images from the Resource: People who help us on display around the classroom. 
Display slide 1 of the Presentation: People who help us and read the quote from the person explaining what they do to help others.
Presentation: People who help us
Ask the children to stand next to the image they think shows the person describing how they help others. Click to reveal the image on the presentation. Repeat for slides 2–6.
Questions 
Which people help others in their jobs? (Police officer; dentist; teacher; cleaner.)
Are there any people who help others because they want to and not just because it is their job? (The person picking up litter at the local park; the grandfather reading a story with his grandson.)
Point out that some people want to do something kind or thoughtful to help or make others happy (an act of kindness).
Main: 
Explain that people who follow the Sikh worldview believe in one Creator God (Waheguru) and follow the teachings of Guru Nanak. These beliefs are called a religion.
Display the Pupil video: Sewa with quotes from Sikh people explaining Sewa, how they care for others and why it is important to them. Watch: 
Pupil video: Sewa

Ask: 
Why is Sewa called ‘service’? (Sewa is about doing something helpful for others without expecting anything back.)
Why might Sikh people believe it is important to care for others? (Answers may include: Sewa helps to show a belief in God as the creator of the world and everything in it so it is important to care for God’s creation; it helps people show the belief that everyone is important; it shows love and care for others created by God.) 
Display the Presentation: Sewa and click to reveal the three types of Sewa: tan, man and dhan.
Read through and discuss Presentation: Sewa Ask: 
Can anyone do service? (Yes.)
Will their reasons for doing it always be the same? (Answers may include: no, people might help for different reasons; some might help because it makes them feel good; others because they want to make someone happy; some might do it because they think it is the right thing to do; some people might help to show their belief that God created everything and is in everything; some people might believe that serving others helps them to think about others’ needs and less about themselves.)
Why do you think there is more than one way to help others? (The children may suggest: so that people can care for others with different needs; some people might need food; some might need help learning something new; so that you can care for many people in different ways.)


Activities:
Watch the Pupil video: Sewa again and ask the children to discuss:
 Which examples of tan, man and dhan can you see in the video? (Various answers include: an example of tan is keeping the park tidy; an example of man is teaching people to play the guitar; an example of dhan is giving some money to help others.)
Place copies of the Activity: Quotes about caring for others (one sheet per pair) in the middle of each table. Read out the six quotes. Ask the children to discuss each of their quotes and decide whether it is an example of tan, man or dhan. 
Hand out the highlighters and ask the children to highlight the words that show the people’s reasons for helping others. 

Questions:
What is the difference between helping others connected to belief in God and helping others as a job? (The children may suggest that some people who believe in God might help others to show their belief in God as the creator of the world and people; some people might choose to help others because they want to support others; some people get paid to help people as their job.)
Why might Sewa help Sikh people feel closer to God? (Some people might believe Sewa is a way of following what God teaches, like kindness and caring for others, which must go alongside prayer.)
What is the connection between serving others and belief in creation? (The children may suggest that some people who believe God created the world believe they are caring for everything God created.)

Plenary:
Invite the children to share the words in the quotes they highlighted. 
Record the words on the whiteboard or flipchart.
Ask the children to discuss:
Are any of these words connected? (Various answers may include: the word creation is connected to God because some people believe God created everything.)
Are any of your words connected to belief in God?
Are any of your words not always connected to belief in God?
Which word will help you remember what you have learnt this lesson the most?

	Lesson 2- Zakat

Foundation Skills:
Communication and Language: Children describe and explain why Zakat is important using new vocabulary.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development: Children reflect on fairness and caring for others through giving.
Physical Development: Children write key words on paper squares and handle materials during the jar activity.
Literacy: Children identify important words in quotes and practise reading for meaning.
Understanding the World: Children deepen understanding of Muslim practices and The Five Pillars of Islam.
Expressive Arts and Design: Children participate in a class display by contributing word cards to the Zakat jar.

Learning Objective:
To investigate why many Muslims believe it is important to care for others by exploring Zakat.

