	Key Objectives Year 1 – Spring 1 – 6 Weeks / 29 Lessons – Peter Pan


Reading: Being encouraged to link what they read or hear read to their own experiences. Discussing word meanings, linking new meanings to those already known. Drawing on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary provided by the teacher. Participate in discussion about what they watch – using short bursts of the film, taking turns and listening to what others say. Explain clearly their understanding of what is read to them.

Writing: Begin to form lower-case letters in the correct direction, starting and finishing in the right place. Form capital letters. Saying out loud what they are going to write about. Composing a sentence orally before writing it. Sequencing sentences to form short narratives. Re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense. Leaving spaces between words. Joining words and joining clauses using. Beginning to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop or exclamation mark. 

Speaking and Listening 
perform their own compositions, using appropriate intonation, volume, and movement so that meaning is clear.  


Planning: To use adjectives in the correct way when creating a setting description / Exploring inference and conjunctions / Re- writing the middle of Peter Pan / Assessed Persuasive writing 

Draft and Write: using an OSIE grid to imagine their setting / Story maps for re-writing middle / for persuasive writing 

Evaluate and edit: Children to evaluate their draft by using blue pen. 

Publishing: Children to publish part of setting description / beginning – middle and alternative ending of story / persuasive writing.

Green – Presentational - Reading out loud / Role Play
Red – Explorative – Discussion / Questioning
Pink – Process Writing – Used for future reference
Purple – Parallel Writing – If it doesn’t feed into final piece

	Week 1 - Lesson 1- Hook – Pixie Dust
L.O: To be able to follow a set of simple instructions to be able to make pixie dust.
S.C- I can use my phonics to segment and read words. I can read imperative verbs so I know what to do. I can create my own pixie dust.

Don't tell the children what the book is, the first two lessons are all about predictions.

Reveal some clues from the envelopes to show what the book is about. Pass each item around the classroom. Discuss and share ideas- What do you think the story is going to be about? TTYP: Why have been given these objects? What do you predict we need to do or why we have them?
Record ideas on flipchart paper – Take a photo for Seesaw.
Reveal letter – Explaining they need more pixie dust to fly!

Talk about pixie dust. What is pixie dust? What would it look like? After discussion- ask the children if they would like to make their own pixie dust.  Read through the instructions. 
TTYP: What is missing from the instructions? Hint think about the hot chocolate!

Explain that the bossy verbs and time adverbials are missing. Ask the children to suggest bossy verbs and time adverbials. 
Look at instructions on the board. As a class, children to fill in the gaps by adding time adverbials and bossy verbs. 

Refer back to hot chocolate instructions. 

Children then to make their pixie dust.  

TABLES NEED TO BE SET UP WITH ALL RESOURCES. 

Ask children to sit back on the carpet. What is an adjective? Can you think of any adjectives to describe the pixie dust? Record adjectives in Writers Journal. 
Children to write a label for their pixie dust using some of the adjectives.  E.g. 
My sparkly and glowing pixie dust.

Create a pic college

	Lesson 2 - Predictions
L.O:  To predict what the story is going to be about and what we think is going to happen. To be able to explain my prediction.
S.C: I can use my previous knowledge to predict what the story may be about. 

Explain that today we are going to be using our prediction skills.

Look at predictions recorded on flip chart paper yesterday. Why do we think that is going to happen? What tells us this? 

Uncover the front cover of the book to find out more. Write children’s new ideas on flip chart paper. Don't move the 
orange box!
Discuss: 
What do these clues tell us? 
Where do we think the story is set? 
Can you spot any characters? 
What do you think is going to happen? 
Why do you think that is going to happen? Can you use the 
word 'because'.



Activity: 
Give children a picture of the front cover. 

Red Group: 
Work as a group, looking at the 
front cover.  Discuss what they think is going to happen.
Then ask children to draw their predictions and add labels using phonics. 


Yellow Group: 
Record predictions on sheet. 
I think… 
I think this because…
Then draw a picture showing their predictions. 

Green and Blue Groups: 
Record predictions on sheet. 
Who do you think is going to be in the book?
Where do you think the book is set?
What do you think is going to happen in the story?

