	   Key Objectives:Year 1 – Spring 2 – 6 Weeks – Little Red


    Reading: Being encouraged to link what they read or hear read to their own experiences. Discussing word meanings, linking new meanings to those already known. Drawing on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary provided by the teacher. Participate in discussion about what they watch – using short bursts of the film, taking turns and listening to what others say. Explain clearly their understanding of what is read to them.

Writing: Begin to form lower-case letters in the correct direction, starting and finishing in the right place. Form capital letters. Saying out loud what they are going to write about. Composing a sentence orally before writing it. Sequencing sentences to form short narratives. Re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense. Leaving spaces between words. Joining words and joining clauses using. Beginning to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop or exclamation mark. 

Speaking and Listening: Perform their own compositions, using appropriate intonation, volume, and movement so that meaning is clear.  

Overview:
In this unit we will set up a crime scene to help us predict what this story will be about.  The children will learn to ask and write questions to find out what they want to know.  The children will discover and learn new vocabulary and ensure they can use the new words in sentences correctly.  The children will listen to the story and learn the structure using Talk4Writing and the Makaton signs.  They will identify and use correctly common misconception words.  Then they will think and talk about characters and settings and identify the features that tell us about it in order to write our own character and setting descriptions. Finally, they will plan and then write our own diary entry using our knowledge of phonics and tricky words to write sentences. 

Green – Presentational - Reading out loud / Role Play
Red – Explorative – Discussion / Questioning
Pink – Process Writing – Used for future reference
Purple – Parallel Writing – If it doesn’t feed into final piece.
Blue- Product Writing


	Week 1 - Lesson 1. Hook – 
L.O: To use prediction skills to discover who broke into the classroom.
S.C: I can draw a picture of the clues from the crime scene.  I can write about the clues I see.  I can answer questions about what the clues tell me about the suspect.

Children come into the classroom in the morning to find a crime scene taped off with various clues set up including an empty wicker basket, wolf footprints, leaves and sticks, ripped up paper, empty teacher’s biscuit tin. Allow discussion between the children as they look at what has happened. 
Prediction:
TTYP: What has happened in our classroom? Who has broken into our classroom? What clues did they leave behind?  What can these clues tell us? 
(Write the children’s predictions on flip chart paper for the working wall).
Activity: Model to the children writing a crime report on the smart notebook by listing the clues that were left at the crime scene.  Model writing a sentence to answer each of the 2 questions: 
What do the clues tell 
us about who broke in? 
What do the clues tell us about who broke in? 
Then drawing the crime scene.

Red – Draw a picture of the crime scene. Label it and write who they think broke in.  
Yellow – Draw a picture of the clues from the crime scene. Write down the clues they have seen. Write who they think broke in and why.
Green and Blue - Draw a picture of the clues from the crime scene. Write down the clues they have seen. Write what the clues tell us about who broke into our classroom. Write who they think broke in and why.
Plenary – TTYP - Children to think of questions they would like to ask the suspect.

	Lesson 2 – Questions/Hot seating 
L.O: To understand what a question is. To think of questions to find out more.
S.C: I know what a question is. I can write my own question. I can punctuate my sentence with a question mark. 

Recap the clues we found at the crime scene yesterday. TTYP - Yesterday we entered a crime scene. What could we see? What clues were left? Tell the children that we need to look at what a question is and to think up our own question ready for questioning the suspect tomorrow. Watch this video to find out how we write a question: https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/topics/zrqqtfr/articles/z2xdng8. Share question words from the notebook. Explain that later we might be able to get the suspect into custody and we need you to become detectives once again! Can you think of some questions to ask that would help us to 
figure out what story our character is from? Share some examples: Where do you live?  Why are you so hungry that you had to eat all of the biscuits? Why do you have a very interesting but empty basket?
Activity: Model writing some questions on flip chart paper for the working wall. Point out that we put a question mark at the end of a question. 
Children to write their own questions for the suspect.
Red – Children to practise letter formation of question words and question marks. Then write their own question. 
Yellow, Green and Blue - Children to write their own questions to ask the suspect.
Plenary – Class teacher to dress as the wolf and children to ask the wolf their questions. Can you use the answers to the questions to work out which story the wolf is from? Wolf to give the children their new book for this half term.

