What are we building on…?
· Knowledge that anything left over from the past is a source of evidence. This is called historical evidence.
· Understanding that evidence we find from the past can be in the form of paintings, skeletons, remains of buildings and sometimes books or pieces of paper
· Understanding of chronology
· Knowledge of society and where individuals were born and family life
· Knowledge of location and where in the world individuals made their name
· Knowledge of conflicts and wars that took place
