All major rivers start in the mountain ranges and flow downhill into another river, lake or the sea. 

The further up a mountain you travel, the colder it gets. Lots of mountains have snow on the summit all year round, even in hot countries. 

There are mountain ranges on all of the continents, some of which are very high.

The world is divided into seven major continents: North America, South America, Europe, Asia, Africa, Oceania and Antarctica.


Rivers are physical features (natural features) of land. They have fresh water flowing in them until they reach the sea where the water is salty.
