· To know that an understanding of different sounds in French can help when attempting to pronounce new vocabulary.
· To know whether to use the pronouns il or elle when describing someone. 
· To know all subject pronouns in French that je contracts to j’ when the verb begins with a vowel. 
· To know that the endings of French verb groups (er/ir/re) determine the pattern for how the verb is conjugated. 
· To know that the same verb is not always used in English and French for a given phrase. 
· To know that compound sentences join two simple sentences together using connectives such as et and mais






French sport and the olympics

Vocabulary
 

Le sport, je joue, je fais, le football, le basketball, le tennis, le rugby, le ski, la boxe, le gymnaqstique, la natation, le tir a l’arc, le skate, j’aime, j’adore, je deteste
By the end of this unit, pupils will be able to pronounce the name of a sport accurately and confidently, use the verbs jouer and faire correctly with different sports and create sentences using two verbs, the seconds one in the infinitive form. Construct simple sentences to say whether or not they play a sport. They should be able to express and justify opinions in relation to sports. Children will be able to identify some of the French country names using cognates and near cognates, use the correct form of aller with correct preposition to indicate where you are going and write an article in French, using a writing frame about an imaginary Olympic Games.

	 Key objectives: 
· Listening and inferring information from audio passages using language detective skills. 
· Reading short authentic texts for enjoyment or information 
· Identifying and extracting key information in a range of authentic texts.
· Reading and using language detective skills to assess meaning including context, text type and sentence structure. 
· Confidently using a bilingual dictionary to find the meaning of unknown words and check the spelling of unfamiliar words. 
· Using a bilingual dictionary to select alternative vocabulary for independent sentence building. 
· Using further contextual clues and cues, such as knowledge of text types and awareness of grammatical structures to deduce known vocabulary 
Language production skills:

	Lesson 1
Focus: To express playing a sport using the correct verb and preposition. 

Success Criteria: 
· I can pronounce new vocabulary accurately. 
· I can choose the corr4ect verb (jouer- to play or faire- to do) for different sports. 
· I can select the correct preposition or article depending on the verb and the gender of the noun. 
Starter: 
Display the presentation Olympic sports
Ask the children to use their knowledge of cognates to work out what each of the words mean. The children will write their answers on whiteboards. Take feedback then click to reveal the images for each sport. 

Add the new vocabulary into a word bank in their vocab books. 

Slide 2: Explain to the class that youj will point to an image on the slide and say a word for the sport you are indicating. If it is the correct word, the class should repeat it; if it is not the correct word, the class remain silent and win a point. The first to five points (the teacher or the class) wins. 

Main task: 
Display slide 1 of the presentation To play and to do
The class listens and repeats the question Tu fais quell sport? – what sport do you do? 
Read aloud the two answers with the children repeating. Discuss with the children what the two answers might mean. 

As a class, discuss the following questions: 
· Which word is the verb in each sentence? 
· Why do you think the verbs are different? (In French, the verb jouer- to play, is used with some sports and the verb  faire- to do, with other sports). 
· With which type of sports do you think the verb jouer is used? – sports that require a ball, including badminton. 
· With which type of sports do you think the verb faire is used? – individual sports where there is no ball. 
isplay slide 2. Explain that the verb jouer is always followed by à. Ask the children what happens to à when followed by le (à becomes au). 

Listen to and repeat the examples shown:

Je joue au football – I play football.

Je joue au rugby – I play rugby.

Working in pairs, ask the children to say or write the phrases for the remaining three images. Take feedback then click to reveal the answers.

Display slide 3. Explain that for some sports, the verb faire – to make/do is used instead of jouer. Faire is followed by de. Ask the children to explain what happens to de when followed by le (it becomes du); and when it is followed by la (it becomes de la). 

Listen to and repeat the examples shown:

Je fais de la gymnastique – I do gymnastics.

Je fais du tir à l’arc – I do archery.

Ask the children to translate the two sentences then click to reveal the translations. In pairs, the children discuss or write down the phrases for the remaining three images. Click to check the answers.

Display slide 4 and hand out the activity Sports battle. Explain that in pairs, the children will play a version of battleships. 
Model the example on the slide which shows a cross in each line. Ask the children, without showing their partner, to place a cross (in pencil) in an appropriate box for each line on the activity sheet. Remind the children that they can only use the phrases containing the verb jouer with the sports shown on the left; and the phrases containing the verb faire with the sports shown on the right. 

Explain to the children that the ai is to guess where their partner has put the first cross. To model, say a phrase to a child e.g. Je joue au football. 

