	Lesson 1- My French brothers and sisters  
FOCUS: To recognise and use phrase to say if I have a brother or sister 

· I can match a phrase or sentence to a picture 
· I can recognise how some words change in a sentence 
· I can read and draw a picture to show my understanding
Starter: 
This lesson is about teaching the words for brother and sister and learning how to say how many brothers and sisters you have or that you don’t have any. Rather than directly telling the children the words for brother (un frere) or a sister (une soeur), give the children a chance to work it out for themselves using their language detective skills. 
Hand out to each table or group, a set of cards from the Activity: Siblings detective work, the cards being cut up beforehand so that the picture cards and text cards are separate. Give the children a few minutes to sort through the cards and phrases and see if they can match them together. As suggested in the Teacher video, Brothers and Sisters, you may want to stretch your more able pupils by leaving out some of the phrases and see if they can work out what the phrases should be. 
Ask the class for their ‘top tips’ for working out which card goes with which phrase. They should be looking for things like: 

· Number words

· Clues to gender (un/une- a, an_

· They should remember j’ai I have from previous lessons 

· They should be familiar with negative structures (je n’ai pas). 

· The children may remember the word frere from the song Frere Jaques. 

Once the children have had a go at sorting for themselves, show slide 2 of the presentation siblings. 

Slide 2 shows just the phrases from the activity. Read out or play the audio file for each phrase in turn (and in order), and ask the children to hold up the correct picture. Click the mouse for the correct phrases to appear. Make sure the children understand each on in turn. 

The cards are great for practising the phrases out loud, and the children will be able to come up with some snap or memory or other matching games to practise with, which will give you time to focus on any children who may need some extra help. 

Main Event: 

Give each child a copy of the Activity: Siblings. 
This worksheet progresses in difficulty from: 

1. From reading a caption and drawing a picture to match 

2. To writing a sentence to match the picture. 

3. An extension task involving a gap-fill activity that needs a little more thinking and logic. 

The children can work in pairs or individually and any fast-finishers can begin to write their own sentence and draw a matching pictures about a real, fictional or historical family. 

When ready, go through the answers as a call, using slide 3 of the Presentation: Siblings. 

Differentiation: 
Pupils needing extra support: Can wither have a printed copy of the matching cards uncut, or keep their matched card son the table to use as a support for writing. This unit knowledge organiser will also be a useful support resource.   

Pupils working at greater depth: Can move onto Siblings activity sheet 2, a gap fill task which further focuses on the phrase structure. Challenge any fast- finishers to begin to write their own sentence and draw a matching pictures about a real, imagined, fictional or historical family. 
Plenary:
Quick draw Chinese whispers
Seat the children in rows and whisper one of the phrases from the lesson to one children from each row or team. Explain that they need to whisper this phrases along the row and then the last person has to stand up and draw the correct picture on a mini whiteboard. 


	Lesson 2- A French Family Tree 
FOCUS: To be able to name different family members on a family tree.  
Success Criteria:

· I can recall the names of different family members 
· I know that there are different words for ‘my; and how to choose which one I need

Starter: 
This lesson introduces the names of family members and uses a family tree. Bearing in mind any sensitivities in your class, you may find it useful to have an initial discussion in English about family trees and what information they show. 
Show slide 2 and ask the children to discuss what it is (a family tree) and what information it shows (the members of a family and how they are related). 

Discuss how some family trees may be different shapes or sizes, have more or fewer branches etc. 

Locate ‘me’ on the tree (bottom row, centre) and ask a few questions or play a fast finger game on the board for the children to identify where different relations appear on the tree (In English). 

Main Event:
Use slide 3 to introduce the new vocabulary. 
1. As you click the mouse the first line of vocabulary will appear. Say each word or play the audio files and as the children what they think the words mean. If they are not familiar they should use their language detective skills to understand mes parents- my parents. Rather than explain it right away what the other words mean, click the mouse again and they may be able to guess further from mon grandpere- my grandfather, ma grandmere- my grandmother, mes grandparents- my grandparents. 

2. Click the mouse again to bring up the next line- mon frere, my brother, ma soeur- my sister. The children should remember from Lesson 1 what these words mean. Some of the children may by now be able to guess that it means my. 

3. Click the mouse again to bring up the next line- mon oncle- my uncles, ma tante- my aunt. The children may be able to use their language detective skills to identify the near cognate-uncle and use the context to deduce that tante is aunt. The children may be better able now to guess the meaning of mon and ma. 

4. Click the mouse once more to bring up the final line- mon cousin- my cousin (male) and ma cousine (female). The children should recognise this word as a cognate and may guess that mon and ma mean my and that cousin is male and cousine is female.

