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	National Curriculum: 



	Lesson 1: 
FOCUS: To recall and use numbers 1 to 31 in French.

Success criteria

-I can say the numbers from 1 to 31 in French.

-I can read the numbers from 1 to 31 in French.

-I can read and say maths calculations in French.


	Starter

Begin this lesson by greeting the class as follows:

Bonjour ! Aujourd’hui on fait les mathématiques en français – Hello! Today we are doing maths in French.

 

Ask:

Qu’est-ce que c’est les mathématiques ? – What is maths?

 

The word, mathématiques is a cognate so the children should recognise what the word is and be able to tell you what the lesson will be about.

The children should remember their numbers from 1 to 12 from their previous learning if they have been doing the Kapow Primary French Year 3 units.
Revise these numbers by asking the class to count from 1 to 12 in French.

Play the number rap on link: Monsieur Mouton - French numbers 1-20 rap on VideoLink  which goes through the French numbers 1-20 several times.

Play the rap again and ask the children to join in.


	Main Event: 
Display the Presentation: Les nombres, and go through each of the numbers, saying or playing the audio for each and asking the children to repeat. Encourage them to listen out for patterns in sounds, or for visual hooks to help them remember the word:

13 – treize – rhymes with seize – 16

14 – quatorze – starts the same way as 4 – quatre
Help the children understand the pattern of adding the units to the tens each time for the numbers from seventeen upwards:

17 – dix-sept – seventeen (ten-seven)

18 – dix-huit – eighteen (ten-eight)

19 – dix-neuf – nineteen (ten-nine)

21 – vingt-et-un – twenty one (twenty-and-one)

22 – vingt-deux – twenty two

23 – vingt-trois – twenty three

24 – vingt-quatre – twenty four

25 – vingt-cinq – twenty five

26 – vingt-six – twenty six

27 – vingt-sept – twenty seven

28- vingt-huit – twenty eight

29 – vingt-neuf – twenty nine

30 – trente – thirty

31 – trente-et-un – thirty-one (thirty-and-one)

Draw attention to the hyphens and that the –et- is only used for numbers ending in 1 such as vingt-et-un – twenty one (twenty-and-one).

Presentation: Les Nombres
Reading and writing

The children consolidate their learning of the numbers through some simple mathematical calculations.

Organise the children into pairs and give each child a copy of the Activity: Maths operations in French and each pair a copy of the Resource: Numbers 1-31.
Display the Presentation: Maths calculations and model the first addition sum on slide 1 and the answer on slide 2:

L’addition – addition

dix plus dix égale vingt – ten plus ten equals twenty

Distribute the Activity: Maths operations in French (one each).  The children  work in  pairs to complete the sums, writing in the answer as the French number word. They can use the Resource: Numbers 1-31 to check the words for numbers.

The maths operations are simple, but some children may need additional support. Encourage your usual maths support, for example, whiteboards and numicon, if necessary.

Any early finishers can try writing their own calculations in French in the space provided.
	Plenary:
Go through the slides in the Presentation: Maths calculations, asking for the answer (in French) and checking it on the following slide. Make sure the children pronounce the number words correctly.


	Lesson 2

	Attention Grabber: 

In this part of the lesson, discuss some of the similarities and differences between French and English schools. Have the following video ready to play.

· Link: BBC Two - A primary school in Marseille.*

It shows a day in a French primary school. Before playing the video, explain to the children that they will hear a lot of unfamiliar language but they should use visual clues to identify similarities and differences between their school day and the school in Marseille.

Ask the children if they would prefer to go to school in France or in England and why.


	Main Event: 

 Pronunciation practice
Display slide 1 of the Presentation: Days of the week.

Click on each day of the week from left to right (Monday to Sunday). Ask the children to listen and repeat each word.

Using the words on slide 2, practise saying all of the days of the week in French as a class.

Ask the following question:

Question
· What do you notice about the spelling of the days of the week?  (Each day ends in di, except for dimanche; the words do not start with a capital letter in French.)

