To know that an understanding of different sounds in French can help when attempting to pronounce new vocabulary.

In this unit, children will be able to name their house and rooms within their house. They will be able to ask questions and talk about the people who live in their house. They will be putting together their own paragraphs to share information about their home and the people who live with them.

Summer term
	 Key objectives: 
Pupils who are secure, will be able to: 
-Understand the French words for different types of houses and their rooms. 
- Ask and answer questions using vocabulary about houses and rooms. 
- Remember and understand the elements of a house and family. 
- Use a writing frame to create a written description of their house. 
Label things in a bedroom and use the related vocabulary in simple sentences. 
· Use prepositions accurately, both verbally and in written sentences. 
· Write a letter to describe all the rooms in their house, where they live and with whom, using at least three prepositions accurately and including questions. 
	 Lesson 1
Focus: To describe houses in French. 
Success Criteria: 
· I know the vocabulary to describe different types of houses and rooms in French
· I can ask and answer questions in French. 
· I can listen to and understand a description of a house in French. 
Starter: 
Display slide one of the presentation: Where I live. 
Children should listen to and repeat the vocabulary for the five different types of housing including the use of the verb Habiter (to live) in the present tense. 
Ask the children what clues they can spot in the names of the different types of houses that will help them remember the words. They might notice for example: 
· Size – Petite and grand- reminding them that the size adjective goes in front of the noun (house) in the same way as in English and agrees with la maison (feminine) so the words take an extra ‘e’. 
· Cognates and near cognates- appartement like the English word apartment. 
Display the question on slide 2. Ask the children what they think this means. 
Tu habites où ? – Where do you live?
Click on the question for the class to listen to and repeat. Then click on the answer shown and ask the class to repeat this: j’habite dans une grande maison. Et toi ? – I live in a big house. And you?
Ask volunteers where they live.
Arrange the children in pairs and ask the children to practise asking the questions to each other and answering in French.
Children to note down any new vocabulary in their Vocabulary books. 
Main Task
Listening, speaking, reading and writing.
In advance of the lesson, pin up the set of images and names of rooms in a house from the Resource: Rooms around the classroom (see Teacher knowledge).

Hand out the Activity: Rooms in the house (one per pair). Ask the children to work in pairs and locate the room from the images pinned up, go back to their partner, say the name in French, and repeat it. Their partner then writes the name of the correct room on the Activity: Rooms in the house.

 Display slide 1 of the Presentation: Rooms in a house.

Point to the image of one of the rooms and ask:

c’est quelle pièce ? – which room is it?
Take answers and reveal the written names by clicking on each room. Ask the children to correct their writing on the Activity: Rooms in the house.
The class listens to and repeats the words for each room.
· Click on each room again. The audio and vocabulary disappear. Can the class remember the names of each room? Click again for the audio and vocabulary to reappear.
· Discuss cognates ( garage/parents) and near cognates ( chambre – chamber -bedroom, jardin-garden, cuisine – used in English to denote types of cooking – and links to the kitchen.
What is missing?
· Explain to the children that when they close their eyes, a room is going to be removed from the house, when the children are asked to open their eyes they will need to say what room is missing in French.
· Tell the children to close their eyes by saying fermez les yeux ! – close your eyes; Click on a room for it to disappear then tell them to open their eyes by saying ouvrez les yeux ! – open your eyes. The children need to say in French which room is missing. Click again on the room for it to reappear.
Understanding a description
Hand out whiteboards and pens (one each). Display slide 3. The children listens to the descriptions and identify the house being described. The children write A or B on a whiteboard. The answer appears on click.  *Remind of the meaning of il y a – there is/are and that indefinite articles un (masculine nouns) /une (feminine nouns) – a/an are used to say which rooms there are.
Display slide 4 which shows the rooms with a different audio and repeat the activity.

Wrapping up
Sentence chain
Explain to the children that they will play a game. They will listen to a sentence starter, repeat it and then add a room of a house to it. Start the sentence chain by saying j’habite dans une grande maison. Dans ma maison il y a… – I live in a big house. In my house there is…
Ask one child to repeat this and add a room, e.g. j’habite dans une grande maison. Dans ma maison il y a un salon – I live in a big house. In my house there is a living room.
The next child repeats the whole sentence and adds another room.
If anyone forgets part of the sentence, the game starts all over again. Keep going until all of the rooms have been mentioned.

