


HistoryFamous people who changed the world
 
What can we learn about recent history by studying famous people? Children learn about aspects of recent history through the study of the lives of Isaac Newton, Florence Nightingale and Mary Seacole who have made a significant contribution to the recent history in the world, Britain or the local area. The unit has links with citizenship, in that it introduces children to the idea of single-issue politics through a controversial figure from recent history. They will learn about changes both within and across the period, and apply their skills of historical enquiry to a study of the recent past. Children will be able to use a range of resources to compare how different life was to their own. Children will go on an educational visit to Woolsthorpe manor to gain further insight into Isaac Newton’s life.

	Key Objectives-

	Session 1
What does famous mean?

HOOK DAY Children to come to school as a famous person to introduce the topic.

Complete knowledge grid with children.
What does famous mean to them?

Session 1: 
L.O: to  research 
Success criteria:
I can finds facts in text. 
I can use technology to research. 
I can present my findings. 

Who was …? (show photographs of people and see if the children can identify and say why they are famous)

· identify present and past people who are famous, and explain why they are famous
· Children choose a famous person to research in groups and present back to the class.





Session 2 
1. Egg drop challenge – inventors.
The children become inventors and work in groups to create a carrier to drop an egg in. 

2. Red cross first aid challenge
Children to learn how to carry out basic first aid and to answer challenge questions and scenarios.

Pupils needing extra support
Need adult support to discuss why someone might be famous. 
Mixed ability pairs to support with research reading.
Use of technology.

Greater Depth
Explore a deeper level of questioning. Why are they famous? What does fame mean? Why are some people more famous than others?
	Session 2
Who was Isaac Newton?
L.O: to understand who Isaac Newton was and to explore his early life. 
Success criteria:
I can tell you why Isaac Newton is famous. 
I can explain some key facts about his early childhood. 
Who is Isaac Newton?
What do we know about Isaac Newton?
Children to write question about what they want to know about Isaac Newton and why he might be famous.

Look at slides of Isaac Newton’s early life. Children to try and find out answers to questions working in pairs.

Pupils needing extra support
Support in identifying how we know that they are from the past (clothing, background)
Greater Depth
Why did they become famous for their qualities and actions?
	Session 3
What did Isaac Newton discover/ invent?
L.O: to explore Isaac Newton’s discoveries and inventions. 
Success criteria:
 I can name Isaac Newton’s discoveries. 
I can Isaac Newton inventions. 
I can discuss his inventions and discoveries and explain why they are important?
Share with the children the discoveries and invent – go through the slides. 
Remind the chn about when we met this during the Woolsthorpe trip. 
Show the chn the pictures from the trip. 

Children to discuss the invention/ discoveries – why are they important? How do they help us today?



Activities:
Children to create a poster showing his discoveries and inventions and draw a picture of each of them. 

Pupils needing extra support
Children to draw a picture of the discovery / invention and match the name. 
Greater Depth
Children to explain why these discoveries and inventions were important.

When children return to school – write a recount of their trip to Woolsthorpe Manor (English)


	Session 5 
Biography – Isaac Newton 

L.O: to research Isaac Newton. 
Success criteria: 
I can use technology to research.
I can find interesting facts. 
I can put my ideas into sections.

Start the lesson by finishing off the topics and using the PowerPoint to discuss Isaac Newton’s legacy and later life. 

Remind the children about their English learning. (biographies) – What do they need to include. 

Tell the children that they are going to write a biography about Isaac Newton using 3 sub headings:
Early life 
Discoveries / inventions 
Later life. 

Children to use iPad and the slides to complete the research under each section. 
	Session 6 
 Biography Isaac Newton 

L.O: to write a biography. 
Success criteria:
I can explain who Isaac Newton is and why he was important. 
I can remember facts about Isaac Newton. 
I remember key events from Isaac Newton’s life. 


Remind the children about their previous lesson. 
Given them the children a chance to discuss with their tables what they recorded in their planning. 

Model writing a biography section by section. 
Children to write their own biography about Isaac Newton. 


Pupils needing extra support
Children to be supported to create their own simple sentences. 


Greater Depth
Children to create their own subheadings. 

	Session 7
What was Florence Nightingale? – 

L.O: to explore artefacts. 
Success criteria:
I can ask questions. 
I can infer what artefacts are teaching us. 

Children to explore the artefacts
Look at the life of Florence Nightingale and her discoveries.

Discuss how her discoveries have contributed to life and history.

Children to find out facts about Florence Nightingale


Pupils needing extra support
May need to be given fact files to take notes on.


Greater Depth
To independently research using the internet and books.




	Session 8 
Who was Florence Nightingale?

L.O: to understand who Florence Nightingale 
Success criteria:
I can ask questions. 
I can explain who Florence Nightingale was.
I can explain what Florence Nightingale did and why this was significant. 

Recap the previous lesson – what do they children remember about Florence Nightingale?

Pose the question – Did Florence deserve to win a medal?
Why?

Model writing a response to the question. 


Pupils needing extra support
Children to answer the question verbally. 


Greater Depth
Children to use all the features of biography writing. 


	Session 9 
Hospitals. 
L.O: to compare hospitals now and then. 
Success criteria:
I can explain what hospitals looks like now. 
I can explain how hospitals used to look. 
I can explain how Florence changed hospitals 

Recap last lesson by sorting the true and false statements. 

Look at pictures of the hospital before Florence arrived and after. 
Can the children spot the different?

Children to write a comparison. 


Pupils needing extra support
Children to sort the pictures.  


Greater Depth
Children to write an extended comparison.  

	Session 10 
Mary Seacole – Who was she?
L.O: to know who Mary Seacole was and why she was significant. 
Success criteria:
I can ask questions. 
I can explain who Mary Seacole is. 
I can explain why she is significant. 

Recap on the previous session. 

Display picture of Mary Seacole  -do we know who she was?

Watch bbc teach videos – asking the key question before each time.  https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/school-radio/history-ks2-mary-seacole-video/zbphxyc 

Discuss in talk partners why Mary is famous. 

Model filling in a role on the wall. 

Children to fill in their role in the wall. 


Pupils needing extra support
Children to verbally answer the questions. 


Greater Depth
Children to write in full sentences.   


	Session 11 
Comparison of Mary Seacole and Florence Nightingale. 
LO: To compare Mary Seacole and Florence Nightingale. 
Success criteria:
I can explain the similarities between Mary and Florence. 
I can explain the differences between Mary and Florence. 

Recap previous learning using a quiz.
Discuss Mary Seacole and Florence nightingale what was the same what was different?
Chn to discuss on tables to collect as many ideas as they can. 

Model filling in the venn diagram comparing the 2 nurses. 

SEN children to sort statements.

	Cross Curricular Links
