	To discuss themes in a narrative

To use a theme to express my own opinion 

Success Criteria

I can discuss themes in a narrative

I can give my opinion and explain my reasoning behind it 

	Hook - Children arrive in class to discover a sword to which a scroll is tied. 
Scroll says: – 
Ode to a Hero 
Oh hero, You are a bringer of salvation 
With your Herculean strength and heart of courage. 
As solid and unshakeable as iron-ore. 
Hero: brave, selfless hero, How grateful are we. 
No-one is comparable to you, not one soul. 
You are hope in times of despair; a ray in the mist of miserable uncertainty; 
A true, and noble, 
Hero. 

What is a hero? What is heroism?
Makes notes on the flipchart to display on the working wall. 
Who is your hero/heroine? Why? What reasons have you got? Why did you choose them? 

Tch to model writing their hero statement – use the starter
I think a hero is….

Use the questions from the flipchart to structure your answer. 

Tell children that this idea reminds you of a character in a story – a character who is a hero. Read chapter one.
	What is a hero and who is yours? 
Think about what makes someone a hero/heroine. Use the flipchart notes to help. 

Use questions form the flipchart to structure your answer – this will support LA writers. 
	Read out your hero statement 

Peer assessment – what are your thoughts on your partner’s idea of a hero? Do you agree/disagree?


Read chapter 1 of Percy to the children before the next lesson.

	To explore new vocabulary and what it means 

Success Criteria
I can use a dictionary to find out what new vocabulary means 

I know alphabetic order

I can reword a definition to show understanding 

	Explore the vocabulary in the Ode – what do the words mean? 

Give children a copy of the ode. Children read it through in pairs and then circle any word that they do not know the meaning of. 

On working wall copy – highlight words that the children do not know as a reference for the NHTWG




	Dictionary skills – finding the words in the dictionary, reading the definition and then giving the definition for the whole class in own words.  

















	 Whole class Never Heard the word Grid on flipchart paper – create a glossary of terms and display for the children to use. 

Can the children use the words in a sentence about one of the characters we have met so far?

	To explore grammatical structures in a piece of writing

To identify word classes In a context 

	Subject and verb are needed to make a main clause.

Create a list of subjects – nouns – object, person, place, thing or feeling (abstract nouns) 

Create a list of verbs (doing words) stress the fact that a verb can be identified by the “ing” ending or the word “to” can be put in front of it! 

Jumping  
to jump

Create main clauses using the subject and verb – talk about having to add “is/are” as the present participle and determiners to tell them how many there are. E.g. a/an/the/numbers 1,2,3 etc


	In books – write rules for subject/object/verb

Write down a main clause which contains a subject and verb.

	To identify a SOV in a main clause 

To explore a character



	Recap subject/verb and add in the object – the object is having the verb done to them by the subject.

As a whole class, recap what we have learnt about characters so far (makes note on WW) and then write a couple of class sentences about Percy – identify the subject/object and verb in the sentences – denote using s o and v above the words. 



	Independent 1
On whiteboards, create 3/4 main clauses about one of the characters. 

Identify the SOV in the main clause and show in books as per tch demo. 

Transfer into books. 





	Using the visualizer – show main clauses – peer asses – have they identified the correct SOV in the sentence.   

	5
	To explore how an author has used action and dialogue to create a character 

To make inferences

Success Criteria
I can identify the ways authors use dialogue and action to show a character’s personality / motivation 

I can give details stated and implied
	Summarise chapter 1 – what do we know? 
Create a role on the wall for Percy: Complete as a whole class for Percy – complete one for the wall and everyone else complete in pairs on own copy. 
What do we know about Percy so far? 

Begin to create a role on the wall for Percy that includes text-evidence. 
Try to find an example of dialogue, one of action and one of description (this is the ‘show not tell’ idea of characterisation).

Read chapter 2 in chunks – add onto role on the wall as we go.

As a class, using the role on the wall as starting points for the summary,  begin to write a summary of Percy as a character – children to complete this is their books 

	Add to role on the wall for Percy – after reading chapter 2 – what else do we know? 

Short burst write – summarise Percy as a character – use the role on the wall to help 
	Read out the summaries of Percy. 

	6
	To write in the first person 

To be able to identify and use the grammatical forms of question, command, statement and exclamation

Success Criteria

	Re-read from where Percy realises he will have to leave Yancy to page break on 29. 

Discuss what has happened. How is Percy feeling?
Discuss grammatical forms – question, statement, exclamation and command. 
Create a list of things he might be saying to himself in his head on flipchart paper using the four categories.    

