Overview
Children will write a letter with their predictions to the main character Jub before exploring figurative language to write a poem. 
Children will look at the author’s use of language to portray the character of the witch, as well as write a diary entry in role as Jub. There will be opportunities for children to take part in role play to generate ideas for recording a section of dialogue not included in the original story and there will be plenty of chances throughout for children to ‘instant publish’ their work to contribute to an ongoing display in the classroom. 
The sequence of learning finishes with children delving into the character of the witch using their inference skills to write a prequel to explain her backstory and the reasons she committed the terrible crime of stealing the happy endings.

	1
	To identify features of a particular genre and summarise familiar stories. 


Success Criteria

I can identify features of a fairytale
I can recall familiar fairytales
I know that fairytales have been changed over time 
I can summarise the plot of a story. 


	Each group has a corner of the jigsaw and has to complete it then write down what they can see. (hopefully they realise fairytales but do not lead with this. Ask probing questions if they are struggling) 

Bring all corners together and collate the list. Are there any, in other parts of the jigsaw, that have been missed? 

Make a list on the flipchart paper leaving room to write next to them to create a table.  

Next to the fairytale, identify what they all have in common:
You are looking for things such as:
· the start – one upon and time/long, long ago/In a Kingdom far, far away. 
· There is a baddie/s
· There is always a good character/s
· There is always a saviour – someone who defeats the baddie
· Ending – happily ever after
Create a chat which depicts very briefly what happens in each fairytale – quick summary – 15 words.

e.g. Rapunzel 
Witch locks her in tower because of magical hair. Knight saves her. Happily ever after. 

Talk about how, like myths, details of the stories get changed e.g. Disney change parts of the stories to make them more accessible for film. It would be boring if the prince just came along and save the princess. They need drama so add parts in – Flynn Ryder – not a prince but a thief, the floating lights etc.   We are focusing on traditional fairytales! 

WORK IN PAIRS - Challenge the children to choose a fairytale and summarise it in 15 words. 
Children to share their ideas. 
	In books, write down 15 word summary – complete for at least 3 fairytales. 

	Choose your favourite and read it to others on your table. 

Challenge – can you summarise 3 little pigs in 10 words? 

3 pigs. Built houses. Wolf blew. Brick stood. Wolf died.  

	2
	Focus: To develop my questioning skills (using clues and my previous knowledge. )

Success Criteria
I can use questioning to develop my understanding of a mystery 
I can suggest a solution to a mystery which is relevant to the setting, theme and mood of a story 
I can provide reasoned justifications for an opinion
	Hook – a golden pen, some twigs, a sack with one “happy ending” in it written in golden pen. (…and they all lived happily ever after. The End)

Resources - Fill a sack with ‘unhappy endings’ relevant to a range of different fairy tales. 


Revisit the fairytale from yesterday - what were the things they all had in common? 
Focus on the ending – happily ever after – BUT – What if they didn’t end happily ever after?

Quick challenge - Give each group (4) a fairytale – how could it have ended? Think unhappily.  

Show the children the unhappy endings – spread round on the tables. 
Identify the stories they are the unhappy ending for. 

HIDE FRONT COVER SO THEY DO NOT KNOW THE NAME OF THE BOOK! Do not show pictures from the book atm. 

Introduce the book – read up to ‘Jub trotted quickly along and was soon home in her cosy hole’ (end of second page). Discuss what Jub’s job is and how she feels about it.  What is Jub? 

Continue to read…. Stop at “Hello my small deario”
What questions do you have?  
Model creating a spider web of some of the questions. Encourage children to verbalise their questions with their partners before writing them down. 
QUICK FIRE activity – take 3 mins to complete. 

Predict what you think may be happening – give justifications. 




	What questions have you got about Jub and what is happening? Write them down in your book – create a spider web of questions as per tch model. 




















What is your prediction? 
What do you think is happening? 

Write down your prediction. 

LAPs to work with tch and create a prediction. Tch to write on whiteboard and photocopy. 
	Share your questions – tch to collate ideas onto flipchart paper and display on the wall. 























Create a list of predictions on the wall.


	3
	To make predictions using what we know about a genre

I can suggest a solution to a mystery which is relevant to the setting, theme and mood of a story 

I can provide reasoned justifications for an opinion
	Children to revisit their questions and predictions – what did they think was going to happen. Talk with partner. 

Revisit the questions from yesterday that are on the wall…who could it have been? Think back to the baddies we have talked about previously. It never ends well for them so maybe they are the ones who are threatening Jub? 

Who could the suspects be? 

Make a list with the children  - then add their motives.
e.g. 
TTLP - Big Bad Wolf – he gets boiled in a pot, burns his bottom and runs away never to be seen again. 
LRRH - Big Bad Wolf – killed by the woodcutter
Rapunzel – the old witch doesn’t stay young and grows old and dies 
SWATSD – queen dies and SW marries the prince 
C – the wicked step mother is left poor

Choose one suspect and model writing a letter to jub which can be hung on her tree to explain who it could be and why.(write on luggage labels and photocopy for books) Hang the labels on the tree on working wall.    

Children can then choose to write the same one as tch or challenge themselves to another suspect. 
All start with this….

	Children write a letter to Jub explaining who they think it is and why.

	4
	To use collective, concrete and abstract nouns to create a poem


I can identify and use collective, concrete and abstract nouns which are relevant to the story I can create figurative noun phrases 

I can write a poem using a given structure
	Revisit the passage from the previous session and the phrase, show on the screen - https://fliphtml5.com/gfrec/gonz/basic 

jackpot of sparks and elicit that this is a noun phrase comprised of a collective noun and a concrete noun. 

Display a related phrase: branches of solidarity
Elicit that this is a combination of a concrete noun paired with an abstract noun. 

Lucky dip descriptions: 
Use one colour for each
Make a list of nouns that we have encountered in the text… revisit from the beginning (not Jub). 

Collective nouns – choose from sheet of collective nouns 
Abstract nouns – choose from selection given.  

Allow the children to experiment with the possible combinations at random by turning them over like pick a pair. 
Tch model how to choose ideas – get 6 and then play with putting them together in the following structure. 
Noun phrase 
Collective Noun phrase 
Noun phrase 
Watching over the Happy Endings.
	Children to create their own ideas – generate at least 6 ideas and write in their books

Choose 3 to create own poem with the structure as tch has modelled.  
	Read aloud with wind music playing.

	To create a plan for my own narrative


Success Criteria

	Read the rest of the story to the children up to the point where Jub falls fast asleep. 
Look at the picture of the witch – can we describe her? 

Create some expanded noun phrases about the witch – write on flipchart paper

Think about her back story – where could she have come from? Was she always a nasty witch? Why did she steal the sack of happy endings?
On flipchart record all the ideas.  

Reveal to the children we are going to write the prequel… what happens before and our focus is going to be the Witch. What happened to make her want to steal the happy endings?  

As a class come up with ideas about where the witch has come from? What has happened before? Can we relate it to anything else in the story e..g the children being read stories and always having happy endings… did the witch not have one when she was a child?  


	Split flip chart page into 4 – what endings could we have? 
Use ideas generated in the talk session

Add notes and develop the ideas.  
	As a class, choose one idea which is going to be planned and written as the WAGOLL (LAPS are also going to def use and all children be encouraged to use)
