	To use imperative verbs

Think about the facts – what is she wearing, how old, hair colour? Where was she? How long has she been missing? When was she last seen?

Now discuss the possibilities? The things that COULD have happened? The uncertainties.

Think about what is definitely not true and should be at the bottom of the scale. 

	Draw the scale of possibility in your book and write in some of the points which have been discussed.

	To use modal verbs 

Success criteria

	Apply the use of modal verbs to a written piece. 

Explain to the children that the local radio station is allowing people to give a short announcement to try and find anyone who may have been hurt/lost/killed in the bomb blast near the cinema. 

Using the scale of possibility from lesson 2, model writing the short radio message you could give about Sukie. 
For example - Sukie was definitely wearing a green coat and she was wearing red lipstick. Sukie could have been alone but she may have had a tall blonde haired man with her. Sukie was outside the cinema but she possibly was not in the cinema when the bomb hit. 


	Write what would be said in the radio broadcast if you were Oliver looking or Sukie. Use modal verbs to express what you know and what could have happened/been. 
	Read your radio broadcast out

	To apply knowledge of direct speech 
	Recap the lesson from yesterday – ICAPI
Have speech on the board that needs punctuation correctly. Children to change/explain what needs to go where. Edit. 

Explain the newspaper report and what it is going to be about. 
Explore different characters - Mr Spratt, Mrs Henderson, Olive, Miss Carter, Queenie, One of the local fishermen. 

Use children as characters-  role play – what would they say? Tch is the reporter and asks the questions. Write on flipchart what the characters say. 

Write quotes that these characters may have given to the newspaper reporter.
Prior to children writing – on flipchart make very brief notes about the characters view points.   
	Children to choose at least 3 characters and write quotes they may have given the newspaper reporter – use ICAPI accurately. 
Write into books. 
	Using flipcharts – compile a list of things these characters would have said when they found out the lighthouse was to be erased!

	To plan a newspaper report
	Make a list of the facts – bullet points – what do we know? Newspapers write facts.

· Lighthouse to be erased because it is being using as a landmark to guide German planes to Plymouth. 

· Why Plymouth?
Plymouth, home to major naval bases for centuries, was one of the most heavily bombed cities in Britain during WWII. Fifty-nine separate air raids killed 1,174 civilians, according to local officials. The raids destroyed almost 3,800 homes, and heavily damaged another 18,000.

· Argument for – will stop Germans being able to bomb the naval bases
· Argument against – perilously dangerous seas – riptides and quicksands along with jagged hidden rocks that will rip boats to shreds. Ephraim’s home.
