Form: Playscript
Reading comprehension

Writing Composition

· Using commas to clarify meaning or avoid ambiguity in writing
· Linking ideas across paragraphs using adverbials
Spelling objectives
· Use further prefixes and suffixes and understand the guidance for adding them
· Spell some words with ‘silent’ letters [for example, knight, psalm, solemn]
· Continue to distinguish between homophones and other words which are often confused
· Use dictionaries to check the spelling and meaning of words
· Statutory 5/6 word list

	Focus: To write a playscript  
	Look at part of Letters from a Lighthouse in which there could be more speech…

e.g. When they begin to paint the lighthouse
When Cliff goes to the quicksand
When Esther steals the comic on the train

Choose one to dramatize. Working in pairs – verbalise what could be said. 
	Children work in pairs to verbalise what could be said between the characters. 

Begin to write down ideas

	Focus: To write a playscript
