	To explore the features of a persuasive letter
	Pre lesson – photocopy the book and have the different creatures ready to stick onto the working wall to build up the picture as you retell the story during the plenary. Have blank speech bubbles ready to write why they don’t want the tree chopped down – lesson 2

Hook – have an axe in the classroom along with the book wrapped in green paper and a message on it that says - “Please do not chop down our tree!”
