This unit focuses on helping pupils develop their ability to tell a story through drawing. It includes lessons on creating textures, observational drawing, character expression, and storytelling through illustrations, enhancing pupils' mark-making techniques, observational skills, and imagination in art. Use this unit hub to inform your medium-term plan and to navigate to related resources.

Responding to a design brief, children create a piece of art that represents their local area using a map as their stimulus. They learn three techniques for working creatively with materials (felt making, recreating stained glass effects and adapting simple tile prints) and at the end of the project, evaluate their design ideas, choosing the best to meet the brief.· blending

Pupils who are secure will be able to:
· Suggest ways to draw a word through marks.
· Use relevant language to describe how an object feels.
· Suggest ways to create different textures through drawn marks.
· Freely experiment with different tools, receiving encouragement when needed.
· Describe and then draw shapes that make up an object.
· Use good observational skills to add details to their drawing.
· Use an interesting range of marks that show an understanding of how to draw different textures.
· Make sketches, which may be of basic stick-like figures or may imply more shapes.
· Develop sketches into a character, with some support, adding details to enhance their character.
· Demonstrate an understanding of how drawing facial features in different ways conveys expressions.
· Recount a story and select key events to draw.
· Create scenes from their own imagination, with some support.

	Session 1
Responding to an artist

	Look at Susan Stockwell’s map of North America made of electronic components and her dress made from maps which explores Dutch colonial history:
https://www.susanstockwell.co.uk/artwork
Key questions
· What can you see?
· What is it made from?
· Do you like it?
· If you could meet the artist, what would you ask her?
Ask them to think, then tell their partner: If the map you drew today could become 3D, what would you make? Share their ideas.

	Children to work in a group to discuss their opinions and model how they could answer the question.

	Children to be encourage to extend their ideas using conjunctions and give several reasons for their answer. s


	Session 2
Creative journey (Lesson 1 Kapow)

	To investigate maps as a stimulus for drawing.
· I can sort images into groups and explain my choices.
· I can draw a familiar journey.
I can make my map interesting by using colour and including detail.

Children look at the works of Susan Stockwell again. 
Model creating your journey home using the wax crayons. Remind the children to use all of the space and that they will be using this to help them create their future art work. 


	Children then to create their own map using wax crayons. 
Children to base their design on their route home from school.
	Children to supported with examples that they can get ideas from. 
	Children to encouraged to add detail to their maps.

	Session 3
Making felt (Lesson 3 Kapow)

· To learn and apply the steps of the felt-making process.
· I can follow instructions to make felt.
· I can copy the shapes and colours from my map square in wool.
· I can shape wool by twisting and tearing it.
I can adapt my ideas as I work
	Recap on previous learning – children to discuss their opinions on Susan Stockwell’s art work. 

Tell the children there are going to use the medium of felt to create a piece of art based on their map drawing. 

Together watch the video on how to make felt – discuss what we will need and get that out ready. 


	Children to work in pairs to create their felt design. 

Children then discuss how it went and what they might do next time
	Support to create a basic design. 

	Encouraged to add detail to their art work. 


	Sesssion 4 
Abstract maps (Lesson 3 Kapow) Stained glass windows
· To experiment with a craft technique to develop an idea.
· I can make an abstract composition.
· I can simplify a drawn idea, looking for big shapes and important lines.
I can cut, layer and arrange the shapes.

	Children to be reminded of their previous Art work and look again at Susan Stockwell’s art. Get children to look at their previous creations. Encourage them to choose their favourite part.
 
Tell them that we are going to create a stain glass window using different colour cellophane using this design. 
Model the creation. 



	Create a stain glass window  based on their map design. 
Children to use cellophane and plastic wallets to support them.
	Support to create a basic design. 

	Encouraged to add detail to their art work. 


	Session 5
Print possibilities (lesson 4 Kapow)
· To develop ideas and apply craft skills when printmaking.
· I can use simple lines and shapes from my map drawing to design a printing tile.
· I can improve my print.
I can make choices about how to use my prints to make an artwork.

	
Recap on previous learning and look through  their art work. 

Together watch the video on kapow and discuss what they might need for print.

Children to choose a section of their art work to create their print from. 

Model using the piece of polystyrene and a pencil to create your design. 


	Children to create their own print and copy it 4 times on a piece of paper. 

	Children to be supported with their design and given a larger piece of polystyrene. 
	Children to add extra detail to their design.
