What we can learn through geography about oceans and continents- Children will look at climate and weather across the world to understand that Climate usually remains the same over long periods of time. Weather changes much more frequently. There are many different types of weather that can be represented by symbols. Certain types of weather are more likely to be found across the four seasons. Pupils should know that the type of fruits and vegetables grown depends on the country’s climate.

·  In different places on Earth we can expect to find different temperatures and weather.
·  The type of weather that is usually expected in a place is called its climate. The climate of a place does not change day by day. However, weather can change day to day or hour to hour and, although you might expect it to be hot in a particular place, it may be colder. A good way to remember the difference between weather and climate is: climate is what you expect to get in a place and weather is what you actually get.
·  In the UK, it is more likely to be sunny in the summer and to snow in the winter. Here are some of the main types of weather found in the UK.

Ocean: a large area of saline water.
Saline: salty
Species: plants or animals
Enclosed: surrounded by something
Seas: smaller,enclosed or partly enclosed areas of saline water.
Magma: hot,liquid rock
Submerged: covered by water

· Use simple fieldwork and observational skills to study the geography of their school and its grounds and the key human and physical features of its surrounding environment.

	Session2 
· name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans 

	Recap previous lesson. 
Can the children name the countries in the uk?
Share todays LO and  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=K6DSMZ8b3LE continent song
Together look at a worldmap and find the UK.
Then look at how it is separated into different sections. 
Talk about what a continent is and label the continents. 
Model using a atlas to help them label a map. 
Use visuliser to model task. 
	Children to identify and label the seven continents  on a world map  using world maps, atlases and the internet.



	Colour  in the continent to match the colour on the map. 
	Extend to label the oceans using the atlas to support. 

	Session 3 and 4. 

To name landmarks in each continent. 
	Play guess the country on the power point.
Look at information about each of the landmarks.

As a group children to create a poster about a continent which they will then present to the rest of the class. – Each table will have a different continent.
 Children to use facts and ipads to find out some information about that country and identify which famous landmarks come from there.


	As a group children to create a poster about a continent which they will then present to the rest of the class. – Each table will have a different continent.
 Children to use facts and ipads to find out some information about that country and identify which famous landmarks come from there.

	SEN/LAP  - success in matching correct landmarks to the correct continent.

	Children to include extra information about the landmark for example its population.

	Session 5

	Recap previous learning. 

Discuss what a physical and human feature is. 
What are human and physical features in geography? - BBC Bitesize

Show children different examples of human and physical features. Ask children to identify them into photos. Children to sort and classify different human and physical features.


	Children then to sort landmarks from different continents into physical and human features. 
	Children to be supported to do this in a small group.
	Children to add landmarks to the physical and human columns using atlases. 

	Session 6

Look at aerial view photos of the local area. Talk about what physical and human features can be identified.

Children to visit Wyndham park and look for physical and human features.
