	Those children needing more support.

	Session 1
Running stictch

	Explain to children that in today’s lesson we will be learning how to sew. Ask if anyone knows what equipment we might need for this (needle, thread).

Model how to prepare the needle and thread for sewing, showing each of the following steps whilst the children do the same: 

· threading a needle
· tying a knot
· sewing the stitch
· tying the final knot

Show children how to thread a needle by cutting the thread, dampening one end and squeezing the threads together before poking it through the eye of the needle.
Once they have threaded their needles, they tie a knot approximately 2cm from the end of the thread. Now, they are ready to sew.


	Children to practice running stitch on a small piece of fabric. 
	To work in a small group so they can be supported at the point of need. 
	To thread needle independently.

	Session 2
Designing a puppet.

	Provide children with the Puppet Design Sheet of their choice and ask them to start designing their character.

Designs should be in colour and should be labelled with the colour, material and preferably the method they wish to use to join the fabrics. Then, hand out the appropriate Puppet Template or an extra copy of the Puppet Design Sheet to each child. (see Before the Lesson)

Model lining up your template with your fabric, pinning it and cutting around the edge of it. If you are using regular scissors and not fabric ones, you may want to point out the part of the scissor blade which is most able to cut fabric (the lower parts of the scissor blades).

	Children to create their designs.

Children then to cut out their fabric using a template. 
	Use accessible scissors. 
	Children to ensure they are labeling their  designs using previously learnt information. 

	Session 3/4
Making a puppet

	Before sewing, ask children to carefully choose the colour of their thread, taking into consideration the colour of the puppet itself and the rest of their design. 
They should also carefully pin their fabrics together, ensuring that the edges line up perfectly before sewing the three sides together with neat, even stitches, tying a knot at the end.
 Once they have completed their sewing and have made a puppet, they should consider how they might decorate the front of it. 

Get children to look at each other’s stitches to see if they are consistent, close together and tied up. 

Do any parts need more stitches or to be re-sewn? Children should assess each other’s stitches according to the Success Criteria then discuss their findings in a class discussion.


	To sew the two sides of the fabric together.

	Session 5 Evaluate 
	Children to do a stride of pride and go around the room and pick out features that they particularly like from the puppets they see. They should then share these with the class.

Then discuss what was difficult about making them. This could refer to parts of the process which happened during previous lessons or this one. Ask children if they have any ideas for how they would do things differently if they had the chance.

DT – still life and sculpture Textiles – Making Puppets. By making their own template, children can ensure that their pieces of fabric will be exactly the right size. With their fabric cut out, pupils use a simple running stitch to join two pieces together before decorating the front of it, according to their designs
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
