What we can learn through History The Great Fire of London started in the early hours of the morning of 2 September 1666, in a baker's shop on Pudding Lane. By 5 September the fire had destroyed more than 13,000 houses and buildings in the city, including 87 churches and the famous St Paul's Cathedral. The fire spread quickly, destroying most of the buildings in its path. The way houses were built, the lack of an effective and organised firefighting service and the weather in the days before, all played their part in this terrible event.

• Describe how the fire started. • How many houses were destroyed? Which cathedral was destroyed in the fire? • Name a famous eyewitness to the event. • When did this happen? • What factors played a key part in the spread of the fire? • Draw a timeline with key events from the fire and other dates from that century that you know about. • Explain some reasons why the Great Fire of London was so big and spread so quickly. • Explain why the Great Fire of London was a significant event. • Discuss the effect that the fire had on people's daily lives. • Which country is London the capital city of? • Use a map to show how quickly and how far the fire spread. • Describe what is meant by the word 'congested'. • Describe what is meant by the word 'flammable'. • What material did King Charles II order the city to be rebuilt in? • Which architect drew the plans to rebuild St Paul's Cathedral? • What was the name of the writer whose diaries tell us more about events during the fire? • Describe what is meant by the word 'extract'. • How can these diaries be used to learn about the fire? • Create a map or model for a new London, to be rebuilt after the fire. Remember it is the early 1600s. • Write a diary extract from someone who has just lost their home in the fire. • Why did the King want the city to be rebuilt in stone? • Organise information about the fire and where it spread. • Compare and contrast Samual Pepys's accounts of the fire with two more historical sources. • Find evidence that the fire helped to stop another outbreak of the plague. • Investigate the response to the fire by the Mayor of London. • Do you agree? At some point a huge fire was going to happen. It was only a matter of time. • Investigate where people moved to after the fire.

	Session1 
Partake and Artifacts sessions. 
	Session 1 – Hook lessons. 

 Focus: The Great Plague.

Introduce the topic of TGFOL by discussing the Plague and its lead up. (Plague links to Isaac Newton topic next term.)


L.O: to understand what the plague was. 

Success criteria:

I can discuss what the plague was. 
I can explain why it was significant. 
I can discuss some of the symptoms of the plague. 
I can explain what happened during the plague. 




	Hook task one.

Look at the symptoms of the plague. Focus on the bubolics. 
Using jam donuts, custard and black food colouring create their own bubolic. Children to all press them down together. 

Collect vocabulary to discuss what is happening e,g Ooze. 


Task 2 
Watch the video: 
And work throughout the PowerPoint discussing what the plague would have been like throughout. 
	
Chn then to fill in fact sheet about what they know about the plague. 

	Pair with a more able pupil to support discussion and observation. 
Children to have facts sheets with single word entries. 

	· Target these children with high order questions encouraging them to think deeply and explore what they have learnt. 


	Session 2

Partake – Tells the story of the great fire of London. 

Follow up – 

L.O: to use artifacts to infer how it must have felt to live through the GFOL 
Success criteria:
I can infer what an artifact was / was used for. 
I can explain what the artifacts tells us about History. 
I can infer what it used to be like in London during GFOL

	Look at artefacts exploring how we know about the great fire of London and how London changed when it was rebuilt.

Model asking questions about the different artifacts. 
Modeling inferring what they might have been used for and what they might tell us about London. 

	Children to record drawings of the artifacts and add questions and thoughts. 
	Work in a small group to support discussions and scribe.

	Encourage these children to lead the group discussions. Can they feedback their findings to the group?


	L.O: to understand how firefighting has changed from 1600s to present. 

Success criteria
I can explain the differences between fire men now and in the 1600s. 
I can explain the similarities between firemen now and in the 1600s. 
I can explain what impact fire fighters had on the GFOL. 


	Life in the 17th Century
Look at what life was like comparing present day living to how people lived in London in 1666.

Focus task – look at how fireman have changed from 1666 to present. Write down similarities and differences.

Show the children the walk through of London in 1660s. 
What are their initial reactions?
What has changed? 
Would they like to live there at that time?

Work through the PowerPoint of images comparing elements of life now and then. 

Finally focus on fire fighting. 

Ask the children what they know about modern firefighting. 

They look at firefighting from the past.

Collect the similarities and differences in a table on a large wb.


	Chn then to independently write a day in the life of a firefighter. 

	To label and modern fire fighter and a fire fighter from the past using a word bank.
	To be given a word bank of technical vocabulary to incorporate into their writing.

	Session 4

L.O: to sequence the events of the GFOL. 
Success criteria:

I know what chronology means. 
I can sequence the events of the GFOL. 
I can explain what happen at each part of the great fire of London. 

	Recap previous lesson.

The events of the Great Fire of London.

Look at how the fire started.

Sequence the days and what happened.

Create a human timeline ordering the events. 

	Children will then add details to their own timetables. 
Modeling filling one in before chn complete independently. 

	Children to be given less events to order. 
Children to cut and stick the events in order. 

	Children to add more detail to each event.

	Session 5

L.O: to understand why the GFOL burnt for so long. 

Success criteria:

I can explain why the GFOL burnt for so long. 
I can explain why some events / problems made the fire worse. 

	
Recap what the chn know about the GFOL. 

Together work through the ppt discussing different reasons the fire burnt for so long. 

Children then to discuss with TPS- testing each other. Can they remember why the GFOL burnt for so long?

	
Children then to create a poster explaining why the fire burnt for so long. 

	Children to work in a small group and an adult to scribe their ideas. 

	Chn to be expected to produce more in-depth descriptions of why the fire burnt for so long.

	Session 6

Debate
Was the GFOL great?

L.O: to debate 

Success criteria:
I understand what a debate is. 
I can explain why the GFOL was bad. 
I can explain why the GFOL was good. 
I can collect information to create a judgment. 

	Starter conscious corridors – split the children in to either yes or no. They work as a team to come up ideas for and against. As a class create a conscious corridor. 

Share some positives and negatives about the GFOL that the chn may not have thought of. 

	Children to create a double page spread to show both sides of the argument.  Children then to use sentence starters to create their debates points. 
	Children work in a guided group for this.

	Children to independently shape their debate.

	· analyse, evaluate and criticise a range of uses of language in order to draw out meaning, purpose and effect.
