	Preparation  - World ocean day . 

	 1
	L.O: to record facts.
	Show children the front cover of the book. – What do they think it is going to be about?
Have any of the children heard of Greenpeace? TPS
Together explore what Greenpeace is – look at the website and watch the video.

Discuss why this charity is important?

Together create a mind map about Greenpeace. 

Model writing a short paragraph about who Greenpeace is. 

	Children to read information about Greenpeace and write a short factual piece about who Greenpeace are. 

SEN – children to write simple sentences about Greenpeace focusing on capital letters and full stops. 

	What do you predict this book will be about now you know who Greenpeace are?


Share the text. 

	2 
	L.O: to retrieve and summerise information. 
	Starter – recap previous lesson. Tell you friend 5 things you remember about Greenpeace.  

Together read the text – ensuring children are confident with the vocab. 

Tell the children that today we are going to be retrieving information from the text. 

Discuss these initial questions:
What is the setting?
Who are the main characters?
What happens first? Next? Last?


Then model answering questions about the text – remind the children that they must use the text not make up/ guess the answer. 
	Children to answer the comprehension questions about the text. 

1. Where does Emily think she saw the whale?
2. Why does Emily want some information on the whale?
3. When does Emily put salt into the pond each day?
4. Why do Greenpeace say the whale can’t be lost?
5. What do blue whales eat?
6. What does Emily want to call the whale?
7. Find and copy the word Greenpeace use to describe that whales travel great distances each day.
8. What do Greenpeace suggest Emily might like to do when she is older?

Sen  - To write simple I can see sentences about a picture from the text. 
Discuss verbally the questions above. 
	Challenge:/ discussion Do you think it is a fact or fiction book? Why do you think that?

Talk about the fact it is a mixture of both as includes both facts and fictional storylines.

	L.O: to research the interesting animal.  
	Starter: hot seat the whale. 
What might the whale be thinking? 
Tell the chn that we are going to be writing a letter to Greenpeace about another animal. 
Show the chn the interesting animals from ocean day. 
Model creating an information poster about the animal. 
Remind the children that you will be using these information when they write the letter to Greenpeace.   
	Children to create an information poster about the animal of their choice. 
	Chn to share their information posters. 

	4
	L.O: to identify the features of a letter. 
	Give children a letter – ask them to identify the features. Then the chn share their findings. 
What would we include in our own success criteria?

Model using the boxed up success criteria. 
	Children to create their own success criteria for letter writing. 

	Chn to read through their information posters with each other ready for the plan. 

	5
	L.O: create a plan for writing. 
	Recap the previous lesson. – What do we need to include when we are writing a letter?
Tell the children what are we to write a letter to Greenpeace and we are also going to write the back. 
Show the planning format and model filling out. 
	Children to fill in their own planning format using their information posters.  
	Read the text and then discuss vocabulary that we could use in our own letters.

	L.O: to write a letter.  
	Give children 5 minute to recap their planning format.. 

Together look at my planning format and information poster. 
Model  writing the letter using the plan. 
	Children to use their posters that they created earlier to collect the information. 
Tablets available as well. 
	Share examples of letters. 
Together pick out the fantastic bits of them.  

	8
	L.O: to edit and publisher 
	Peer review – 2 stars and a wish. 
Children to edit their work against their specific targets.

Chn then to publish their work for the next teacher. 
	Children take part in peer review and editing. 

Children to publish their work. 
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
