Shared writing:
Model writing a selection of these sentences,
ensuring that they do not appear as a ‘list’ of
sentences, but rather as a piece of prose. Look
at where the conjunction (joining word) sits
within the sentence (e.g. sometimes at the
beginning, sometimes in the middle).
Children to record their sentences as a short piece of prose in
their books, aiming to use a variety of the conjunctions
modelled during shared writing. Some children will benefit
from using a scaffolded to support multi-clause sentence
structure.

	Shared Writing:
Model making a list of items the owl and the
pussy-cat have taken on the beautiful, peagreen
boat with them: plenty of money, some
honey, a five-pound note. Now model adding a
suggestion: a large, blue coat.
Ask children to think of their own ideas, e.g. an
oar, a sleeping bag. Identify that these are all
nouns, as they are names for items or objects.
Identify that some are noun phrases, as they
are groups of words that describe and name an
object, e.g. plenty of money, a large blue coat.
Model using either a or an as the article for
these. Ask children if they can spot the rule.

Read children The Further Adventures of the Owl and
the Pussy-cat and tell the children that we are going
to write our own version of the further adventures to
describe what happened when they went to the land
where the Tree Peas grow on their honeymoon.
In order to do that, we will need to identify the verbs
and nouns used in the original poem.
Review what nouns and verbs are.
Grammar splat:
Model reading the first stanza of the poem and
identify all the nouns that Edward Lear has used. Put
them post-it note and stick this onto a ‘grammar splat’
and have them on display in the classroom. Repeat
this for the verbs used.
Grammar

Reread the entire poem and ask children to look for
nouns, verbs or both.
Ask children to identify alternative nouns for some of
those identified. These could be synonyms or similar
words, e.g.:
Using a rhyming dictionary, or phonological awareness,
children can begin to identify rhyming words they may
use, aiming to maintain a similar sense to their ideas,
e.g.:
Model placing one of
their pairs of rhyming
words into a sentence,
based on that of Lear’s,
e.g.:
The Owl and the
Pussy-cat took to the
air
In a wonderful
turquoise jet,
They took a coat, and a
long, black umbrella,
Wrapped up in a fishing
net.
