	Setting description. 
	 Model writing the setting description. 
Highlight the word classes. 
The children sat at the bottom of a towering tree and the gnarled branches seemed to wrap around them. The wind whistled through the canopy and leaves rustled and crunched. Hansel shivered as the embers of the fire glowed less brightly with every gust of icy wind. When Gretel looked up the mood hung in the sky shining brightly, it comforted her in the darkness. As the children gazed around the wood seem to groan with terror, animals with bright yellow eyes darting between the branches.

	L.o sequencing 
	Freeze frame – class to split into groups and take a section of the story. 
Children then to perform the freeze frame in sequence. 
Then model sequencing the story using pictures and key words. 
	Children to sequence the parts of the story in their books. 
Children to add in new vocabulary that they have learnt.
	What do the children think might happen next in the story?

	L.o: to create a plan for writing 
	Together create success criteria grid - As a class discuss what we will need when writing a recount. 


The model using boxing up grid and creating an alternative ending. 
	Talk partner discussion about what their alternative ending could be. 

Children to complete boxing up grid – adding as much detail as they can to help them with their writing. 

	Re read the text – highlighting vocabulary that they could use in their writing.

	L.O: to write a recount 
	Starter - create their own success criteria – what elements of writing do we need to include?

Model recount writing / shared writing. 
	Children to write recount using their plan and success criteria. 

3 times throughout the lesson stop and children to work with their partners to check against their own targets. 
	Children to share their pieces.

	L.O:  to edit 
	Model editing piece of writing from the other classes. 
Use alternative’s class work to model.
