Success criteria:
I can use clues from the text. 
I can draw on what I already know to help me predict. 
	Hide and Reveal to ascertain what type of text the book is - which words on the cover give us this information? 
Reveal in order of: 1) Pig, Frog, Goldilocks 2) Dragon 2)Pinocchio, Little Red Riding Hood, Hansel and Gretel 3) Gingerbread man 

Which characters are familiar to the children? -identify the familiar story characters on the cover -what connects the characters? -which character is the odd-one-out? -why?
	Begin to make connections between known stories. in pairs threes, discuss other fairytale characters and make lists Identify if some appear in more than one story, e.g. wolf, girls (on their own) Which of the characters behave well? -who are the ‘baddies’ and ‘goodies’ (villains/ heroes).

Children then record their prediction about what the story might be about.  
	Unwrap the book and reveal the title of the book. Make predictions about how the title might link to these characters Can the children think of any stories that dragons are in?

	Look at the double-page image pp.7-8 and consider the exchanges that occur between each of the characters and the dragon Expand on each interaction and add as Postits to the image or record as a sequence in books using adverbs to support coherence (first, next, etc.)
