As the music starts, step out of your rocket and look around at the moon for the first time! Start moving aroun d as you get used to how different it feels to Earth. Remember that there is very little gravity on the moon so you’ll need to bounce around! Perhaps have a look inside some.You are now a moon tourist, (which means you are visiting the moon)! One thing that tourists like to do when they
visit somewhere new is send a postcard. You are going to write a postcard describing your moon experience to someone back on Earth. Make sure you tell them about some of the things you have been doing on the moon and if you have enjoyed visiting. Remember that you will need to write the address of the person you are sending your postcard to and you’ll also need to include a special Moon stamp! On the other side of your postcard there should
be a picture of the moon.
Model the postcard.
