	1
	L.O:  to form a prediction. 
To research and summarise. 
	Show children a picture of Chris Hadfield – Who do they think he is? Why do they think he is famous? 
Together create a mind map of ideas. 
Model writing this as a prediction. 
Together read the book – discuss what they have read. 
Give the children time to research who Chris Hadfield really is. 


	Children to write their own prediction.

Children to research who Chris Hadfield is using ipads and printouts. 

	Children then to feedback what they have learnt. 


	2
	L.O: to use present tense 
	First, read the book again. – What tense to the children think the book is written in? How do they know?
Discuss that the book is written in past tense as it has already happened. 

Talk to the children about how the we usually change the verbs into past tense. How many can they spot in the text?

With the children recap the rules of simple past tense. 
Children then to play the past tense game. 


	1. Children to look through the story and pick out the verbs that have been changed to make them past tense.
2. Children to pay the past tense game – see resources. 

Extension – choose the correct spelling of past tense. 
	Look a third person – when we talk about someone else we use this person. 
Using spelling play to revise this with the children.

	L.O: to use the past tense
	Remind and recap what we did last lesson.  Give the children a list of words to change into past tense. Discuss what they have to do to some of the words. 

Tell the children we are going to rewrite Chris’s day leading up to the moon landing. 
Together re read that part of the start – take notes about what happened. 
Then model writing a recount of that day in third person and past tense. 
	Children to write a recount of what Christ was doing in the lead up to the moon landing. 
	Children to read each other’s work. Use a minute timer to give feedback. Model using a feeback sandwich. 


	4
	L.O: to subordinating and coordinating conjunctions successfully
	 Recap what a subordinating conjunction is and when we might use it.  Then give children some sentences with the linking conjunction missing. 

Repeat with coordinating conjunctions. 
	Children to choose the correct conjunction for the sentence. 
Children to discuss how they knew that it was the correct sentence. 
	Read the book – can the children spot any coordinating or subordinating conjunctions? 

	5
	L.O: to create a plan for writing. 
	Remind the children about the success criteria grid that we have been filling out throughout this learning sequence. 
Talk to them about what a biography is a read the example of Chris’s at the back of the book. 
What information do we need? What makes it interesting?

Tell the children that they are going to write their own biography of a famous person that changed the world.  – Who have we learnt about?

Model using the planning sheet to  
	Children to research their significant famous person and complete the planning sheet. 
	Children to share what facts they have learnt about Isaac Newton. 

	6
	L.O: to write a biography 
	Remind the children about what they did yesterday. 
Given them 5 minutes to discuss their planning with their friends. 
Re read Chris’ Hadfield’s biography and pick out some bits that make the writing interesting. 

Model writing a biography about Isaac Newton using the success criteria grid. 
	Children to write their own biography about Isaac Newton. 
	Remind the children about the success criteria and give the children change to review their work. 

	7
	L.O: to edit and publish. 
	Give the children 5 minutes at the start of the lesson to recap yesterdays work. 

Tell the children that we are going to do some peer marking and we will be focussing on capital letters and full stops. 
Model reviewing another child’s work using positive language. 

Children then to read through and improve their own work. 

	Children to review each other’s work. 

Children then to review their own work. 
	Chn to publish their work ready for Mr Mason to read. 
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
