	1
	Hook for the great fire of London and the new text. 
	Make your own bubos. 
Tell the children about the black plague and that this will be important to remember for our history topic , English topic and our future history topics. 
Share – how the plague started and then the symptons of the plague. 
Then tell the children they will be making their own bubos. - read the instructions together. 
Children to create their own bubos in mixed ability groups. 
Children to record on their sheets what it looks like and 


	Children to make their own bubos. – Picture for evidence. 
	Bubos to be cooked in the microwave and popped in the class.

	L.O: to understand how the plague spread. 
	Remind children about what we did yesterday. What do you remember? - TPS 

Share the ppt about the plague – getting the children to repeat key pieces information to their talk partners. 

Children to share with their partners what they have learnt after their presentation. Then they swap talk partners. 
Play the high five game – (walk around the room giving anyone they meet a high five and a fact about the plague.)

L.O: to predict 



	
Hook – Wrap the book up and slowly un wrap. Class discussion. 
What is the text about?
Who will the main characters will be?
What will be happen in the story?

Show the children the trailer for the book. 

Model writing questions about what might happen in the text. 
Then model writing a prediction about what might happen to Vlad and Boxton. 

Share with children the question starter words and some sentence starters for their predictions. 


	

HAPS/Maps to record their questions about the book and their ideas for what might happen. 
SEN – to be supported to scribe their ideas in an I wonder mind map. 
	Share the story with the children – were their predictions correct?

	L.O: to ask questions. 

	Show the children a picture of Boxton. 

What questions would they ask? What do they want to know about him?
Model recording questions – using the correct punctuation. Share some question words
Children to independently record their questions. 

Then bring the children back and model hot seating. 
	Children to record questions they will used to ask Vlad.  - Process 


Children then to work in partners and take it in turns to hot seat Vlad. 
	Remind the children that they will be using this information next lesson to write a character description. 
Create a mind map of the vocabulary for the working wall.

	L.O: to write a character description. 

Parallel writing 
	Starter – Play rumour has it to remind the children about the previous lesson and what they know about Boxton.  
I heard Boxton has / did …. 
Remind the children about what we have learnt. 
Tell the children that today we are going to be writing a short character description. 
Model filling in an ossie grid. Remind the children how to work carefully in groups. 
Children to practice describing Boxton to their talk partners. 
The children to model writing a short character description emphasizing capital letters and full stops. 

	Mixed ability groups to create a ossie grid. 
Then chn to independently to write a character description of Boxton.

	L.O: to sequence events. 
Process 
	Starter – Can the children put the full stops and capital letters in the correct place? 

Freeze frame – children to be given a part of the story and they must freeze frame that scene – thinking about facial expression. 

Re read the story and remind the children that they will be retelling the story later in the form of a diary. 

Model sequencing the pictures and adding notes. 
	Children to sequence the order of the story and add the notes. 
	Children to use their sequencing pictures to retell the story Vlad and the great fire of London.

	L.O: to use adverbs to describe 
Process 
	Starter – verbs - what is a verb? Can they spot any verbs in the text. 

Sort the verbs for movements along the fast slow gradient. Use vocab from the text. 


	Children add adverbs to the sentences from the text.

Process 
	Subordinating conjunctions  - 
Remind the chilldnre what conjunctions are. 
Look through the Vlad text - which conjunctions can they find?
Focus on sub – what are they?
Focus on Coor- what are they?

	6
	L.O: to recognize the features of a diary.
Process 
	Starter – Adverbs. 
Discuss what a adverb is. Show how chn can change a adjective into a adverb in order to describe a verb. 

Discuss what a diary is.  Give chn a selection of texts and ask them to sort them. 
When have they seen a diary? What features tell you it is a diary? 
Explain what a diary is, ie a personal record of events and feelings, written regularly, often daily, but always with the date.

Discuss why people might write diaries (to remember special events, to share ideas privately etc). Introduce Samuel Pepys diary, the source of much of our information about the Great Fire of London. Pepys wrote many private parts in code to stop other people reading it, he never expected it to be published and read hundreds of years later.

Boxton doesn’t speak in the story, but perhaps he would be happier writing down what happened to him. Share ideas about what Boxton does (sleeping, being bitten, running and escaping, eating and listening to Vlad). How does he feel about all these things?

Look at a diary extract, eg Samuel Pepys:
About four o’clock in the morning, my Lady Batten sent me a cart to carry away all my money, and plate, and best things, to Sir W Rider’s at Bednall-greene. Which I did riding myself in my night-gowne in the cart.

Discuss writing a diary in the first person and past tense – it is a record of the day often written at the end of the day before bedtime.
 
Draft ideas about what Boxton will write about under each diary entry. (see planning frame at end of plan)


	Chn to work in mixed ability groups, first to sort the texts and second to label the features of a text. 



	Together create a a success criteria using a boxing up grid.

	L.O: to create a plan for writing. 
Process 
	Remind the children about what they have been learning over the term. 

Together create a success criteria grid for the working wall. 

The model a boxing up grid – remind the children to use their sequencing picture to help them.
