	L.O: to understand the features of instructions.

	Hook – Give the children a set of instructions in pairs to follow.

Then discuss the features of a set of instructions / when they might need to use them. 

Focus in on imperative verbs – explain what they are and model writing command sentences using them.

	L.O: to plan a set of instructions. 
Success criteria:
I know what the features of instructions are 
I know what I need to include in my instructions. 
	Remind the children about what they did yesterday - we are going to create a plan for a set of instructions. 
Show the children the video of making the biscuit. 
Together act out the different sections of the process. 

Tell the children that we are going to write a set of instructions for the process for kingfishers to follow. 
What do we need to include?
Model recording the plan. 
What do we need to include – discuss.

	L.O: to write a set of instructions. 
	Remind the children of their previous learning and why we are writing this set of instructions. 
Model writing a set of instructions using the plan for support. 
Ensure that you are checking against the success criteria as you are modeling. 


	Children to record a set of instructions explaining how to decorate the biscuit like a snowman. 

LAPS/SEN to have the pictures of the proves to order and annotate.

	3. 
	L.O: to evaluate a set of instructions. 

	Children to be given a set of instructions from the previous class. Then are then given the tools to follow the instructions. 


Children then to evaluate the instructions – what worked well what could be improved next time. 
	Children to decorate the biscuit following the instructions and then evaluate what was good what was not good about them. 
	Plenary – highlight success in the classroom. 

	4.
	L.O: To make a predictions 
	Watch video until 20 seconds https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=UriR8FCI52E 
What do the children think might happen next – create a mind map of ideas for things that might happen later on in the story?  

Model recording a prediction using ideas from the freeze frames from the video. 
I wonder if the snowman will …
I wonder why the snowman is …
	Children to record their prediction supported with sentence starters. 
	Watch the entire film. 
Discuss if their predictions were correct.

	L.O: to infer
	Watch the whole of the video remind the children what we have been learning about so far. 

Discuss where the snowman goes on the journey and how he feels on the journey – how can they tell he is feeling at different points. 
Give the groups a freeze frame of the snowman and children to recreate the shot and discuss how they are felling and why they know that. 

Then children to use this information to complete the speech bubbles. Model some of these ideas before the children complete independently.                                                   
	Children to complete the speech bubbles for the snowman. 
	Look at a picture of a setting and begin to add ideas. 

	6
	L.O: to write a setting description. 
	Start with collecting ideas about the setting. 
Children to imagine they are there – what do they think they can see see/hear/feel on the journey.  
Together create an ossie grid. 
Then use it to model write a setting description reminding the children on the success criteria.
	Children to write their own setting description – including some of the vocabulary that the class have created together.

	L.O: to create a plan for writing.
