	Day 
	Learning Objectives 
	Whole class 
	Independent / guided work 
	Plenary 

	Preparation / Hook  
	Dog and umbrella found on a tree. Children to be taken to see if they can spot anything unusual in the playground. 
Children to discuss using question / thinking cards to discuss how they think he might have got there/ why is he here/ why has he got an umbrella?
Talk about talk partners and how they expected to behave. 
Back in the classroom , gather ideas and then show children the front cover of the book. Does this change their predictions?
Model recording a prediction using the children's ideas. 
Children then to record their predictions independently.

	1
	To use drama to show a scene of the story.  
	Drama – presentational talk. 
Each group doing a freeze frame of the scene. 

Look at a picture from the story together.
Discuss what is happening in the picture. Who are the characters? Where is the scene taking place? How do you think the characters are feeling?
Introduce sentence structures that will be used to respond.
Model creating a freezeframe. 
	Children to work in small groups to create a freezeframe from the scene and explain how the dog is feeling. Use thought bubbles drawn on whiteboards to reflect how the dog is feeling. 

Children to use exploratory talk to discuss how the character might be feeling and what is happening. 

Children then to perform these to the rest of the class giving an explanation of how the dog is feeling and why they have chosen different elements of the freeze frame. 

	At the end of the lesson as a class create a success criteria using a grid to display in the classroom. 

	2
	To use past tense vocabulary.
	Past tense lesson.  - Recap past tense that has been taught in Year 1 both regular and irregular word. Use past tense penguins game – phonics play. 

Model turning parts of the story from present tense to past tense orally. Highlighted the different ways ed can be pronounced. 

	Children in small groups to use talking change and change them into past tense. 
	Record the root words and their past tense on the word wall to be used in their writing later. 

	3
	To create a plan for writing. 
	Ossie grid - Discussion together. 
Look at the picture of the dog in the umbrella in the arctic - discuss what the children can see / what the dog be ablet to feel , hear or touch,  
Children touch some ice/ watch clip of the arctic.  to aid the discussion.
Discuss parts of the pictures and how that would look / feel / smell. 

Model filling in the ossie grid. 
	Children complete their Ossie grid.
LAPS/SEN - to complete mind map in a small group.  


	Share ideas and add on to the class osie grid and display on the working wall.

	4
	To write a setting description. 
	Setting description.
Model recording sentences using capital and full stops and reminder of the year 1 conjunctions and because.
Model using the plan from the previous lesson to help them. 
	Children record their setting description, initially on whiteboard to allow for self editing. Reading aloud to check for inaccuracies to talk partners.
Then children record setting description in books. 
	Children to read aloud their pieces. Focusing on the other children being able to read loudly enough for children to teach. 

	5
	To sequence the story
	Sequencing  - presentational language 
Model retelling the story using the pictues using some of the vocabulary we have learnt. 
	The children to sequence pictures in books and retell it to their friends. 
	Children to retell the story for the class. 

	6
	To box up
	Boxing grid up 
Model using the boxing up grid. Reminding the children about the previous lesson and the order of the story. 
	Children fill in their individual boxing up grid to fill in the next day. 
	Discuss what they will write the next day in the letter. 
If time children to role play being the dog and the cat and telling each other about it. 

	7
	To write a letter 
	Writing and editing focus one full stops and capital letters. 
Model writing a letter – reminders of the previous lesson and what is needed in a letter, 
	Children to write their own letter reading aloud to self-edit. 
Ensure children are using their plan. 
	Share good examples – highlight why they are good examples. 
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
