Reading comprehension
· check that the book makes sense to them, discussing their understanding and exploring the meaning of words in context.

	Watch the Edgar film 😊
1. Discuss what happens in the story! (summary skills) What are the important bits? 



2. Opening shot - write a list of everything that you can see. Discuss the answers. What type of word class do they fall into? Nouns – object, person, place, thing or feeling. Explain there are different types of nouns
Concrete nouns – objects, things
Abstract nouns – feelings – things that cannot be picked up and moved around or touched
Collective nouns – names given to groups of things e.g. a flock of birds, murder of crows, gaggle of geese

How many collective nouns do we know? List them!

Make a list of nouns on the flipchart paper
Discuss that all nouns need to be preceded by a determiner – this tells you how many – an (vowel) a (consonant) the, one, two..., many, a few... and so on. 

3. Opening shot – how can we describe some of the nouns we have in our list – adjectives! 
Add adjectives to the nouns 

4. Watch the film to 26 seconds – what verbs have we got? Remind the children verbs are action words and their simple form is preceded by to... to lift, to walk, to like, to be.  
List all verbs on whiteboards
e.g. Walking, waving, picking/lifting, snowing, licking, smiling, looking, breathing, waddling, patting, running.  


5. How are they doing the verbs? 
e.g. walking slowly, running quickly, smiling warmly, breathing, heavily. 
Explain these are adverbs and they tell us how the verb is being done. An “ly” ending can help us but these are exceptions. 
Give example – like is the verb therefore best is the adverb!
The girls liked white chocolate best. 

By the end of lesson 1/2 we should have a list of nouns with adjectives, a list of verbs with adverbs and a list of collective nouns.

	To Understand what prepositions are and how to use them 

I know that prepositions tell me where or when something is.

I can identify prepositions in a phrase 
	Prepositions – the clue is in the name! They help to add extra information to the main clause. 

I walked (clause) to the park (prepositional phrase)  (preposition)

They can be to show position of place but also position within time. 
After, before, 
On, under, above
Make a list of prepositions – do not have to separate time and place.

Stress that these words are the prepositions but they glue the noun phrase on. Without the preposition or the noun phrase they don’t make sense. 
I walked to (doesn’t make sense without the park)
I walked the park (doesn’t make sense without to) 

Let’s think about our film. Look at some of the sentences written yesterday, can we add some prepositions to the sentences? 
Model adding in some prepositions and prepositional phrases.  e.g White, soft snow was falling gently onto the ground.
Edgar and Ava were walking slowly through the streets. 
The children were waving excitedly next to their snowman.
