	To order events chronologically
	Re-read the story up to “Nothing can stop me” to refresh the children’s memories on the story. 

Children re-read their own police report. 

As a class, order the events of the police report using brief bullet points – put into paragraphs so children can see the divides in their plan – remind them a paragraph changes when the subject or location changes. 


	Draw the story (story map) and annotate as necessary using the ordered events to support. 

LAPS supported by tch written annotations – use one for class plan 
	Get children to check they have included all bullet points in their story. 

Re-tell your story using your story map.

	To use adverbial phrases 
	

Revisit the bullet points – can the children point to the main events in their story to check they have everything included. 

Re-visit our fable – what adverbs/adverbial phrases did we use? Can we magpie any of the words/phrases from that piece of writing? 

In our writer’s toolkits – make an adverbials list – list all the ones we can think of! 

Create a list of adverbial phrases on the flipchart paper that we can use in different parts of the story - colour code so the children know which parts of the story they fit with.  (Box story into paragraphs so children can see divides)
