Purpose:

· check that the book makes sense to them, discussing their understanding and exploring the meaning of words in context.

Writing Composition

3 ideas within a sentence – see below for examples from the text – the children have not yet read the text so will not know them.  DO NOT tell them they are from the book.

Why do we have them in the writing?

“So he threw down his paintbrush, tore off his apron and went running out into the great green meadow.”

“All around him, birds were building nests, leaves were turning green and flowers were getting ready to bloom. ”

“So one winter’s afternoon, when Rat was napping by the fire, Mole decided to slip out and visit badger on his own.” 

Discuss what each different 3-part sentence does for us? How do they make us feel. Think about the actions and the language used to create an emphasis for the reader. 
 

	Children to write some of their own 3 part sentences for the police report for Mrs Shaw – put 2/3 into books 

e.g. 

Mrs Shaw put her car into reverse, slammed her foot on the brake and hit the accelerator with force. 

Mrs Shaw’s tooth was hurting so much, she desperately needed to see the dentist and didn’t want to miss her appointment.