Success Criteria:
I can explain why some Muslims give Zakat and how it is a form of charity.
I can identify which type of help Zakat shows.
I can discuss how giving is important to some Muslims.


Recall and Recap:
Arrange the children into pairs. Display the Presentation: Paint splash. Ask the children to work in pairs to work out which words from the last lesson are obscured by the paint splashes and tell each other how these help Sikh people to care for others.- QR code

Starter:
Recap that people who follow the Muslim worldview believe in one God (Allah in Arabic) and are guided by the Qu’ran (Muslim scripture). These beliefs are called a religion.

Display slide 1 of the Presentation: Five Pillars of Islam and Zakat and ask the children if they can recall the name of the special rules and guidelines some Muslim people follow (The Five Pillars of Islam). 
Watch the pupil video- Zakat 
Remind the children that one of the Five Pillars is Zakat is helping others by donating (giving) money to charity. People who have more are instructed to give to those who have little and that is one way Muslims care for the creation of Allah.
Ask: 
How do some people give to charity? (Answers may include giving money; giving toys, clothes or food; completing a challenge such as taking part in a run to raise money for charity.)
Why might people believe Zakat is important? (Suggested answers may include: to help show that all people are important; show love and care for others in need; show belief in Allah/God as a creator of the world and everything in it so it is important to care for God’s creation; to show thanks at Aqiqah.) 
Is Zakat like tan, man or dhan? (The children may suggest: Zakat is an example of dhan, material service, because it is about giving money to help others.) 


Main: 
Display the Presentation: Zakat and read the quote from the person explaining why Zakat is important.
Ask the children to discuss in pairs the most important words that explain why Zakat is important.
Highlight these on the presentation.
Questions 
How does Zakat help people to show Muslims’ belief in Allah/God as a creator of the world and everything in it? (Answers may include Muslim people believe Allah created the world and everything in it so giving Zakat is a way of taking care of his creation.) 
Are the reasons Muslims give for donating similar to the reasons for the Sikh practice of Sewa? (The children may suggest: Muslim people follow The Five Pillars of Islam to help them feel close to God and Zakat is one of The Five Pillars of Islam; it helps Muslim people show their belief in Allah/God as the creator of the world and everything in it; it shows love and care for others in need, which is the same as Sewa.)
Are they similar or different to someone who does not believe in God? (The children may suggest people who do not believe in God might also believe it is important to care for others because it can make people feel better and happier.)
Provide the children with small squares of paper (three each).
Ask them to record a word on each piece of paper that explains how Zakat shows Muslim people believe it is important to care for others (The children may suggest: Allah, creation, love, care or share).



Plenary:
lace a jar or box at the front of the classroom with the label ‘Zakat’ on the front. 
Invite the children to choose one of the words that they recorded in the Main event to share with the class and then place in the jar or box.
Encourage the children to select a different word from those already chosen.
Question 
Were any of these words also used last lesson to describe why Sikh people might believe caring for others is important? (Answers may include creation, love, care and God.)


	Lesson 3- Is Giving always the same?

Foundation Skills:
Communication and Language: Children discuss scenarios and explain why some kinds of giving take more effort.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development: Children explore empathy, fairness and helping without expecting thanks.
Physical Development: Children place statements on a kindness ladder and draw in their Tzedakah boxes.
Literacy: Children interpret spoken and written explanations about Tzedakah and fairness.
Understanding the World: Children learn about Jewish beliefs and charitable practices.
Expressive Arts and Design: Children design Tzedakah tokens to represent their ideas about helping others.

Learning Objective:
To investigate why some ways of caring might take more effort and receive less thanks than others by exploring Tzedakah.


Success Criteria:
I can describe what Tzedakah is.
I can talk about why some effort might be more important than thanks when caring for others.
I can make links between Tzedakah and other ways people show care for others.


Recall and Recap:
Display the Presentation: Anagrams. Listen to the audio recording of each word and then ask the children to discuss in pairs how to rearrange the letters to make the words (Zakat, Sewa and care).
Presentation: Anagrams
Question
What do the words mean? (Sewa is service performed by Sikh people to help others in different ways; Zakat is The Muslim Pillar of giving to charity; care means helping others.)