Reveal story read up to end of page 12. 
	Lesson 3 – Read story - Adjectives for Setting 
L.O: To use adjectives to describe a setting. 
S.C: I can explain what a setting is.  I can recognise different settings. I can recognise the four different settings and use an adjective to describe the setting. I can write a sentence describing for each of my settings.

Explain that today we are going to use adjectives to describe the settings from the story “Peter Pan”. 

Can you remember what an adjective is? (See if they remember from the Autumn Term.) Watch clip to remind children what an adjective is. Share adjectives to describe their friend. Teacher to write the adjectives on flip chart paper. 

Explain we are going to be describing a setting. Discuss -What is a setting?
Watch video clip. 
Discuss what can you see? What can you smell? What can you hear?
Read first 2 pages of the Peter Pan book. 
Ask children to try to remember the adjectives that describe the setting. Ask the children to share the adjectives they noticed and record them in the Year 1 Toolkit. Ask- Can you think of any more adjectives to describe the setting? Add further adjectives to Year 1 Toolkit.

Show the children some pictures of different settings. Ask them to think of adjectives to describe each of the settings. Teacher to record the adjectives on the notebook then screen shot each page and print for working wall. 

Activity: 
Red Group: Trace over setting names. Then write 2 adjectives to describe the setting on picture. 
Yellow Group: Label the settings and then write a sentence using an adjective to describe one of the settings. 
Green and Blue Groups: Write a sentence to describe each of the 4 settings on the pictures.

 








	Lesson 4 – Writing about a Picture

L.O: To write about the picture of Peter Pan.
S.C: I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.

Show the children a picture from the ‘Peter Pan’ book. 
Discuss with the children what they think is happening in the picture.
Remind the children about using capital letters, full-stops and finger spaces.
Children to write sentences explaining what is happening in the picture. 

	Week 2 - Lesson 1 – Settings description
L.O: I can begin to create a work bank for my chosen setting. 
S.C: I can use my senses and adjectives to describe my chosen setting. I can use my phonics knowledge.

Explain that today we are going to look at the story’s settings again. Read the next few pages to find out what happens next. 

Recap that last week we thought of adjectives to describe each setting. Can the children think of any more? Teacher to list on notebook. 

Tell the children that today we are going to use our senses. TTYP- What are our 5 senses? Uncover pictures to show the 5 senses. 

Show children 4 pictures of different settings. Ask children use their senses to describe what we might see, hear, smell, taste or feel in each place. 
Watch the video showing the woodland setting. Ask the children to share words to describe the magical kingdom and teacher to record them on the notebook. Screen shot notebook to use tomorrow. Using a piece of paper for each sense ask children to suggest things that you would be able to see, hear, smell and taste there.  Put on working wall. 
Children to write on their own OSIE grid what they can see, hear feel and smell at the woodland setting. Teacher to work with red group. 





	Lesson  2– Writing Captions
L.O: To write captions about the woodland. 
S.C: I can use my OSIE grid to create a sentence. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. I can use my best Letterjoin handwriting.

Look at list of adjectives screen shot yesterday and ask children to put them into sentences verbally. E.g. I can see……


Children then write their own sentences  in book. Encourage children to use adjectives. 
Support red group. 





	Lesson 3 OSIE Grid
LO: To create my own OSIE grid for my chosen setting. 
SC: I can use my senses to imagine my setting. I can use adjectives to describe my setting. 


Tell the children that today we're going to choose our own setting and use our senses to describe it. 
As a class look at picture of the beach on the notebook. Read through the adjectives screen shot last week. 
Red and Yellow Groups to use the beach setting and complete OSIE grid. 
Reds to work with Teacher first. 
Yellows play then work with teacher.
Green and Blues – to complete OSIE grid by themselves for one of the setting pictures on the notebook.

Children encouraged to initially start sentences with ‘I can see, I can hear…’.

HAP chn to be encouraged to use different sentence starters. This can be addressed and brought back to the carpet if time. 