	Lesson 3 – Vocab
L.O: To use interesting vocabulary to begin to understand and describe a character.
S.C: I can expand my vocabulary. I can use my phonics to spell adjectives. 

Tell the children that this term our topic is called 'Journeys' and we are 
going to look at some different fairy tales.
Tell the children that we are starting off with reading a Little Red Riding Hood story and then basing our English work on this. 
Read to the where the wolf eats Grandma. Recap what an adjective is. Tell the children that an adjective describes a noun.  As the teacher reads the story ask the children to think of adjectives to describe the wolf. 
Think about what he looks like, what he might feel like and how he behaves.

Ask- Which characters have we meet? How would you describe the wolf? Think about what the wolf looks like, what he might feel like and how he behaves. As a class create a senses (OSIE) grid to describe the wolf. 

Explain that as well as using our senses to help us we also need to think about the wolf's personality or how he acts. Take a look at the word mat and see which words we could use for the wolf. Is he a good character or a bad character?

Activity: 
Children to create their own senses/OSIE grid in preparation for writing their own character description of the wolf. 
Red – children to draw a picture of the wolf and label what he is like. 
Yellow, Green & Blue – children create their own senses/OSIE grid.




	Lesson 4 – Write a character description  
L.O: To write a character description using interesting vocabulary and punctuation. 
S.C: I can use interesting adjectives to describe the wolf. I can write a sentence using a capital letter, finger spaces and full stops, always, mostly, sometimes. I can use my phase 5 phonics to help me spell words, always, mostly, sometimes. I can use the conjunction and correctly in my writing, always, mostly, sometimes.


Re-read the story up until the same part as yesterday. Ask the children to read back their work from yesterday focusing on the adjectives.
Activity – 
Model using the senses/OSIE grid to write the beginning of a character description. Remind the children to use capital letters, full-stops and finger spaces. 

Children to write their own character description.
Red – Children to write a sentence about the wolf. He is big. He is bad.
Yellow – write simple sentences to describe the wolf.
Green and Blue – write a character description to describe the wolf using conjunctions and adjectives.


	Lesson 5 – Planning a Story
L.O: To plan a story as a class using props given.
S.C: I can create a whole class story. I can think of new ideas. I can rehearse the story in preparation of writing it.

Show the children a toy wolf, toy pig and a fire picture. Show the children the story mountain with the sentence starters- Once upon a time, Unfortunately, Luckily and Finally. (On notebook.) 

Activity: Work as a class to write a story using the props and story mountain on flip chart paper. 

	Week 2- Lesson 6 – Talk for Writing
L.O: To be able to participate in performances and improvisations to demonstrate what is happening in different parts of the story. 
S.C: I can work collaboratively as part of a group.  I can use freeze frame and thought tracker to retell different parts of the story.

Explain to the children that today we are going to finish reading the story. Remind the children to join in with the parts that they know. Read the story then discuss the main events of the story.  Challenge – Can you think about what order the story comes in? What happens at the beginning, middle and end of the story? 
Discuss- What do you think the characters are feeling during each part of the story? 
What do you think they might say?

Activity: In mixed ability pairs, children act out each part using the story language to help.
Ask for volunteers to come and act out the story.
Take photos for Seesaw. 

	Lesson 7- Sequencing
L.O: To be able to sequence the events of the story using Talk for Writing and to be able to label key events from the 
story of Little Red.
S.C: I can sequence keys events of a story. I can write a simple sentence to explain what is happening in the story. I can use a capital letter and a full stop 
correctly (always, mostly, sometimes).

Re-read the story of Little Red. Challenge – whilst the children read, can they think about what order the story comes in? What happens at the beginning, middle and end? Read the story then discuss the main events of the story. 