If you have correctly guessed where the child put the cross for je joue, the child confirms by saying “Oui, je joue au football- Yes, I play football. 
Odel placing a cross in the correct column. If the guess is incorrect, the child says Non, je ne joue pas au football- No I do not play football and the relevant column is left blank. 

Give the children time to play the game in pairs. If they finish a round, the children can rub out the crosses in their grids and play again. 

Film the spoken language as evidence for this lesson

Plenary: 

Show the presentation Missing words.
 Ask the children to remind you when to use au and when to use du, or de la. 
In pairs, the children discuss or write on a whiteboard the missing article for each phrase. 
Take feedback and then click to reveal the answers.  
	Lesson 2

Focus: To express sporting preferenes using an opinion verb, a second verb and an adjective. 

Success Criteria: 
· I can listen for specific details. 
· I can apply language detective strategies to work out meaning. 
· I can give oppositive and negative opinions. 
· I can justify opinions using adjectives. 

Starter: 
Display the presentation: We love sport
 In pairs, ask the children to match the opinion verbs with their meanings in English 
Take feedback then click to reveal the answers. 

Display slide 2. The class reads and listens to the sentences. Ask the class what they notice about the verbs jouer and faire in these sentences (the verbs stay in their original infinitive form because they come after another verb). 
In pairs, ask the class to translate the sentences into English. Take feedback then click to reveal the English translations. 

Display slide 3 and explain that the slide shows a mystery sentence about an opinion of a sport. 
Challenge the class to work out the sentence using just the first letter of each word. Take feedback and click to reveal the answer. 

Main Task: 
Display the presentation Sporting Opinions. 
Encourage the class to use their detective skills to work out the meaning of the adjectives and to match them to their English equivalents. Drag and drop the words according to feedback then click to reveal the answers. 
Ask volunteers to finish the sentence starter shown on the slide by adding an adjective. E.g. 
J’aime jouer au football parce que c’est passionnant – I like to play football because it’s exciting.

Remind the class that a positive adjective should be used with a positive opinion verb, such as j’aime or j’adore.

Display slide 2. The class listens to and r4eads what these sports people are saying. Working in pairs, ask the children to translate what they heard, write them down in their books. Then take feedback and click to reveal the translations. Play the audio again for the class to listen and repeat. 
Display slide 3 and repeat the above activity. 

Use the activity Who is it, which has questions about the different athletes. To answer the questions, the children need to seek the information from around the classroom and write the name of the correct athlete in a full sentence to answer the question. E.g. _____ is from Switzerland.  

Give the children time to move around the classroom. When appropriate, take feedback and click to reveal the answers. 

Plenary. Use the presentation Guess my sentence 
Model creating a sentence with an opinion, a sport and an adjective, for example: 
J’aime jouer au tennis car c’est amusant- I like to play tennis because it’s fun. 
Ask the children to each write a sentence in their books, choosing an opinion, a sport and an adjective e. They should not show the sentence to anyone else. 
In pairs, each child tries to guess the sentence their partner has written, using vocabulary shown on the board. The children take turns until one of them guesses their partner’s full sentence correctly. 
	Lesson 3 

Focus: To express travel plans using the verb aller. 

Success criteria: 
· I can match pronouns to the correct form of the verb aller. I can use the verb aller to say where I and other people are going. 
· I can use the correct preposition (au or en) for a particular country. 
Starter: 
As a class, discuss the following questions: 
· What is a verb? 
· What is meant by the ‘present tense’?
Explain to the children that they will learn to conjugate the verb aller- to go, in the present tense. 

Display the presentation Let’s get going 
Ask the class to match the subject pronouns shown in English to the French equivalents. This could be completed verbally or in pairs with a whiteboard and a pen. Take feedback and click to reveal the answers. 
Explain that conjugating a verb means putting the correct verb form with the subject pronoun. Aller is an irregular verb and the children will learn how to conjugate it with selected subject pronouns. 

Display slide 2. Listen to and repeat the phrases as a class. Ask the childr4en to translate these into English then click to reveal the answers. 

Main task: 
Display the presentation Travelling to the Olympic games. 
 Listen to and repeat the question together. Ask the class what the question means- Ou vas-tu? Where are you going? 

Look together at the examples of how to construct a phrase in French to say where wea re going. Read the reminder to explain when to use prepositions au and en. 
Provide a few example phrases and ask the children to translate, for example: 
Je vais au Luxembourg- I go/am going to Luxembourg. 
Il va en France- He goes/is going to France.

Ask the childr4en if they can think of any other examples. 