Use slide 4 to go over the French for my, explaining that it is a possessive adjective. Remind the children that adjectives must agree with the noun they describe in terms of gender and number. 

Once the children are reasonably confident with the new vocabulary, hand out to each child the Activity: Blank family tree to complete. Check the answers as a class using slide 5, clicking for each word to appear in turn. 

Show slide 6, on which appears the phrase Le pere de ma mere, c’est mon grand pere. 

Ask the children if they can work out what this mean. They should be able to work out that it is: The father of my mother is mt grandfather. Click the mouse for the words to appear. 

Explain that in English, we would say, my mother’s father is my grandfather but this is not possible in French. It is important for pupils to appreciate that the construction of other languages may differ from English. 

To test the children’s understanding, click the mouse for the English phrase to appear: The sister of my mother is my aunt. 

Ask the children how we would actually say this in English (My mother’s sister is my aunt), and then challenge the children to tell you what the French should be. Click the mouse for the answer. 

Show slide 7 and click the mouse for the question mark and arrow pointing to Moi to appear. Click again for the word, les fils- the son to appear. The children came across this word in lesson 1. Click the mouse again for the same sequence to Ma Soeur- my sister and La fille – the daughter to appear. 

Show slide 8, which displays two statements in English: 

The daughter of my parents is my sister. 

My brother is the son of my parents. 

Challenge the children to work out how to say these statements in French, before clicking the mouse for each French statement to appear. 

La fille de mes parents, c’est ma soeur. 

Mon freer est le fils de mes parents. 

There are two activities to choose from, or do both if you are extending this lesson. You could do the Family web exercise during the week. 

Activity 1: C’est qui?- Who is is? 

Put the children into pairs and give each pair a copy of the task. The children can either write the answers in, or the questions could be cut up and mixed on the table, and partners take it in turns to read out the clue for their partner to work out the relative they are talking about. 

Activity 2: Family Web

The activity is an extension task. The second page illustrate the exercise. The children draw a line between words to make up a sentence. They should use a different colour pen for each sentence. 

Differentiation: 

Pupils needing extra support: Can use the unit;s knowledge organiser for support for writing. Play the noughts and crosses game in a small group to rehearse the vocabulary. 
Pupils working at greater depth- Could begin to create their own family tree/web, writing sentences about their family.  
Plenary:
Family tree noughts and crosses. 
Divide the class into two teams. 

The teams take turns to choose a picture from slide 9 of the presentation Family Tree and give the French name for the relative selected. If the team gets the answer right , the picture is given a nought or a cross for their team. If they get it wrong, it remains open for the other team to guess. 

The winning team will be the first one to win 3 correct answers. 


	Lesson 3: Describing my French Family.  
FOCUS: To be able to build descriptive sentences into a short paragraph  
Success Criteria:

· I can choose words to build and change sentences 
· I know that word order is sometimes different in French from English 

· I can choose and write some simple adjectives from memory. 
Starter: 
Display Presentation.
This exercise in this part of the lesson is designed to recap some vocabulary fro year 3,4 and 5 and you may want to do some revision before hand. 
Guess who? 

1. Show slide 2, which introduces six relative, five whom have pictures. In this lesson, the children will use clues to work out which pictures belongs to which relative and then draw the missing picture. 

2. Shoe slide 3, which gives a description of mon pere (my father). Read out each clue, a sentence at a time, or play the audio files and ask the children to decide who you are describing. 

3. Show slide 2 again. Play each audio files again and get a volunteer to cross off those people it can’t be with each clue. Get the class to decide who is being described. 

· Discuss which clues gave the children the most information. 

· Could any of the clues apply to more than one person in the family album? 

· How did the children work out the answer?

· Was it the clue about age or birthdays? 
Main Event:
Piecing the rest of the family together. 
Put the children into pairs and give each pairs the Activity: Family album, which is a copy of the Presentation: Family album. 

In their pairs, the children are going to use the clues to work out the identify of each of the remaining members of the family. 

mon freer- my brother 

mon oncle- my uncle 

ma mere- my mother 

ma cousine- my (girl) cousin

For each of these family members, there are two versions of the clues: 

Version 1 has each sentence divides up with vertical lines to help reading comprehension and to show how the sentence is built up. 