Embedding new vocabulary
Use the Pupil video: Days of the week song video for the class to sing along.

The lyrics are:

Lundi, mardi, mercredi,
jeudi, vendredi,
lundi, mardi, mercredi,
jeudi, ven-dre-di.
Practising new vocabulary out of sequence
Hand out whiteboards and pens to each child.

Display slide 3. Ask the children to match the word they hear to the correct translation in English by writing this on their whiteboards. Click on the eye icons to check each answer.

On slide 4, look at the words heading each column in the table:

hier – yesterday

demain – tomorrow

aujourd’hui – today

To show what each new word means, say a sentence relevant to the current day of the week, for example:

Aujourd’hui c’est lundi. – Today is Monday.

Ask what hier and demain would be then click on the boxes to reveal the answers.  Practise this several times with the class using the days shown in the chart.

Model how to create a full sentence linking these. Example:

Aujourd’hui, c’est  jeudi, hier c’était mercredi, demain c’est vendredi. – Today is Thursday, yesterday was Wednesday, tomorrow is Friday.

 

Organise the children into groups of three and explain that they will each take a role: today, yesterday or tomorrow. Ask them to decide who will be aujourd’hui – today, hier – yesterday and demain – tomorrow. The child who is aujourd’hui decides which day of the week they want to be and says:

Aujourd’hui, c’est + [the day of the week they have chosen]. – Today is + [the day of the week they have chosen].

 

The other two children then stand on either side and say:

Hier, c’était + [the day before]. – Yesterday was + [the day before].

Demain, c’est + [the day after]. – Tomorrow is + [the day after].

The children then swap roles so that another child is aujourd’hui.

Walk around checking that the children have got the right order of the days of the week and are pronouncing the words correctly. Invite a few groups to the front of the classroom to demonstrate.
	Wrapping up: 

Listening skills
Write the days of the week on the board in French:

lundi, mardi, mercredi, jeudi, vendredi, samedi, dimanche
Display slide 5. Ask the children to choose a day of the week in French and write it on their whiteboards.

Click on the audio buttons one at a time. Children who have written that day on their whiteboard should stand up.

There is one day that the class did not hear. Ask the children to name the missing day (samedi – Saturday). 



	Lesson 3
FOCUS:To say the months of the year.

Success criteria

-I can recognise the months when I hear them.

-I can recognise the months when I see them.

-I can say when my birthday is.


	Starter:
Hand out copies of the Activity: Les mois. The children should match up the French and English words, using their knowledge of cognates and by a process of elimination.

If you wish, you could time the activity to add an element of competition.


	Main Event:
Listening  and speaking
Play the video on the link: 'Alain le lait - Months of the year in French' on VideoLink for the children to listen and check they have the months in the correct order.

Display slide 1 of the Presentation: French celebrations.

Say each month aloud (or use the audio buttons) and ask the children to repeat. Repeat again using different voices (e.g. slow, fast, high, low, etc).

French celebrations
Explain to the class they will explore some common festivals celebrated in France.

Display slide 2. Working in pairs, ask the children to discuss what celebration is happening and when it takes place. Use the following questions to take feedback:

· What is this celebration called in French? (Noël.)

· On what date does this celebration take place? (25 December.)

· What can you see in the image? (A cake/yule log.)

· Which celebration do you think this is? (Christmas.)

Click on the arrow to reveal further information about Noël – Christmas in France. Discuss with the class how it compares with their own traditions.

French celebrations
Hand out the Activity: French celebration cards (one each) and the Resource: French celebration information (cut up, one set between two). Children will also need the bilingual dictionaries used in the Attention grabber.

Write le + [number] + [month] on a whiteboard or flipchart and explain that this is the format to write dates in French.

Model with the class how to use the information card Noël en France to find the date of the celebration. Ask the class if they can tell you how to say ’25 December’ in French. Take responses then write le vingt-cinq décembre on the whiteboard or flipchart. Ask the class to copy this next to the word ‘date’ in the correct place on the Activity: French celebration cards.