	Lesson 2
Focus: To write a description of a house in French. 
Success Criteria: 
· I can read, speak and write the French vocabulary for the elements of a house. 
· I can use vocabulary relating to my family members. 
· I can use a writing model to write my own description. 

Starter:
Use slides 1-4 of presentation Ma maison et ma famille to recap the vocabulary for family members which was taught in year 5- Meet my French family- note down any new vocab in vocab books. 

Slide 4 will remind the children about adjectives: 
· Adjectives of size go in front of the noun, as they do in English
· Adjectives of colour go after the noun. 
· Adjectives must agree with the noun that they describe, both for number and gender. 
Explain that une sœur – a sister is feminine and ask the class how they would write ‘my little sister in French’ – ma petite sœur – the petite takes an extra ‘e’ to make it the feminine form of the adjective so that it agrees with the feminine singular noun, sœur.

Remind the children about possessive pronouns for ‘my’:
mon  (masculine singular)
ma (feminine singular)
mes (plural)

Use slide 5 to remind the children of  the verb habiter – to live, which is a regular -er verb. The children have already come across parts of this verb.  Remind the children that ‘h’ is usually a silent letter in French so  je habite is contracted to j’habite. It is useful to remind the children about the conjugation of regular -er verbs, although in this lesson, they will only use j’habite – I live.

Give them examples to translate. For example:
I live with my parents, my brother and my grandfather – j’habite avec mes parents, mon frère et mon grand-père 
I live with my mother and my sister – j’habite avec ma mère et ma sœur
I live with my father and my grandmother – j’habite avec mon père et ma grandmère
 Children to write sentences in their books. 
To stretch your most confident children, try this sentence:
 I live with my four brothers and my six sisters – j’habite avec mes quatre frères et mes six sœurs

Main event

Display slide 1 of the presentation: Upstairs, downstairs and allow the children a few moments to look at the slide and use their language detective skills to take an educated guess at what the words shown might mean. They might spot Premier, for example, which is a cognate and work out that this means first and then deduce the meaning of the rest of the words. 

le rez de chaussée – the ground floor
le premier étage  – the first floor
en haut – upstairs
en bas – downstairs

Using slide 2, ask the children,
Qu’y a-t-il au premier étage ? – What is on the first floor?
Qu’y a-t-il au rez-de-chaussée ? – What is on the ground  floor?
 
To answer, encourage the children to use the following structure:
Au premier étage, il y a  [la chambre][la salle de bain] – On the first floor, there is [a bedroom][a bathroom]
Au rez-de-chaussée, il y a  [le salon][la cuisine] – On the first floor, there is [a bedroom][a bathroom]
 
Give each child a copy of the Resource: Ma maison writing frame, which they will use to describe a house and who lives there. It is important that they understand that the description could be real, imagined or could relate to a character in a book.
Display slide 3 of the Presentation: Upstairs, downstairs and model how to choose the different elements to write a description of a house and who lives there.

MA + HA to write straight into books without the frame. LA to use writing frame. 

For example:
J’habite dans une grande maison à la campagne à Birmingham avec ma famille. Au rez-de-chaussée, il y a une cuisine et un salon. Au premier étage, il y a ma chambre, la chambre de mes parents et une salle de bain.
I live in a big house in the countryside in Birmingham with my family. On the ground floor, there is a kitchen and a lounge. On the first floor, there is my bedroom, my parent’s bedroom and a bathroom.
 
Draw attention to the fact that the writing frame includes two additional family members:
ma tante – my aunt
mon oncle – my uncle
 
These words were taught in Year 5, Meet my French family  and give the children a little more scope for their writing.
To extend your more confident children, hand out bilingual dictionaries so they can find and learn any new room names that they would like to include. They could also add adjectives to make their work more interesting and descriptive (une grande cuisine – a big kitchen, un petit salon – a little sitting room, une petite chambre – a little bedroom).





	Lesson 3 
Focus: To use prepositions to describe the position o items in the bedroom. 

Success Criteria: 
· I can learn new vocabulary and put the words into simple sentences. 
· I can use prepositions accurately. 
· 
Display slide 1 of the Presentation: My bedroom and give the children a few minutes to look at the picture. Take feedback in English as to what the children can see in the image. The children should be able to identify most of the following:
	poster
	rug
	curtains

	chair
	bed
	table

	toys
	wardrobe
	desk

	books
	lamp
	


Now ask the class if they can guess what any of these words may be in French. 