Explain to the children they are going to write a soliloquy. 
A soliloquy is a monologue addressed to oneself, thoughts spoken out loud without addressing another. Soliloquies are used as a device in drama to let a character make their thoughts known to the audience, address it directly or take it into their confidence, wholly or in part.
Features to make them aware of:
Tenses can change from past- present! 
Modal verbs will be used
Rhetorical questions used
All 4 grammatical forms are used
Written in first person

Tch to model how they would put together their soliloquy – walk round the classroom whilst speaking. Use body language and model the tone in your voice. Model changing your mind about using different ideas.

Complete the “grammar bit” and “whiteboard challenges” then turn attention back to Percy

(Create sentences which can be used in our final piece.) 

Using first person - write sentences about Percy or things that have happened in the first/second chapter. Discuss first what has happened. 

Reminder of the relative pronouns – who, which, whom, that, whose

Can we add a relative clause into these sentences – 1st step identify the noun – that is what/who the relative clause is about. 

Reminder of noun/pronoun and where they are within the sentence. 
  
Write shared sentences without relative clauses
Add in relative clauses after identifying the nouns/pronouns. 

Start to create a bank of sentences with relative clauses in them on flipchart for WW to be used in the diary entry



	Write own sentences about Percy
 
Edit and include a relative clause. 

Partner to check sentences include a relative pronoun/clause.

	Focus: To know the difference between plural and possessive ‘s’.

Success Criteria: 
I understand when an apostrophe has been used for contraction. 
I understand when an apostrophe has been used for omission. 
I know that if the noun is singular, the apostrophe goes before the ‘s’. 
I know that if the singular noun ends in s, then the apostrophe goes at the end. 
I know that if the noun is plural and ends in s, the apostrophe goes at the end. 

	Starter- What do they remember about apostrophes so far? 

What are the two circumstances where apostrophes are used? 
What does possession mean? 
What are the four rules for using apostrophes for posession? 

Go through the starter question on the board. Asking if each apostrophe was used for a contraction or an apostrophe. 

Go through the rules- 
For singular nouns you need to add an apostrophe and s to show that something belongs to the noun. 
For singular nouns that end in ‘s’, you need to add an apostrophe at the end of the word. 
For plural nouns that end in ‘s’, you need to add an apostrophe at the end of the word. 
For plural nouns that don’t end in ‘s’ you need to add an apostrophe and then an ‘s’. 


Go through some examples on the board and encourage the children to write the answers on their whiteboards. 
	Task 1: Children to write out sentences with the appropriate apostrophes. 

Task 2: Write the next paragraph of the diary entry, predict the next part of the story. 

Discuss opportunities for apostrophes. 

Nancy’s lunch
Mr Brunner’s pen
The pupils’ whispers 
The museum’s fountain.
	Share diary entries and provide peer feedback.

	Focus: To identify features of a diary. 

Success criteria: 
I can discuss the purpose, audience and type of text.
I can identify features of a diary entry. 
I can identify where pronouns have been used for cohesion
I can discuss the intended effect on the reader.  
	Read the diary extract in character so they children can make the connection with the spoken word and the diary format. 

Discuss what has happened –

How do we know how Dani is feeling? Abstract nouns 
How do we know when things have happened? Adverbials of time 
How do we know where things have happened? Adverbials of place
How do we know what has happened? – use of statements 
How has extra info been added? Relative clauses. 



	In Mixed ability pairs, highlight some of the key features in the WAGOLL. 
	Ask the children to identify the features of a diary – play a game of true or false. ____ is a feature of a diary.

	Focus: To plan a diary entry.

Success Criteria: 
I can include the features of a diary entry. 
I can consider the thoughts and feelings of the main character. 
I can use predictions to inform my planning. 
	As a whole class draw a very brief story map as to what has happened so far in the story up to the end of chapter 2. 

Reinforce the idea that the children are going to write a diary entry but NOT about everything just about a certain part of the story so far – they can choose which part. 

Model choosing part of the story they are going to choose e.g. the day they go to the museum, the day he hears Mr Brunner and Grover talking, the day he leaves Yancy. The diary is being written at the end of the day and is in 1st person. 

Model story mapping part of the day in more detail – this will forma th plan for their writing. 

Independent 1 

Model adding language onto the plan which can be used in the diary entry – this could be words, phrases, relative clauses.  

Independent 2

Model how to break the diary into paragraphs – where does the ideas change? Draw circles around the parts and number the paragraphs – max 3 paragraphs (some might only have 2 paragraphs – quality not quantity) 

Model adding 5/6 words onto the plan – which ones work – no shoe horning allowed! 

	Draw the part of the story that they are going to focus on in detail. LA’s to choose the same focus as tch so they have one to work with. 


Add phrases/clauses etc onto the plan 


Box up the plan using circles to show which ideas are going into which paragraphs 1,2,3. 


Add 5/6/ words onto the plan 
	Tell your diary to your partner – verbally retell your writing