Starter:
Ask the children to discuss in pairs:
When you give someone something, do you think you will get something back? (The children may suggest no, I just want to make them happy or help them.)
Hand out the Activity: Kindness ladder (one scenario per table).  
Read out each table’s scenario and ask the groups to discuss where they think their scenario would go on a ladder, with the scenarios that take the most work and time and receive fewer thanks at the top and the ones that take less effort and receive more thanks at the bottom.
Question
Why might some ways of giving take more effort and receive less thanks than others? (Answers may include: the person giving might be doing it just to help and does not expect someone to give something back; it shows they care about people and do not just want to be liked or thanked; the person who receives the donation might never know who the giver was so cannot thank them.)
Invite a volunteer from each table to place their statement on the carpet to create a ladder.

Main:
Display the Presentation: Tzedakah and show the image of a child putting money in the Tzedakah box.
Ask the children to discuss in pairs:
What is happening in the picture? (Answers may include saving pocket money; giving money to charity.)
Why might they want to put their money in a box? (The children may suggest: to help people.)
Click to reveal the word Tzedakah and listen to the audio clip.
Ask the children to discuss in pairs:
Does the word ‘Tzedakah’ look or sound similar to any other words we have looked at? (Zakat.)
What might Tzedakah mean? (Charity: helping others by giving them what they need to make the world fair.) 
Explain that the word ‘Tzedakah’ comes from ‘Tzedek’ which means fairness.
Remind the children that people who follow the Jewish worldview are born into a Jewish family or become part of the Jewish community. Many Jewish people believe in God and read the Tenak. These beliefs are called a religion.
Display slide 2 and listen to the quote from the Jewish person explaining Tzedakah and what they do to care for others.
Questions
 Why might some Jewish people believe Tzedakah helps them to care for others? (The children may suggest that the money goes to a charity to help people who need it; giving clothes to charity or giving up time helps improve people’s lives.)
Why is Tzedakah an important practice for some Jewish people? (The children may suggest: it shows belief in God as the creator of the world and everything in it; by helping others they are showing care for all of God’s creation.)
Is this an example of tan, man or dhan? (Dhan. However, if people also give their time to help others in different ways, it may also be an example of tan or man at the same time.) 
Whose responsibility (job) do some people believe it is to care for others? (It is our responsibility to care for others.)
Hand out the Activity: Tzedakah. Ask the children to write or draw inside the Tzedakah box some of the reasons why people who follow the Jewish worldview might believe it is important to care for others with Tzedakah. 

Plenary:
Hand out the Activity: Tzedakah tokens (one each).
Ask the children to record an idea of how people might care for others aside from giving money, considering what might take more effort and receive less thanks. 
Invite the children to share their ideas and place their ‘tokens’ into the ‘Tzedakah box’.
Questions
Why do you think it is important to be fair to others (treat everyone the way you want to be treated)? (The children may suggest it makes everyone feel happy; no one feels left out or sad and it helps us all get along better.)
How might people care for others other than giving money? (Various suggestions may include by giving clothes or toys to charity; or giving up time to help others such as helping someone carry their shopping or tidy their garden.)


	
	Lesson 4- What can we learn about Caring from other Stories?

Foundational Skills:
Communication and Language: Children discuss pictures of Jesus’ miracles and talk about caring in stories.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development: Children reflect on helping others without being asked.
Physical Development: Children draw part of a story to match a caring quote.
Literacy: Children match Christian scripture quotes to story images and practise story understanding.
Understanding the World: Children learn how Christians follow Jesus’ example of caring for others.
Expressive Arts and Design: Children create drawings that represent caring actions from the stories.

Learning Objective: 
To explore Christian teachings on caring through stories about Jesus.

Success Criteria: 
I can identify examples of Christian teachings about caring for others.
I can identify different ways of caring in Bible stories.
I can recognise the importance of caring for others without expecting anything in return.


Recap and Recall:
Display the Presentation: Agree or disagree? and ask the children to discuss with their partner if they agree or disagree with the statement.
Presentation: Agree or disagree?