	Lesson 4– Writing Setting Description 
L.O: To independently write about my chosen setting. 
S.C: I can use my OSIE grid to independently write sentences. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. 

Tell the children that toady we are going to put yesterday's key words into sentences.
Explain that we need to look through yesterday's OSIE grid to remind us what we wrote. 
Put one of the children’s OSIE grids under the visualiser. 
Teacher to model putting words into sentences to form a setting description. 
Children to work independently to write own sentences to describe the setting on their OSIE grid.

	Week 2- Lesson 5 -Story Writing
L.O: To independently write an adventure for Peter Pan.
S.C: I can independently write a 5 sentence story about Peter Pan.  
Use a story bag containing a Peter Pan toy, a toy ship and a toy dragon. Make a 5-sentence story. Use a story mountain picture and sentence starter cards to prompt children. Children to suggest ideas and teacher to write children’s suggestions on flip chart paper to create a class story. 
Children then to use the objects from the story bag to create their own Peter Pan 5-sentence story. Remind the children about using adjectives, full-stops, capital letters and finger spaces. 



	Week 3- Lesson 1-Using ‘and’
L.O: To be able to read the word 'and' and to understand when to use it to join a sentence together. 
S.C: I can read 'and'. I can use it in a sentence. 
Ask the children: 
Did you know that the word 'and' is called a conjunction? Tell the children that a conjunction is a word that joins two clauses (two parts of a sentence) together. 
Read the sentence-I like the white cat and I like the brown dog. 
Watch the conjunctions video and discuss. 
Children to work with a partner to read sentences from the notebook. Ask the children to spot the word ‘and’ in the sentences. Then ask them to count how many ‘ands’ they found altogether. 

Red Group: To work independently on sheet find all the ‘ands’ then colour them. Practise writing ‘and’. Put ‘and ‘into the sentence. Then write own sentence containing the word ‘and’. 

Yellow Group: To work with Mrs Jones to join clauses to make ‘and’ sentences. Then write own ‘and’ sentence. 

Green and Blue Groups: 
To work with Mrs Rayns to join clauses to make ‘and’ sentences. Then write own ‘and’ sentence.


	Lesson 2- Using ‘but’
L.O: To understand when to use the conjunctions 'but' in 
captions and sentences. 

S.C: I can use  'but' in the correct way. I can identify 
when to use 'but'. 
Recap from yesterday- What is a conjunction? 
Watch ‘and’, ‘but, ‘or’ video. 
Read sentence starters and children suggest ending using ‘but.’ (On notebook)
Teacher to model saying sentences out loud and making sure children know the difference with and without the ‘but’.

Red Group: To work independently on sheet find all the ‘buts’ then colour them. Practise writing ‘but’. Put ‘but’ into the sentence. Then write own sentence containing the word ‘and’. 

Yellow Group: To work with Mrs Jones to join clauses to make ‘but’ sentences. Then write own ‘but’ sentence. 

Green and Blue Groups: 
To work with Mrs Rayns to join clauses to make ‘but’  sentences. Then write own ‘but’ sentence.

	Lesson 3- Inferring 
L.O: To understand how to infer from a picture what is happening and how people are feeling. 
S.C: I can understand how to infer from a picture. I can understand what a picture is telling me. 
Ask the children- What does infer mean? 
Watch video ‘How to infer?’Explain that inference is when you read between the lines and look for clues in a story. We can also look at the pictures and guess what might be 
happening. Ask the children to 
look at the pictures on the notebook. Ask-How do you think they are feeling? Why?
Red Group: Ask children to think of how the people are feeling in the 
pictures. Then use phonics read the labels and match to the pictures. 

Yellow Group- With Mrs Rayns. Read the questions on the sheet. Children to write a sentence to describe how the people in the photos are feeling. 

Green and Blue Groups:
With Mrs Jones. . Read the questions on the sheet. Children to write a sentence to describe how the people in the photos are feeling. 


	Lesson 4-Inferring
L.O: To understand inference and how to infer how a character is feeling from reading the text.

S.C: I can begin to understand inference and can infer from a picture. I can explain why I think a character is feeling an emotion. I can find clues in a text to help me infer how a character is feeling.