Tell the children that they are going to be sequencing the key events of the story. 
As a class add some key words to the working wall that will help the children write captions saying what happens in story.

Activity: To be completed in lesson 8. Children to sequence the story. 
Red – Children to draw pictures from each part of the story.
Yellow, Green and Blue – Children to sequence pictures.
	Lesson 8- Sequencing Part 2

L.O: To be able to sequence the events of the story using Talk for Writing and to be able to label key events from the 
story of Little Red.
S.C: I can re tell Little Red using Talk for Writing 
actions. I can film our group performance and upload on SeeSaw. I can complete yesterdays sequencing activity.

Re-read the story of Little Red. 
Challenge - Whilst we read can you 
think about what order the story 
comes in? What happens at the 
beginning, in the middle, and at the 
end?
Discuss the main events of the story. Tell the children that today they are going to re-write the story of Little Red.
Activity: Continuing from lesson 7.
Red –Children to add initial sounds and tricky words to the sentences to tell the story (Under pictures drawn yesterday).
Yellow -Look at the pictures ordered yesterday. Work with the teacher to write a sentence for each picture.  
Green and Blue – Look at the pictures ordered yesterday. Children to write a sentence for each picture, including an adjective. (independently)


	Lesson 9 – Exclamation Marks
L.O: To understand when to use an exclamation mark and to understand what an exclamatory sentence is.
S.C: I can use my phonics to read exclamatory sentences. I can use an exclamation mark in a sentence.  I can write my own exclamatory sentences with correct punctuation, sometimes, mostly, always. 

Re-read the story of Little Red. 
Recap- What is an exclamation mark? Watch videos:
Exclamation Mark song from Grammaropolis - "Exclaim!” –
(YouTube)
https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/topics/z8x6cj6/articles/z3dcmsg 
Then take the quiz:

Explain that when we need to get our point across we need to use an exclamation mark to show how we feel about something. This can sometimes be a command sentence where we are being bossy or can be if we are surprised or angry. 

Ask the children to  have a go at saying something that would need an exclamation mark. 
Read the 3 sentences from the notebook. Ask the children if the sentences need a full stop, a question mark or an exclamation mark. 
 
Tell the children that we are going to pretend we are Little Red again and see if we can find any sentences in the story that have an exclamation mark. Look at some of the pages from Little Red. Can you spot any exclamation marks? Explain that these are called exclamatory sentences.  We are going to have a go at writing some today.
 
Activity – Children to complete sentences, deciding if they need a question mark, full stop or exclamation mark. Children to write their own exclamatory sentences. 
Red – Children to cut out letters and rearrange to create the matching word to the picture. Then write a sentence using an exclamation mark. 
Yellow – Children to add correct punctuation mark to the 5 sentences then write their own exclamatory sentences.
Green and Blue – Children to add correct punctuation mark to the 7 sentences then write their own exclamatory sentences.
	Lesson 10 – Story Writing
L.O: To independently write a story based on the beginning of a clip. 
S.C: I can write sentences about the clip. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. 

Watch the following clip. Stop at 1 minute 16 seconds. 
Chaperon Rouge - THE LITERACY SHED
(Link on notebook)

Discuss what might happen next. 
Teacher to write ideas on flipchart paper.

Tell the children that we will watch the rest of the clip later. 


Start your story with...

Once upon a time there was a girl wearing a red coat...

What happened? Where is she? What is she doing? What's going to happen next?

Activity: 
Children to write the story from the beginning.  Ask the children to start with: 

Once upon a time there was a girl wearing a red coat...


Discuss: 
What happened? Where is she? What is she doing? What's going to happen next?

Children to write the rest of the story. Remind the children about using capital letters, full-stops and finger spaces. 

	Week 3- Lesson 11
L.O: To be able to use your imagination and senses to describe what is in the woods. To use interesting vocabulary.
S.C: I can use my senses to say what is in the woods. I can use interesting adjectives to describe the woods. 