Display slide 2. Ask the children to translate the following: 
Je vais- I go/am going
Tu vas- you go/are going
Il va- he goes/is going
Elle va- she goes/is going
Nous allons- we go/are going 

Working in pairs, ask the children to construct each phrase by conjugating the verb aller with the subject pronouns shown and replacing the flag with the word for that country in French. This can be done verbally or written on whiteboards. 

Remind them to use the knowledge organiser to check the gender of each noun. Take feedback then click to reveal each answer. 

Place the activity Let’s go under the visualiser for children to copy the phrases, adding in the preposition and then translate it into English in a different colour. LA children to complete the work on the sheet. 

Use the slides to reveal the answers and get children to check and correct their own work.

Plenary: 
Display the presentation The Verb Aller
 Working in pairs, ask the children to match the subject pronouns to the correct form of the verb aller. 
Take feedback, clicking on the eye symbols to reveal the answers.  

	Lesson 4

Focus: To create sentences for a sports diary including opinion verbs, second verbs and adjectives. 

Success Criteria: 
· I can read a text carefully and extract key information. 
· I can adapt written information to build new sentences. 
· I can provide and justify opinions on different sports. 

Starter: 
Display the presentation: Gimme 5
Working in pairs, give the children a few minutes to write down the given number of French words for each category shown. 
Take feedback, challenge other children to translate answers, and then click to reveal all possible answers. 

Main task: 
Display the presentation A sports Diary
Read and listen to an Olympian presenting her weekly diary. Ask the children if there are any words they do not recognize. 
Challenge the children to work out the meaning using their language detective skills. 
Ask the children to translate the sentences into English, using the knowledge organiser if needed. 

Use the diary entries to show how simple sentences can be built up to create more detailed sentences using et- and, puis- then, and mais- but. 

Display slide 2. Working in pairs, ask the children to choose one diary entry and translate it into French on their whiteboards. Point out the word bank at the bottom of the slide for support. Take feedback then click to reveal the answers. 

Display slide 3 and read through the diary entries. Then ask the children to suggest possible alternatives to replace the highlighted words. The children can use the knowledge organiser to source vocabulary. Take suggestions and write these on the board. As a class, read through the amended diary entries. 

Children to attempt to write their own diary entry- display the worksheet as a prompt if needed. LA children to use the sheet. 
Point out the word back at the bottom of the activity sheet and slide 3 or the presentation: A sports diary for support. 
The children could add illustrations once they have completed the task. 

Plenary: Encourage the children to read their diary entries aloud. Ask the rest of the class to listen and identify key information for each day in English. They can then feedback and check with the speaker if they have understood correctly. 
	Lesson 5

Focus: To create a description using familiar language, a wide range of vocabulary and grammatical structures. 

Success criteria: 
· I can understand information abut the Paris 2024 Olympic games. 
· I can use familiar language to create a description about an imaginary Olympic games. 
· I can present the information to an audience. 

Starter: 
Display the presentation At the French Olympic games
 In pairs, ask the children to read the five statements and decide if they are true or false. Take feedback then click to reveal the answers. 

Main task: 

Hand 9out the activity At the French Olympic games, a bilingual dictionary and ensure that all children have access to their knowledge organiser. 

Display slide 2, showing a copy of the text on the activity sheet. As a class, read the text. 

Working in pairs, ask the children to highlight the following types of information in different colours: dates/numbers, countries, sports and languages. Remind them that they can use the knowledge organiser and the bilingual dictionary o source the meaning of any new words. 

Take feedback, clicking the arrows on slide 2 to confirm the answers. Click the highlight button so the children can check their work. 

Display slide 3. Read through the questions with the class. Ask the children to read the text again and working with their partners, write the answers to the questions in English on their activity sheet. 
Take feedback, clicking the arrow buttons to reveal the answers. 

Display slide 4. Look together at the highlighted words. Discuss different words the children could use in French to present their Olympic Games. Write these on the board. 

Hand out the activity: Les Jeux Olympiques de Kapow Primary. Tell the children that in their pairs or table groups, they will imagine they are the International Olympic Committee for the Kapow Primary Olympic Games. Their task is to write and present an informative paragraph about their Olympic games using the model on slide 4. 

Refer the children to the planning template on page 1 of the activity sheet. The groups should discuss and fill in the grid with the relevant key information in French. Then the children use this information to write in full sentences in their books. 

Plenary: 
The Olympic committees present their Olympic games by reading their presentation to the class. During each presentation, ask the rest of the class to note where and when it will take place, how many coutries will participate, how many sports will be included, examples of some of these sports and any extra information. 
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