Version 2 is more challenging and has each part of the sentences jumbles up like puzzle pieces. Pupils need to out how to fit the pieces together before working out the clue. Version 2 of the activity could be done as a sort and stick activity if each of the jigsaw pieces is cut up. Alternatively, the children could look at these pieces and write out the full sentences. 
Finally, the children need to look at the clues for Monique and draw what she should look like. Use slides 5-13 of the Presentation: Family album, to go through all the answers and click the mouse to show the image for each family member with their description, including an image for Monique. 
Differentiation: 

Pupils needing extra support: show the children the first page from the Activity: Family Album. Working in small groups, the children can read the sentences introducing each member and then add the names to the photo album. 
Pupils working at greater depth: can unscramble to jumbled sentences to build and write a description of each family member then work out who they are on the photo.   
Plenary: 
Human sentences. Give each child a mini whiteboard, then call out a sentence in English, such as, My brother has blue eyes. 
Ask the children to write down one of the words from this sentence in French on their board. Look at their boards and choose children who have come up with different words from the sentence and ask the rest of the class to tell them in which order the children should stand to make the sentence. 


	Lesson 4: What my French family likes
FOCUS: To be able to understand and express simple opinions
Success Criteria: 
· I can say what I and others in my family like or don’t like 
· I can speak clearly and practice speaking with a partner

Starter: 

Thumbs up, thumbs down
Remind children of the vocabulary for opinions and the action to go with it: 

J’aime (I like (one thumb up)

J’aime beaucoup- I really like (two thumbs up) 

J’adore- I love (two thumbs up held high) 

Je n’aime pas- I don’t like (one thumb down)

Show the appropriate number of thumbs up or down while you say each opinion and get the children to copy. 

Gradually get faster and then try saying just the words and the pupils show their understanding by holding up their thumbs. Finally, hold thumbs behind you back and ask them to guess which opinion is hidden. 

Main Event
Display presentation: Who likes what? 
Display slide 2, which shows the symbols for: 

j’aime- I like 
J’aime beaucoup- I like a lot 

J’adore- I love/adore 

Je n’aime pas- I don’t like

1. Display slide 3 which shows the sentence J’aime les pommes- like apples. Ask the children what this means and how they know. Draw pupils’ attention to the need to use les in front of the plural noun that they are saying they like. 

2. Get the children to think about changing the sentence, starting with the food that’s being talked about. Which word should be changed? 

3. Display slide 4, which shows the word for apples crossed out and the new word for pears added: J’aime les poires- I love pears. 
4. Ask the children which word changes if they want to say they love the food. 

5. Display slide 5, which shows the word aime- like, crossed out and adore- love, put in place: J’adore les poires- I love pears. 

6. Ask the children which words they need to change if they want to say that someone else loves pears (for example, ma mere- my mother)

7. Show slide 6, which shows the construction for ma mere adores les poires- my mother loves pears. 
8. Show slide 7, which displays a grid of people, hears and food with the words shown. Explain to the children that they are going to work in pairs and take it in turns to say a sentences using a different combination of pictures and opinions. 

9. Put the children into pairs and give each a copy of the activity: what they like. The first page (a copy of the presentation) is easier as it shows the written text. Use the second page for those children who need more of a challenge, as this page doesn’t show the written text. Challenge the children to make as many different sentences as possible within a set time, which they could write down. They could use their maths skills to calculate how many combinations are possible. 

10. There is one column with a blank face and blank object. Ask the children to add in new words to creaste new combinations. The new nouns don’t need to be food related but do need to be plural. Encourage the children to use vocabulary they have learned from previous topics as well as looking up new words in a bilingual dictionary. 

11. Extension: use of et (and) and mais (but) to build longer sentences. 

Pupils share and record examples of sentences and celebrate any new vocabulary they discovered. 
Pupils needing extra support:  use page 1 of the activity resource, where pictures are captioned to support sentence building.   
Pupils working at greater depth: create extended sentences using et (and)/ mais (but) as well as alternatives using vocabulary from previous topics. 
Wrapping Up: 
Fruit machines 
Display presentation. 

1. Ask four children to stand at the front of the class. 

2. Ask one child to choose a family member picture, another to choose an opinion pictures and a third to choose a fruit picture. 

3. Now challenge the fourth child to pull the lever by making up the sentence to go with the pictures.

Depending on time, repeat with different children. 


	Lesson 5: My extraordinary French family 
FOCUS: To plan and prepare a short presentation about my family. 
Success Criteria: 

· I can organise words correctly to build phrases and sentences
· I can turn my ideas into an original short paragraph 
Starter:
Display the presentation Vrai ou faux? 
Display slide 2 which shows a picture of the family introduced in Lesson 3. 

Put a copy of the activity true or false on each table. This shows the same pictures of the family and allows the children to see the picture more clearly than on the screen to refer to the picture during the following exercise. 