The class can then work individually or in pairs to read the Resource: French celebration information and complete just the dates on the Activity: French celebration cards. Ensure the dates are written in French words (not numerals) using the correct format as modelled.

Use slide 3 to listen and allow the children to check their answers and self-mark.

Optional extension activity:

The children could use bilingual dictionaries to find and write the French words for the items written on each French celebration card. You may wish to model how to find the word and identify the gender of the noun – le (masculine singular noun), la (feminine singular noun), and les (plural noun). For answers, see slides 4 and 5.
	Plenary:

Play the song video again on the link: 'Alain le lait - Months of the year in French' on VideoLink and ask the children to stand up when they hear their own birthday month.

	Lesson 4
FOCUS:To select vocabulary to discuss the date in French.

Success criteria

-To pronounce the seasons accurately.

-To listen to the dates of birthdays and write them down.

-To translate the date from English to French.


	Starter:
Display slide 3 of the Presentation: Birthdays and ask the children to explain what each of the pictures might represent. Encourage the children to use their language detective skills to notice the cognate:

l’automne – autumn

Reveal the captions to see and hear the word for each season.

Once you have established that slide is introducing the French words for each of the four seasons, draw the children’s attention to the fact that three of the seasons have the article l’ rather than le or la:

· l’été – summer

· l’automne – autumn

· l’hiver – winter

This is because the words start with a vowel, or  an ‘h’, which is silent. These words are all masculine singular nouns.

Ask the children to write the seasons in French on mini-whiteboards and jot which months belong to each season.  The answers are on slide 4.
	Main Event:
Display slide 5 of the Presentation: Birthdays. Click on the audio buttons and repeat the question and answer with the class.
Ask the questions:

· What does Quelle est la date de ton anniversaire ? mean? (When is your birthday?)

· What does Mon anniversaire c’est le trois octobre mean? (My birthday is 3 October.)

Ask the children what the word anniversaire resembles in English. Explain that although it does mean ‘anniversary’, it is more commonly used to mean ‘birthday’.

Model how to answer using the structure on slide 5:

Mon anniversaire c’est le deux mai – My birthday is the second of May.

Then ask for volunteers to say when their own birthday is using the structure:

Mon anniversaire c’est le + [number] + [month].
Explain that if a birthday is on the first of the month, the structure is: Mon anniversaire c’est le premier + [month].

Hand out the Activity: Les dates (one each) and in the space provided, ask the children to write out in French the date of their own birthday, using the Resource: Knowledge organiser: French – Numbers, calendars and birthdays for support as needed.

Tell the class to ask and answer the question with the person sitting next to them. Ask for volunteers to share with the class.

Explain the next instruction on the activity sheet:

Trouvez dix personnes et demandez la date de leurs anniversaires – Find ten people and ask the date of their birthdays.

Explain that the children need to ask ten classmates what the date of their birthday is, using the question-and-answer structure shown on slide 5. They then write each birthday date in French (with numbers spelt out) on the activity sheet.

As an extension, or alternative to the survey task, use page 2 of the Activity: Les dates for the children to translate the dates written in English into French. In addition to numbers and months, this will require them to recall the days of the week in French.

Take feedback, revealing the answers on slide 6 and ask the children to self-mark.
	Plenary:
Challenge the children to stand themselves in birthday order, speaking only in French.

When trying to do this, children should ask the question C’est quand ton anniversaire? (When is your birthday?) and answer with their birth date, for example C’est le… onze mars (It’s the eleventh of March).

When the children are done, ask them to give their birth dates and ask the class to check as they go through that they are in date order.



	Lesson 5
FOCUS:To compare similarities and differences between traditional birthday celebrations in France and England.

Success criteria

-I can describe similarities between birthday celebrations in France and England.

- I can say French words related to birthdays and parties.

- I can write a wish list of gifts I would like for my birthday.


	Starter:
Display the Presentation: A birthday invitation, which shows an invitation to Nounour’s party. Discuss what the invitation is and explain that Nounours is the name of the teddy.