Click on each object to reveal the word in French. Play the audio files so that the class can listen to and repeat the words.  Ask the children to tell you what gender these two nouns are (la lampe – feminine; le poster – masculine; les rideaux – plural (mpl). Remind the class that the gender for masculine nous is le – the, for feminine nouns it is la -the and for plural nouns it is les – the (regardless of whether the noun in the singular form is masculine or feminine).

Play the game, ‘In my bedroom there is …’, which will help the children remember some of the words and to develop more accurate pronunciation. This is a version of the well known game, I went out to dinner.

1. You start by saying, Dans ma chambre, il y a…[ le lit].
2. The next person repeats what has been said and adds a new word for themselves: Dans ma chambre, il y a [le lit] et [le poster].
3. Continue for as long as you can. You may need to help by pointing to the items and it may help to get the whole class to join in as the list gets longer.
Remind the class that if we change the word ‘the’ to ‘a/an’ in French then le becomes un, la becomes une ; les becomes des – some.
Example: Dans ma chambre il y a un lit, une lampe et des rideaux. In my bedroom there is a bed, a lamp and curtains. 
 Record conversations and upload to shared drive. 

Main event

Explain that in the next lesson, the children will begin to describe a bedroom and to make the description more accurate and more interesting they need to learn to use French prepositions, which are words that tell you where something is. Ask the children if they can think of any English prepositions. If necessary, prompt with in, on, under and see what other prepositions the children can come up with.
Display the Presentation: Prepositions. 
Slide 1 illustrates each of the six prepositions and slides 2-5 show the preposition word and illustration, accompanied by an audio file if needed:
sur – on
sous – under
devant – in front
derrière – behind
à côté de – next to
dans – in

Hold up a pencil and place it on the table.
Ask the children:
Où est le crayon ? – Where is the pencil?
 
The children  respond with:
Le crayon est sur la table. – The pencil is on the table.
 
Put the pencil under the table and ask:
Où est le crayon ? – Where is the pencil?
 
The children respond with:
Le crayon est sous la table.  The pencil is on the table.
 
Hold up a book and say, C’est un livre – It’s a book.
Place the book next to the pencil and ask:
Où est le crayon ? Where is the pencil?
 
The children respond with:
Le crayon est à côté du livre.  – The pencil is next to the book
 
Point out to the children that de will change to du if followed by le.
Put the pencil behind the book and ask:
Où est le crayon ? – Where is the pencil?
 
The children reply with:
Le crayon est derrière le livre – The pencil is behind the book
 
Ask:
Où est le livre ? – Where is the book?
 
The children answer:
Le livre est devant le crayon – The book is in front of the pencil.
Finally, put the pencil in the book and ask:
Où est le crayon ? – Where is the pencil?
 
The children should answer:
Le crayon est dans le livre – The pencil is in the book.
 
Organise the children into pairs or small groups and give each pair or group a collection of items for which they know the French words, such as:
· un livre – a book
· un jouet – a toy
· un crayon – a pencil
 
The children take it in turns to place one item on, under, behind, in front of, next to or in the other object and then to ask:
Où est [le jouet] ? – Where is the toy?
 
Their partner or the other members of their group reply with:
Le jouet est [derrière] le livre. The toy is behind the book.
 
Have some prepared photos of the book, toy and pencil around the classroom for them to stick in their books and write sentences. 


Circulate so that you can give help and assess understanding.



	Lesson 4

Focus: To use prepositions to describe the positions of objects in the bedroom. 

Success Criteria: 
· I can place an object in different positions and say the correct preposition. 
· I can describe the position of objects in the bedroom and write as a sentence. 
Recap: 
In table groups or pairs, ask the children to name as many objects in the bedroom as they can remember from the previous lesson. After a few minutes, display the KAPOW presentation: My Bedroomand click on the objects to remind the class of the words in French. There is also an opportunity to practice pronunciation if needed. 

Starter
Play the children the video and song on the link Alain le lait- ou est le chat
Display slide one and talk the children through the six prepositions from the last lesson. Recap by saying it out loud and asking the children to place an object somewhere In relation to their table that corresponds with the preposition you have said. 