Starter: 
Recap that people who follow the Christian worldview believe the Bible to be God’s word and follow the teaching and example of his son Jesus. These beliefs are called a religion.
Display the Presentation: Jesus with an image from the story of Jesus calming the storm.
Presentation: Jesus
Working in pairs, ask the children to discuss the following questions:
What does the picture show? (Jesus calming the storm.)
Who do Christian people generally believe Jesus was? (Jesus is the son of God and was God on Earth.)
What do Christians believe Jesus could do that people cannot? (Perform miracles.) 


Main: 
Play the Pupil video: Stories about caring.
Ask: 
Which story shows Jesus caring for someone in a way others cannot? (Jesus healing a blind man.)
Display the Presentation: Caring quotes and read each quote from Christian scripture. Ask the children to discuss in pairs which parts of the stories match each quote. 
Ask: 
 Why is it important to help others without being asked or expecting a ‘thank you’? (Answers may include it shows care for other people, not just because you want to be liked or get something back.)
Why might giving to someone you do not know be a special way to give? (Answers may include: the person wants to help and is not expecting a ‘thank you’ or for someone to give something back.)
Why are these teachings important to Christians? (Children may suggest: Christians believe Jesus was God on Earth and demonstrated the best way to live with love and kindness.)  
Hand out the Activity: Caring quotes (one page each).
Display the Presentation: Stories about caring and show the images from the stories. Ask the children to draw part of one of the stories that matches what is being said in the quote. 


Plenary:
Invite the children to share their drawings or the picture they selected and explain why they chose this part of the story.
Ask the children to discuss the following questions: 
Why might Christian people believe it is important to care for others? (Answers may include: they believe in following Jesus’ teachings by showing love and kindness; it shows their belief in God as a creator of the world and everything in it, so it is important to care for all of God’s creations.)
How is this belief in the importance of caring similar to beliefs in previous lessons? (The children may suggest caring for others shows people’s belief in God as a creator of the world and everything in it.)
How is this belief different? (The children may suggest: Christians might specifically talk about following Jesus’ example of caring for and helping people.)  



	Lesson 5- Why might some Humanists choose to care for others?

Foundational Skills:
Communication and Language: Children explain reasons for caring using vocabulary such as support and kindness.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development: Children explore caring beyond religion and work cooperatively in circle time.
Physical Development: Children record their chosen key words on the Flower of Kindness.
Literacy: Children read scenarios and decide whether they are linked to belief in God or not.
Understanding the World: Children learn about Humanist ideas and compare them with religious worldviews.
Expressive Arts and Design: Children complete the Flower of Kindness with chosen words and ideas.

Learning Objective: 
To identify some Humanist beliefs about the importance of caring for others.

Success Criteria: 
I can suggest why Humanists might believe it is important to care for others.
I can identify how Humanists might show they care.
I can discuss why people might care for others because of their beliefs.


Recap and Recall:
Display the Presentation: 3, 2, 1. 
Ask the children to tell their partner:
Three ways people might show they care for others they can recall from the previous lessons.
Two reasons why some people believe it is important to care for others.
One question they have about why we should care for others. 
Presentation: 3, 2, 1
Questions
Can you tell your partner three ways people might show they care for others they can recall from the previous lessons? (Various answers may include: using Sewa, Zakat and Tzedakah.)
Can you tell your partner two reasons why some people believe it is important to care for others? (Various answers may include: some people believe it is important to care for everything that God created; because it is good to help others.)
Invite the children to ask any questions they have.

Starter: 
Recap that people who follow the Humanist worldview that believe there is no god and that people should live for the good of all humans.
Share the Presentation: Why should we care for others? and read the quotes from some Humanist people explaining why they believe it is important to care for others. 
Presentation: Why should we care for others?
Questions 
Which of the reasons for caring for others are similar to those we explored in previous lessons? (The children may suggest showing love and kindness for everyone we share the world with.)
Which reasons are different? (The b children’s ideas on the whiteboard or flipchart.