Recap yesterday’s learning. Go through the PowerPoint and discuss what inference means.
Explain to the children that today we are reading captions from Peter Pan and making inferences about them.  Read caption together and children to write on small whiteboards how John is feeling. Then circle the clues. 

Red Group- Look at pictures of characters from Peter Pan. Write a label for each picture to explain how the characters are feeling. 

Yellow Group- Look at pictures of characters from Peter Pan. Write a label for each picture to explain how the characters are feeling. Then choose 1 of the characters to explain why they are feeling that way. Encourage the children to use the word ‘and’ in their sentences. 

Green and Blue Groups-  Look at pictures of characters from Peter Pan. Write a label for each picture to explain how the characters are feeling. Then choose 1 of the characters to explain why they are feeling that way. Encourage the children to use the word ‘and’ in their sentences. Then read captions and describe how characters are feeling. Encourage children to use ‘because’ in their answers. 


	Lesson 5- Writing Sentences
L.O: To independently write a sentence about the picture. 
S.C: I can look at the picture and infer what is happening. 
I can write sentences using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.
Show the children a picture of a child walking their dog. Discuss with the children how the child is feeling and why.
Children to write own sentences to explain how the child is feeling and why. 

	Week 4- Lesson 1 -The Beginning
L.O: To re-tell and re-write the beginning of ‘Peter Pan’ in your own words. 
S.C: I can punctuate my sentences correctly. (Always, sometimes, mostly)
I can use conjunctions correctly in my sentence.
I can use interesting vocabulary and adjectives in my writing.

Tell the children that today we are going to be writing our own versions of Peter Pan, and today we're going to be writing the beginning.
Read the beginning of the story. On notebook place the 4 pictures in order to tell the beginning of the story. 

Red Group: Cut out the 4 pictures and stick them down in order. Then label each picture. 

Yellow, blue and green groups- Tell the children that we need 4 things to write a good story: The structure, the setting, the characters and some good sentence starters.
Tell the children that we're all going to start with: Our tale begins in London. 
And we're all going to finish our beginning by writing Away! Away to Neverland!

Model writing using the pictures to re-tell the story. 

Children to write their own  beginning of the story. 
	Lesson 2- The Middle
L.O: To re-tell and re-write the middle of ‘Peter Pan’ in your own words. 
S.C: I can punctuate my sentences correctly. (Always, sometimes, mostly)
I can use conjunctions correctly in my sentence.
I can use interesting vocabulary and adjectives in my writing.

TTYP: What did we do yesterday? Look at some examples of the work done yesterday under the visualiser. 
Read up to the mermaid page of the book.  On notebook place the 4 pictures in order to tell the middle of the story. 


Red Group: Cut out the 4 pictures and stick them down in order. Then label each picture. 

Yellow, blue and green groups- Tell the children that we need 4 things to write a good story: The structure, the setting, the characters and some good sentence starters.

Tell the children that we're all going to start with: All of a sudden. 
And we're all going to finish our middle by writing:
The Pirates are drawing nearer.
Model writing using the pictures to re-tell the story. 

Children to write their own middle of the story.

	Lesson 3- Alternative Ending

L.O: To write an alternative ending to the story of Peter Pan.
S.C: I can punctuate my sentences correctly. 
(Always, mostly, sometimes)

I can use conjunctions correctly in my sentence.
I can use interesting vocabulary and adjectives in my writing.

Ask children to read over their work so far to check where they got up 
to and to make sure it all makes sense.

Explain that today we are going to be writing the ending to our stories.

However, instead of writing the ending from the book we are going to be clever authors and write our own ending to the 
story of what we wished could have happened.

Read: 
Peter Pan has taken Wendy, John and Michael to Neverland and suddenly the 
Pirates are coming... 
Ask: What is going to happen next? Discuss ideas with the children. Record ideas on notebook. 

Red Group: 
Draw and label own ending. Remind them to use phonics to sound out the words.

Yellow, Green and blue groups to write own alternative ending. Remind children about capital letters, full-stops and finger spaces. 
	Lesson 4- Publishing Story
L.O: To publish a piece of my Peter Pan story. 