Assessed Writing Preparation – 
Read the story up to where Red Riding Hood gets to Grandma’s front door.
Challenge - Whilst we read can you 
think of words to describe what the 
setting is like? Think about what you could hear, see, feel and smell there.  Recap that we thought of adjectives to describe the wolf. Tell the children that we need to think of some different adjectives for the setting of our story.  
TTYP - What is a setting? Where is your favourite WBD book set?
Play: 
Adjective Adventure - Grammar Game - Sheppard Software
Watch virtual forest walk:
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=rq54xLahoiA
Ask the children to use their senses as they watch the video.

As a class create a senses (OSIE) grid to describe the setting. What does it look, sound, feel and smell like. 
Activity: Children to create their own senses/OSIE grid in preparation for writing their own setting description of the woods. 
Red – children to draw a picture of the woods and label what it is like. E.g. dark. Spooky. etc.
Yellow – children create their own senses/OSIE grid, using an adjective e.g. green leaves, tall trees, damp leaves etc.
Green & Blue – children create their own senses/OSIE grid using more than one adjective, e.g. deep, dark shadows, tall, thin trees.

	Lesson 12
L.O: To write extend sentences from osie grid.
S.C: I can use interesting adjectives to describe the woods. I can write a sentence using a capital letter, finger spaces and full stops, always, mostly, sometimes. I can use my phonics to help me spell words. I can use tricky words from around the classroom.
Ask the children to read back their OSIE grid from yesterday and to look at the adjectives.  (Snipped from yesterdays notebook.)  
Using 1 box from the OSIE grid model to the children how to make interesting sentences. (Not just I can see…)
All children to write sentences what they can see, hear, feel and smell. 

	Lesson 13
L.O: To write a setting description using interesting vocabulary and punctuation. 
S.C: I can use interesting adjectives to describe the woods. I can write a sentence using a capital letter, finger spaces and full stops, always, mostly, sometimes. I can use my phase 5 phonics to help me spell words, always, mostly, sometimes. I can use the conjunction 'and'correctly in my writing, always, mostly, sometimes.
Write a Setting Description:
Recap work from yesterday. TTYP- Can you think of how the woods looks, sounds, smells, feels. 

Write the beginning of the setting description together.

Activity – Children to write their own setting description.
Red – Children to write a sentence about the woods. Big green trees. Hard logs.
Yellow – write simple sentences to describe the woods.
Green and Blue – write a character description to describe the woods using conjunctions and adjectives.
Plenary – Children to edit their work with a green/pink pencil. Underline any adjectives they have used.
	Week 4- Lesson 14 – 
L.O: To think of an alternate ending. To create a story board of my new alternative ending. 
S.C: I can think of an alternative ending for LRRH. I can create a story board to plan for an alternative ending. 

Recap what they know about the traditional story of ‘Little Red Riding Hood’ and discuss the different ending of ‘Little Red’. Explain that today we are going to be thinking of an alternative ending for our own Little Red Riding Hood. 


Show the children a range of different Little Red Riding Hood stories and their different endings. 
TTYP- What does alternative mean? 
Read one of the books to start our lesson off. 

Look through some different alternative endings and discuss which ones the children prefer. 

Create a class mind map of alternative endings. 

Tell the children we're going to choose one of our ideas and create a story board. This where we're going to think of key details and break it down, so tomorrow we can write in full sentences of what happens next. 

Remind the children that it is important to remember we are doing the ENDING. We are pretending the beginning and the middle have already been written and it is the same as the traditional Little Red Riding Hood Story. 
As a class use the chosen ending to create a class story board. 
Children then write their own story board using their own idea for the alternative ending. 

	Lesson 15 – 

L.O: To act out an alternative ending in partners.
S.C: I can think of an alternative ending for LRRH. I can use drama to act out my alternative ending.
Video for Seesaw. 

Ask the children to look through their story map from yesterday and verbally tell their friend what happens – making sure they use their chosen key words. 


Ask the children to act out our class ending as a class.  Then with a partner act out their own endings. Ask the children to explain to their partner how their story will end, act it out, then change over so both partners act out their story.