1. Give the children time to look at the pictures, the display slide 3, which gives a number of statements about the family. 

2. Read out the first statement or play the audio file, and ask the class to check the picture and then vote, by putting up their hands, whether the statement is vrai- true or faux- false. 

3. Click the mouse to reveal the answer and make sure the children understand both the statement and the answer. See teacher notes: True or false? for a translation of the statements. 

Click through all the statement and their answers. 

In the last statement, Monique, ma cousine, a trois cousins: moi, mon frere et ma soeur- Monique, my cousin, has three cousins: me, my brother and my sister, you may have a children ask why it is trois cousins, when one of those cousins is a girl. The answer is that if a group includes both male and female people or things, the masculine takes precedence. 
Main Event:
Display the Presentation: Rainbow Sentences. 
Slide 2 sets out a series of words that make up sentences. Each sentence is in a different colour and the words in each sentence are jumbled up. 

Ask the children to re arrange the words for the first sentence which should read: 

Ma soeur s’appelle Fleur- My sister is called Fleur. 

As example in the teacher video there are a number of ways to go through the remaining sentences: 

· Repeat as above as a class activity

· Put the children into pairs and give each pair a copy of the rainbow sentences, children work in pairs and then you go through the answers as a class. 

· Use the activity rainbow sentences to make cards to display around the classroom and run a treasure hunt style exercise where the children hunt for the words and put them in order.

Use slide 3 to show the correct order of the words, clicking the mouse for each sentence to appear.

Together the sentences contain the following information about my sister, Fleur. 

Elle a sept ans- She is seven years old. 

Elle a les cheveux longs et les yeux blues- She has long hair and blue eyes. 

Son anniversaire c’est le neuf decembre- Her birthday I the ninth of Decemeber

Elle adore les bonbons- She loves sweets. 

Check through the sentences together, then look at the individual colour clouds and discuss which other words would go into each sentence eg: 

Elle adore les pommes- She loves apples. 

Independent Writing: 

Ask the children to create a rainbow for different family members, using the activity rainbow sentences as a model. By simply replacing certain words in each sentence, the paragraph could describe a completely different person. 

You can base this activity on a real or fantasy/ superhero family. 

Differentiation: 

Pupils needing extra support: Limit the children to building blue and green rainbow sentences, first by building the jumbles sentence then changing name and age words. 
Pupils working at greater depth: Create extended sentences us et(and/ mais (but). Challenge them to try and incorporate any other information from the units covered so far.  
Plenary: 
Ask children to share examples of their written word together. 

Discuss how much new language was in this topic and how much they have learnt or sourced themselves. 

Since this unit consolidate vocabulary, it is useful to recognise how they can re use language in different ways, forms and contexts.  
	

	Assessing pupils’ progress and understanding

Pupils with a secure understanding: 

· correctly completing the gaps to match the pictures
· recognising words that are similar to English, adapting a sentence to change the meaning and applying some understanding of French pronunciation. 

· being able to recognise key information within a longer text. 

· confident with sentence building using word cards.

· responding to spoken opinions by showing the correct gesture and using different opinions in sentences and changing other elements of a sentence whilst retaining the meaning. 

· organising the text and making simple adaptations which did not affect the overall sense of the paragraph
Pupils working at greater depth: 

· Quickly noticing patterns in word order to help with understanding and independently building original phrases and using ‘detective’ skills for additional new language. 
· using new vocabulary to attempt to build a range of different sentences, selecting the correct word for my (mon, ma, mes).
· quickly able to establish which information is most useful for understanding. Building and adapting sentences with ease to convey their own information. 

· planning their speaking task methodically and showing an understanding of word class and dictionary use to extend vocabulary within the sentence structure. 

· speaking fluently and confidently with a partner. 

· making ambitious word selections, including new vocabulary sources from a dictionary

· presenting whole paragraphs with fluency and accuracy.

Using language detective skills to match pictures and text to identify the words for brother and sister, using this information to match pictures, write short descriptive phrases to go with pictures and carry out a gap-fill exercise, to explain the numbers of brothers and sisters. Children learn to name different members of the family on a family tree and use the correct form of the possessive pronoun, ‘mon’, ‘ma’ and ‘mes’. The children piece information together from written clues to identify family members and learn to build descriptive sentences into a short paragraph. Understanding and expressing simple opinions, saying what I and others in my family, like or don’t like, using plural nouns with the definite article. Understanding how sentences are constructed and how building blocks can be re used and substituted to build a range of new sentences; using existing sentences to produce a written composition about a family.