Instead of using the Presentation: A birthday invitation, you may prefer to make your own invitation to the class or individual children using the Teacher resource: C’est la fête template.
Ask the children to work in pairs to use their language detective skills to decide what the words mean. They will be able to use their knowledge of cognates and of party invitations.

Take feedback and make sure the children understand each line.

Ask the children if they know what R.S.V.P means and explain (see Teacher knowledge – language points).

You might want to draw the children’s attention to the word la fête – the party. They might recognise this as being like the English word for fete, which is often written with the circumflex accent over the ‘e’ – fête.  
Ask the children to work in pairs to use their language detective skills to decide what the words mean. They will be able to use their knowledge of cognates and of party invitations.

Take feedback and make sure the children understand each line.

Ask the children if they know what R.S.V.P means and explain (see Teacher knowledge – language points).

You might want to draw the children’s attention to the word fêter – to celebrate. They might recognise this as being like the English word for fete, which is often written with the circumflex accent over the ‘e’ – fête.  In French la fête is a celebration, and faire la fête is to party.

Main
	Main Event:
Use slide 1 of the Presentation: C’est la fête to talk briefly about the similarities and differences between French and English party traditions or birthdays. There are more similarities. This is a nice way for the children to understand another culture:

· Traditionally, children’s birthday parties are held on Wednesday afternoons (many schools close for the afternoon on Wednesdays) or Saturday afternoons.

· Guests – les invités will usually bring a small present – un cadeau.

· Everyone plays games (les jeux) of some sort for an hour or so.

· Food is served, which is generally sweet- cakes and biscuits (les goûters de fête).

· Candles (les bougies) are lit on a birthday cake (le gâteau d’anniversaire) and guests sing, Happy Birthday (in French).

Use slide 3 to show the children the words for Happy Birthday in French. The words are sung to the same tune as Happy Birthday in English.
Encourage the children to have a go at singing!

Use slide 4 to show the children the construction:

Pour mon anniversaire, je voudrais… – For my birthday, I would like.

 

On slide 5, the children can guess what is in the present using the clue. Someone may recall the word for a cat – le chat
from the units  ‘French, Year 3, French greetings with puppets’ and ‘French, Year 3, A circle of life in French’.


Slide 6 reveals the answer.

Pour mon anniversaire, je voudrais  un chat  – For my birthday I would like a cat.

 

The children now use this construction.

Writing
Give each child a copy of the Activity: La liste de voeux. 
Explain that la liste des voeux means a wish list.

To complete the activity, the children need to write down three things they would like to put on their birthday wish list. The children can then use bilingual dictionaries to look up words. Remind the children how to use the the bilingual dictionary, looking up the word in the English-French part of the dictionary first to find the French word and double-checking the French word in the French-English part of the dictionary to be sure they have the right word.


	Plenary:
Invite children to present their birthday wish lists in French to the rest of the class, using the full sentence, Pour mon anniversaire, je voudrais …. For my birthday, I would like….

Depending on the time available, you could play some party games like musical statues, and play some French pop music for the children to dance to before sharing out le gâteau – the cake. Don’t forget to remind children of their manners: Merci beaucoup ! – Thank you very much!

Children learn French numbers 1-31, the days of the week, months of the year, dates and seasons through maths and songs and class surveys; they research dates of French festivals and revise the unit by having a traditional French birthday celebration in the classroom.





Thinking Unit Intention


 





Learn the French for numbers 1-31 and use this vocabulary to complete mathematical calculations


Learn the days of the week in French to the tune of ‘Camptown Races’ and the vocabulary for yesterday, tomorrow and today and describe their week and make a lift-the-flap week planner, practicing their French cursive handwriting


Learn the months of the year in French through song, use the internet to research which months various French festivals fall


Learn the seasons in French and use recently learnt vocabulary for months of the year and numbers one to 31, carry out a class survey to find out dates of peer birthdays and translate written ideas from English to French


Learn about the similarities and differences between traditional birthday celebrations in France and England and sing Joyeux Anniversaire