Main
Introduce the word l’ordinateur- computer. 
Display slide one of the presentation ou est? and introduce one more preposition: entre- between or in between. Allow the children time to practice pronouncing this word. 

Give the children the activity The dog and the kennel- children are to cut out the dog pictures with the exception of LA who will use the sheet as a scaffold. 
Kennel- une niche
They will stick in the image and write the correct French preposition underneath the picture. 
They will then write three or more full sentences to describe where the dog is in relation to the kennel. E.g. 
Le chien est dans la niche- the dog is in the kennel.
Le chien est entre les niches. The dog is between the kennels. 

Use slides 2-13 as an oral activity. For each slide ask the question at the top for example: Ou est (l’ordinateur)? – Where is the computer. 

Ask the children to complete the sentence at the bottom, supplying an appropriate preposition. 
Alternate slides contain the answer. 
Go through all the slides a sa class, or as many of them as time allows. 

The children can have a go at writing in their books some sentences to descrie their real or imagined bedrooms using prepositions. 
For example: 
Le lampe est sur le bureau- the lamp is on the desk. 

For more able children, encourage them to write more complete sentences using the structure. Dans ma chambre il y a une lamp. La lampe est sur le bureau. In my bedroom there is a lamp. The lamp is on the desk. 

For the most able children, challenge them to add more detail to their sentences using conjunctions: et and colour and size adjectives- remind them that colour adjectives go after the noun and size adjectives go before. 

Plenary
Invite the children to share their writing at the front and for other children to have a go at translating their words. 
	Lesson 5:

Focus: To write a letter describing my home. 

Success criteria: 
· I can describe all the rooms in a house. 
· I can describe objects in a bedroom 
· I can use at least three prepositions to describe the rooms in a house and objects in a bedroom. 
· I can describe where I live and with whom. 
· I can write questions. 
Starter
Explain that you are going to show the class a series of images and the children have to decide whether the statement you will give them is true- vrai or false- faux. 
Display slide 1 of the presentation: Where is the tortoise?

Ask: Vairo u faux? La tortue est sur le lit (the tortoise is on the bed). 

The children should answer true- but encourage them to give you the full sentence. 
Continue with slides 3-8

Main
Reading task: Have the teacher copy of the translation for Sandrine’s letter to hand. Show the children slide 1 of the presentation: My French house. Explain that the children are going to listen to a letter being read out and will use all their language detective skills to work out what the letter means. Play the audio files as the children listen and read. 
Challenge them to work out the meaning as a class by sharing any familiar parts, or others they understand form context or other clues. Encourage them to articulate their thinking so that others can benefit from the process they went through. The aim is not to translate the entire letter. 

Display slide 2 with the resource Sandrine’s letter, bilingual French- English dictionaries and ensure that they all have access to a knowledge organiser. 

In pairs, ask the children to answer the questions in English in their books- mark together. 
ake feedback to check the answers:

Q1. In Lyon, France.

Q2. She lives in a big house.

Q3. Two bedrooms and a bathroom.

Q4. Green.

Q5. A garage and a garden.

Q6. It is small.

Q7. A blue rug, a desk, a poster (on the wall), a (big) table, a chair, a lamp and toys.

Q8. The toys are under the bed.

Q9. The lamp is on the desk.

Q10. The rug is under the desk.

Writing task: Display slide 3 (LA to have access to the activity- a letter to Sandrine)
Explain that the children are going to write a reply to Sandrine’s letter. Model how to do this with the class by reading the letter aloud and asking the class for alternative words that could be used to replace those words In bold. Create a word bank on the wall for all children to access. 
Click on the hide button to blank out the words in bold in the letter. Now read, or ask a volunteer to read, the letter with the suggested alternative vocabulary. 
Following this, click on reveal so that the model is visible for students to write their own letter using Sandrine’s letter, or the writing frame for LA students. 

Encourage the class to use the dictionary to add descriptive vocabulary and to extend their sentences by including conjunctions such as et or mais and adjectives of size or colour. 

Remind them: 
Adjectives of size go in front of the noun that they describe and adjectves of colour go after the noun they describe. 
Adjectives must agree with the noun they describe in number (singular or plural) and in gender (masculine or feminine). 

Children to swap letters with someone else on their table. Read the success criteria and then peer assess each other’s work. 
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