Hand out the Activity: Flower of kindness (one each) and ask the children to record the five words they think are the most important on the petals.
Invite the children to share their ideas. 
Ask: 
Which words tell us why Humanist people might believe caring for others is important? (Answers may include: kind, support, happy, responsibility and help.)
Are any of these words connected to what other people who follow different worldviews believe? (The children may suggest these words are connected because other people who follow different worldviews also believe it is important to care for others and share what we have to help others.)

Main:
Hand out the Activity: Caring scenario cards (pre-cut, one card between four). Ask the children to read their scenario and discuss as a group whether it is connected to belief in God or not always connected to belief in God.
Arrange the children in a large circle on the floor in an area of the classroom (or hall if necessary). Place the two large hoops in the circle’s centre. Use the Resource: Hoop labels to clearly label one hoop as ‘Connected to belief in God’ and the other ‘Not always connected to belief in God’.
Starting with one group, ask the children to read their scenario aloud to the class. Discuss which hoop the class think the scenario should go in and why. Continue around the circle, allowing each group to share their scenario and decide where it belongs. 
Questions
What is similar about all of these scenarios? (The children may suggest everyone is helping because they think it is important to care for others; they all want to make people happy or make the world a better place, even if they do it differently.)
 Why might people from different worldviews work together to care for others? (The children may suggest: they all want to help make things better for everyone; they believe it is important to care for others.) 

Plenary:
Back at their tables, invite the children to discuss why we should care for others in pairs.
Hand out the Activity: Heart sheet (one each). Ask the children to choose an important word, draw a picture or write a sentence explaining why we should care for others.



	Lesson 6- What inspires some people to care for others?

Foundational Skills:
Communication and Language: Children discuss how real people use their skills to help others and justify word choices.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development: Children recognise positive role models and explore working together to help others.
Physical Development: Children handle and place word cards in the word relay activity.
Literacy: Children interpret information about Mohamed Salah, Nikita Parris and Harleen Kaur.
Understanding the World: Children learn about modern charitable actions and link them with different worldviews.
Expressive Arts and Design: Children draw pictures of caring actions and write speech or thought bubbles.


Learning Objective: 
To explore modern examples of how people use their skills to care for others.

Success Criteria: 
I can identify modern examples of individuals who show care for others through their actions.
I can explain how people’s beliefs are shown in their actions.
I can identify different kinds of caring.


Recap and Recall:
Display the Presentation: Using the Knowledge organiser.
Arrange the children in pairs and hand out the Knowledge organiser (one between two).
Ask the children to think of one question to ask a partner about why we should care for the world. Challenge them to answer it without looking at the Knowledge organiser.  

Starter:                                                                                      Display the Presentation: Ways people give and read the information about Mohamed Salah, Nikita Parris and Harleen Kaur.
Why might these people have wanted to give to others? (Answers may include: Mo Salah may have wanted to follow Muslim guidance, Zakat, one of The Five Pillars of Islam to show his belief in Allah as the creator of everything; Nikita Parris may have followed Jesus’ teachings on how to be kind; Sewa may have inspired Harleen Kaur to show belief in everyone being important.) 



Main:
Display the images from the Resource: People who care on the walls around the classroom. Hand out the Activity: Word relay (pre-cut, one set per table) and sticky tack.
Ask each table group to select a word card and discuss as a group which person they think it links to the most. The groups take turns sending one child to stick the word card on the wall next to the appropriate person using the sticky tack. The activity continues until all word cards have been placed. 
As a class, discuss why certain words were chosen for each person.

In pairs, ask the children to discuss the following questions:
Are there any words that could go beside more than one of the people?
Could words from another worldview, for example, Tzedakah apply to people from a different worldview? (Various answers may include: yes because people from other worldviews may also believe it is important to give to others in different ways.)
Make it clear to the children that for some words, there is not one correct answer. The important part is how they discuss and decide as a team.

Film answers for QR code.

Plenary:
Hand out the A4 paper (one each). Ask the children to draw a picture of Mohamed Salah and Nikita Parris doing their caring activities and then add a speech bubble or thinking bubble explaining why they care for others.