S.C: I can read my work back. I can publish work highlighted in 
orange. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. 

Read children's work through visuliser to see what needs publishing. Discuss with children what we are looking for. 
-Writing using your best letterjoin handwriting. 
-Adding adjectives where it has been highlighted.
-Remembering our Capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.
Take children in groups of 4 to publish their work. 

Red Group with Teacher: write 
a caption about your ending from yesterday's picture.


Yellow, Green and Blue Group- Re-read story and edit in blue pen. Then publish stories. (In groups of 3 or 4 with teacher.)
	Lesson 5- Character Description
L.O: To independently write about your favourite character in Peter 
Pan. 

S.C: I say who is my favourite and why. I can use capital letters, 
finger spaces and full stops. I can use adjectives. 
Show the children pictures of 4 characters from Peter Pan- Peter Pan, Tinkerbell, Hook and Wendy. 

Ask the children to choose 1 of the characters and discuss which is their favourite and why. 

Record children’s ideas on flip chart paper. 

All children to write who their favourite character is and why. Children to work independently. 
	Week 5- Lesson 1- Persuading 
L.O: To understand what persuasion is.
S.C: I can say what persuasion is. I can persuade my friend to visit my favourite place. I can work in small groups. 
Watch persuasion video (link on notebook). 

Tell the children that today we're going use the art of persuading, to convince your friend of your favourite place to visit...
Show the children some pictures their parents have sent in. Persuade your friend to go visit your favourite place. Teacher to model persuading the children to visit one of the places.
Tell the children that it is good to use as many adjectives you can when persuading people to make it sound exciting. 
Ask- What is an adjective? Ask children to share adjectives they know. Teacher to record children’s ideas on the flip chart. 

Tell the children that when you persuade you need to think how to answer the questions below...
- Where did you go?
- What happened there that was fun?
- Why would you go again? 
- Why would your friends like to go?
- What can they do there?
- Finally ask... would you like to come with me?
Children to answer the questions for the 2 photos on the notebook. 
Ask children to persuade their friend to visit their chosen place using the questions above. Record videos of the children persuading their friend on Seesaw. 

	 Lesson 2- A letter of Persuasion 
L.O: To write a letter of persuasion. 
S.C: I can say what persuasion is. I can persuade my friend to visit my favourite place by writing sentences. I can use capital letters, finger space and full stops. I can use adjectives to make my writing exciting.
Recap from yesterday- What is persuasion? Discuss children’s ideas. 
Ask- Did you manage to persuade your friend?
Yellow, Green and Blue Group- 
Children to write a letter of persuasion. Tell the children to start- 'To my friend' and tell them where you want to take them-Come with me to……
Red Group-With the teacher fill in the gaps and finish off the persuasive letter.


	Lesson 3-OSIE Grid
L.O: To create a plan to persuade Reception to come to Neverland. 
S.C: I can say what persuasion is. I can think of ideas to persuade Reception to come to Neverland. I can create a plan to make Neverland sound exciting. I can use adjectives.

Tell the children that we're going to think of ideas on how to convince Reception to come to Neverland with us.
Discuss what convince means. 
TTYP- What did we need to do when we were persuading our friends to come to our favourite place? 
What skills did we use?
Move the boxes on the notebook to check. 
Show children a picture of Neverland. Discuss- What can you see, hear and smell there?

Why would they want to come to Neverland? Remind the children about using adjectives in their answers. Record on flip chart paper. 

As a class put the ideas onto and OSIE grid. 
Children then create their own OSIE grids- with ideas to convince Reception to come to Neverland. 
	Lesson 4- Persuasion Letter
L.O: To write a letter to Reception to persuade them to visit Neverland. 
S.C: I can key words on my OSIE grid to extend into full sentences. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops independently. I can read my sentences to my friend and think of ways to sound more persuasive.

Tell the children that we're going to write our letter to Reception to convince them to come to Neverland.

Watch persuasive writing video (link on notebook).