 
	Lesson 16 & 17

L.O: To write my alternative ending for Little Red Riding Hood.  
S.C: I can follow my story board to write my alternative ending. I can use a capital letter, finger space, full stop and my neatest Letterjoin handwriting. I can use the correct sound to spell words correctly.

Tell the children that this week we have explored a range of different Little Red Riding Hood stories and their different endings. 
Read one of the books.
TTYP- What does alternative mean? 
Children to look through the story boards they created. Teacher to model using the story board to create start of story. 
Yelllow, Green and Blue Groups- Write their own alternative ending in their books. 
Red Group- Cut and stick the story board into their books and add the key words. 

	Week 5-Lesson 18
L.O: To understand what first person means and to be able to identify the features of writing in person. 
S.C: I can identify the ‘I’ and ‘my’ in a sentence that’s in the first person.  I can correct a sentence to make it first person.  I can write my own sentences in first person as ‘Little Red’. 
Tell the children when you write in the first person, you put pretend you are the person. You use 'I' or 'my'.

Share with the children some examples of sentences in the first person:

"I saw two messy monsters."
"I went to my Grandma's house."

Look at the following website and discuss: 

What are the first, second and third person? - BBC Bitesize

TTYP- Can you think of a sentence 
in the first person?
Remember, you need to use:
I, my or me. 
Share the sentences with the class. 

Red and Yellow Groups- Circle the words ‘I’ and ‘my’ in the sentences. Then add the words ‘I’ and ‘my’ to the sentences. 

Green and Blue Groups- Circle the words ‘I’ and ‘my’ in the sentences. Then change sentences into the first person. Finally, write some sentences in the first person pretending they are LRRH. 



	Lesson 19
L.O: To begin to understand the different tenses when writing. 
To be able to add ‘–ed’ to words to make them past tense. 
S.C: I can add –ed to words to make them past tense.  I can sort verbs into present and past tense.  I can write my own sentences in the past tense.
Tell the children that when we wrote instructions we learnt all  about verbs. 
TTYP - What is a verb?
Watch: Action Verbs | Reading & Writing Song for Kids | Verb Song | Jack Hartmann


Tell the children that a  verb is a doing word, like run or hop. 
Ask- Can you think of anymore?  Teacher to list on flip chart. 

Watch: 
Nessy Reading Strategy | Adding '-ed' | Past Tense Verbs | Learn to Read - YouTube

Tell the children that-
When you want to talk about something 
that happened in the past we need to 
change the ending of the verb. 
So....
'I walk to the park.' 
Walk is the verb and it is what I am doing now.  If I want to change it to something that happened in the past I need to change the ending of the verb (the doing word).  'I walked to the park.'
To do this we add the ending -ed to the 
verb. 
Children to read the following sentences then as a class change then into the past tense: 
I jump on the bed. 
I smell delicious chocolate.
We walk as fast as we can.
You bake tasty cookies.
Red and Yellow Groups- Cut the words and sort them into present tense and past tense. Then write sentences, using the pictures, in the past tense. 
Green and Blue Groups- Write the words into 2 columns present tense and past tense.  Then write sentences, using the pictures, in the past tense.

	Lesson 20 & 21
L.O: To write a diary entry.

S.C: I can write in the first person from a character’s point of view.  I can write in the past tense by adding –ed to a verb.  I can use a capital letter and a full stop correctly. 
(always, mostly, sometimes).

TTYP – What is a diary? What do you write in it?
Tell the children that a diary is somewhere you can write down your thoughts, feelings and opinions about the events that have happened in your life. 
Read an example of a diary entry from the notebook. 
Watch: 
Flipped Lesson: How to Write a Diary Entry

Talk through helpful hints for diary writing. (See poster on notebook.)


Share an example of teachers diary. (On notebook)
Discuss ideas- What could you write in a diary? 
Children to write their own diary entry for yesterday. 
Then children to look at sequencing activity from week 2. 
Children to use this to write a diary entry for LRRH.