Ask children to look in their books at OSIE grid to remind them what they would see, hear, smell and WHY they would like to visit.
 
Tell the children that they are convincing Reception to visit Neverland so they won’t be writing "I can see" it will be "you will see...". Ask the children to start your letter with a question... Have you been to Neverland before? Do you want to come to Neverland? 

All groups to use their OSIE grid to write a letter to convince Reception to visit Neverland. 

Mark ready to publish tomorrow. 

	Lesson 5- Publishing Letter
L.O: To publish a letter. 
S.C: I can publish my letter using my best letterjoin handwriting, finger spaces and correct any corrections.
Model under the visualiser how to publish a letter. Remind the children that we are going to use our best letter join handwriting. 
Teacher to work with children in groups of 4 to read through and publish their letters. 

	Week 6- Lesson 1- Answering Pirate Questions
L.O:  To understand who pirates were and what they did. To answer questions by writing simple sentences using the correct spellings for key words. 
S.C: I know what a pirate is and I know what pirates do. I can use and spell key vocab correctly to write a sentence about what I have learnt. 


Discuss pirates-
What is a pirate?
What do you know about pirates?
Where did they live? 
What did they eat?
Watch pirate video (link on notebook). 
Tell the children that over 500 years ago, in 1476, Christopher Columbus' ship was attacked by pirates.
Children to read the pirate fact file to find out more about pirates. Then ask the children to highlight in yellow the key words they can use in their writing. 
Then underline the key details they have found out about pirates in green. Repeat for ‘What was it like on board’ information sheet.

Ask children to write down all the key words they found in the text.

TTYP: What key details did you find out?

Tell the children that they are going to re-read the fact files and complete a quiz. 
Green and Blue Groups- Work independently answering questions in full sentences. 
Yellow Group- Work with teacher to draw a picture and write a caption to answer each question. 
Red Group- Draw a picture to answer each question. Then with teacher write a caption using phonics. 
	Lesson 2- Answering Pirate Questions

L.O: To understand who pirates were and what they did. To answer questions by writing simple sentences using the correct spellings for key words.
S.C: I know what a pirate is. I know what pirates do. I can use key vocab to write a sentence about what I have learnt. 
Recap from yesterday What is a pirate?
What do you know about pirates?
Where did they live? 
What did they eat?
Ask the children to read- ‘What was it like on a pirate ship?’
Then ask the children to highlight in yellow the key words they can use in their writing. 
Then underline the key details they have found out about pirates in green. Repeat for ‘The Ship’ information sheet. 
Then watch video to find  out more about pirates. 

Ask children to write down all the key words they found in the text.

TTYP: What key details did you find out?

Tell the children that they are going to re-read the fact files and complete a quiz. 
Green and Blue Groups- Work independently answering questions in full sentences. 
Yellow Group- Work with teacher to draw a picture and write a caption to answer each question. 
Red Group- Work independently to label a pirate ship. Remind children to use phonics to write labels. 
	Lesson 3- Writing Pirate Sentences

L.O: To understand who pirates were and what they did. To answer questions by writing simple sentences using the 
correct spellings for key words.
S.C: I know what a pirate is. I know what pirates do. I can use key vocab to write a sentence about what I have learnt.

TTYP- What have you learnt about pirates? 

Ask the children to read- ‘What jobs did pirates do?’
Then ask the children to highlight in yellow the key words they can use in their writing. 
Then underline the key details they have found out about pirates in green. Repeat for ‘The Pirate’s Menu’ information sheet. 

Red Group- With teacher
Fill in the fact file about who sets the rules on the ship and
what Pirates ate on the ship?
Yellow Group- Complete Pirate fact file. First box with teacher- rest independently. 
Green and Blue groups to write fact file with teacher in full sentences. 



	Lesson 4- Editing Pirate Fact Files

L.O: To edit my work.
S.C: I can edit my work in blue pen. I can add capital letters, fingers spaces and full stops.


As a class look at example sentences on notebook. As a class edit the sentences, looking closely at the marking, using a blue pen. 

Set up pirate activities on tables for children to complete independently. Call children over in small group to edit their work in blue pen.
