Essential Knowledge
 
 
 

By the end of this unit, children will demonstrate independently...
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That they know that an understanding of different sounds in French can help when attempting to pronounce new vocabulary. 
Whether to use the pronouns il or elle when describing someone. 
The way the verbs change to match the pronoun and that this is called conjugation. 
That some verbs do not follow regular patterns, including avoir, etre and aller.

Spring  termIn this unit, children will try different methods of memorizing and learning new words. They will learn and pronounce most new words, remembering already learned vocabulary to translate some player profiles. They will understand comprehension questions based on the topic of football and show some competence in answering them. 

	Key objectives 
· To listen and gist information from an extended audio passage using language detective skills. 
· To read short authentic texts for enjoyment or information.
· Identifying and extracting key information in a range of authentic texts. 
· Using a bilingual dictionary to select alternative vocabulary for independent sentence building. 
· Using further contextual clues and cues, such as awareness of grammatical structures to deduce known vocabulary. 
· To plan and give a short oral presentation. 
· To recognise key phonemes in an unfamiliar context, applying pronunciation rules. 
· To use intonation and gesture to differentiate between statements and questions. 
· To formulate their own strategies to remember and apply pronunciation rules. 
· To speak and read aloud with increasing confidence and fluency. 
· To give a presentation drawing upon learning from a number of previous topics. 
· To use a wide range of descriptive phrases. 
 
	Lesson 1
Focus: To explore French football vocabulary through a variety of language-learning techniques. 
Success Criteria: 
· I can use different methods to learn vocabulary. 
· I can work out the meanings of some new words using cognates, near cognates and my existing knowledge. 
· I can begin to read and say new French vocabulary. 
· I can evaluate my strategies for recalling new vocabulary. 
Starter:
Explain to the children that France has a reputation as a great footballing nation, winning the World Cup in 1998 and 2018. More r4ecently, in 2022, France reached the World Cup final again but lost to Argentina. 
Ask for a volunteer to remind the class what is meant by the word ‘cognate’, which has been covered in previous units- words that have a common language origin. If two words in different languages look exactly the same, we use the term cognate, if they are very similar, we use the term near cognate. 
Show the presentation le ballon. 
Using the slide, introduce the word, le ballon- the ball, saying the French word or playing the audio file. 
Ask the children what they think the word means and why. Hopefully, the children will recognize the near cognate and make the link with the English words ball and balloon. 
Ask the children to practice saying the word. 
Main task: 
Display the KAPOW presentation: French football vocabulary.  Ask the children to discuss in pairs what each of the words might mean, remembering to use their knowledge of cognates and near cognates to help. Ask the children to write down their guesses for each translation in their books. Encourage the children to say how they think the words should be pronounced. 
Use the presentation to reveal the answers. Draw attention to the different  words for male and female football players. 
Ask the children if anyone has thought of any useful methods for remembering some of the new vocabulary. Invite the children to discuss in table groups and feedback to the class. 
e.g.. the children may make the link between terrain and terrain in English. 
Explain to the children that they will be exploring different ways to learn this new vocabulary. 
Show the presentation Score a vocabulary goal
Slide 1: Give the class one minute to recall the meaning of as many of the words shown as they can. They can say these out loud. 
Slides 2-4: Model the different techniques that the children will explore, such as flash cards and word pyramids. 
Hand out the vocabulary list with translations worksheet from Kapow- one between two. 
Explain that the children will score a goal for each method used and each new word that they practice. The children can track their scores on whiteboards or scrap paper. 
Challenge the children to score as many buts-goals, as possible. Inform the children that half-way through you will blow le sifflet- the whistle, for mi-temps- half time. 
Activities: 
Flash cards- the children can make their own flash cards using the flashcard template. Each child in the pair chooses three words and makes a flashcard for each word. They write the word in French on one side and the translation or picture on the reverse. They then take it in turns to test each other, looking gat the translation and giving the French word, and by looking at the French word and giving the translation. (These can be stapled in books or stuck in like a flap for children to refer back to). 
Word Pyramid- The children choose a word to make a pyramid with and then translate.  (This can be written straight into books) 
Remember to blow the whistle to tell the children when they are halfway through the lesson. 

Plenary: 
Ask the children how many goals they scored by asking: 
Combien de buts? How many goals? 
They should answer using the following 
J’ai (cinq) buts- I have (five) goals. 
Encourage the children to say the French words that they have tried and learned. Ask the class to repeat these words in French. 
Ask the children which method of learning they liked the best and which they thought was the most effective and why.
Slide 5: Click to reveal each word in French and ask the class to translate it into English. Ask for volunteers to share tips on strategies for memorizing these words. 


	Lesson 2

Focus: To use language detective skills to decode French football player profiles. 

Success Criteria: 
· I can learn new vocabulary. 
· I can work out what new words mean by looking for cognates. 
· I can begin to read and speak about football players in French.
Starter: 
Show the presentation French Football vocabulary
Slide 1: review the vocabulary taught last lesson and check how many words the children remembered during their ‘cops and robbers’ task. 

Slide 2: Remind the children that un joueur de foot/ un footballeur- a football player (male) 
Une joueuse de foot/ une footballeuse – football player (female)
Draw attention to the endings of joueur/footballeur and joueuse/footballeuse. 

Slide 3: Introduce the new vocabulary/ Read the words but do not yet reveal the translations. 
Ask the children if they can guess any of the meanings In English, using their knowledge of cognates and near cognates. E.g. the children may be able to work out that un gardien de but means a goalkeeper as they know the word le but- goal. And may be able to make the connection with gardien and guardian. 
Reveal the translations. Draw attention to the different types of ending for the female forms and explain that supportrice has an irregular ending. 

Main task: 
Display the presentation player profiles
Slide 1: this shows three pieces of information about a football player named Francois Dupont. Go through the slide, reading aloud for each piece of the text. As a class, translate each phrase and then clock to reveal the answers. 
Ask the children to see if they can summarise what each piece of information is about: 
1. Greeting and name
2. Football position and the player’s team. 
3. Age
Hand out the activity: Player profiles. 

In pairs, ask them to translate what they think each player is saying, writing their English translations on the sheet. 

Use slides 2-5 to review the answers, inviting pairs to read out the French text and their suggested translations. 

Plenary: 
Match the word. 
Use the activity: Match the word which comprises French words learned in this lesson and the previous lesson, with the English translations. Cut up the strips and hand out so that each child has one word, either a French word or an English translation. Each child looks for their partner so that the French words are matched with their English translations.

Once paired, the children should say their French word aloud. 
If there is time, repeat this exercise by asking the children to swap strips with someone else. 
	Lesson 3

Focus: To describe where a person comes from using forms of the verb phrase venir de.
 
Success Criteria: 
· I can recall words and phrases from previous learning. 
· I can construct sentences including new vocabulary. 
· I can say where I, or someone else, comes from. 
· I can apply the correct form of venir de to agree with the person. 
Starter: 
Show the class the presentation from KAPOW Marquer un but 
Introduce the words by saying them and invite the children to repeat the word and practise the pronunciation. 

Ask the children what they think these phrases mean and why. If they are unsure, guide them with the following: 
· The children know the French word un but- a goal from the previous lesson. 
· Ask the children what the sauver reminds them of. They might hear or see a similarity with the English word ‘save’. It is a near cognate. 
· If sauver un but means to save a goal, prompt the children to use context to work out what marquer un but means. 
· The children should remember jaune- yellow and rouge- red from previous learning and they may be able to deduce what un carton is from their knowledge of football. 
Once the children have made some guesses, click to reveal a picture clue for each phrase, followed by the translations. 

Main task: 
Show presentation Venir de- to come from

Slide 1: explain to the children that the verb venir means to come. If venir is followed by de, it means to come from. 

Slide 2: Show the first and third person forms of the verb in the present tense and ask the children what they notice about the ending of the verb. The verb is an -ir verb so it does not behave exactly as the regular -er verbs that the children learned to conjugate previously. 
Explain to the children that they will now be playing a game where they are going to say where they come from. They  can be factual or fictional statement.

Ask them to write their sentence in their books first with their own English translation.

Arrange the children so that they are standing in a large circle. The teacher starts the game by pointing to themselves and saying: Je viens de (Birmingham). – I come from Birmingham. 

Throw a ball or a beanbag to another child, who will say where they are from. Repeat this exercise until you are confident that the children understand the construction je viens de- I come from 

Invite a pupil to the fronft of them class and ask them to think of a place name and sau Je viens de (Yorkshire). 
Then point to the child and say Il/ellle vient de (Yorkshire). – He/she comes from Yorkshire. 

This child then throws the ball to another child and the exercise continues with the additional step. 

Who comes from where- writing activity. 
Hand out the activity Who comes from where? One between two. 
Children to write the name in their books and to write Il/elle vient de

Go through the answers and peer mark using the presentation. 

Plenary: 
Score a goal- Marquer un but. 

This is a quick fire vocabulary game. The children will be les attaquants- the strikers. The teacher will be le gardien de but- the goalkeeper

Show the presentation Score a vocabulary goal
1) Point to the first word in the top left corner: il/elle vient.
2) Invite the children to call out the Englssh translation. Once they are agreed. Click to reveal the answer. 
3) If the children are correct you say: Bravo, vous avez marque un but!- Bravo, you have scored a goal. If they are incorrect, you say J’ai sauve un but! I have saved a goal. 
4) Work your way down the first column and then the second column, keeping note of how many goals the children score and how many goals the teacher saves. 
5) Alternatively, this game could be played with the class divided in two teams, with each team responsible for one column of vocabulary. 

	Lesson 4

Focus: To develop reading and comprehension skills in French by answering questions about French footballers. 

Success Criteria: 
· I can recall key vocabulary from this unit. 
· I can identify key facts from a written piece of French. 
· I can answer questions about a written piece of French. 
Starter: 
Vocabulary tournament
The children will revise the vocabulary covered through this unit by playing a vocabulary tournament. Half of the tournament will be played in this lesson and the second half will be played in the next lesson. 
Divide the class into six teams and give each team a letter (or a name). The teams will play each other in the following order: 
Round 1: This lesson- Starter
Team A v Team B
Team C v Team D
Team E v Team F
Round 2: This lesson- Plenary
Team A v Team D
Team C v Team F
Team E v Team B
Round 3: Next lesson starter
Team A v Team F
Team C v Team B
Team E v Team D

1) Hand our a copy of the Football vocabulary listTo each team- this is a list of French key vocabulary for the topic and the English translation. The teams will use this to revise the words and to check their opponent’s answers. 
2) Use the Word strips activity cut up into individual words. Each match requires one set of word strip cards. 
3) Each match comprises two ‘halves’. In the first half, one team will be the strikers and the other team will be the goalies. At the start of the match, all the individually cut up words are turned face down on the table. 
4) The strikers start by turning up a word strip, reading it aloud and saying the English or French translation. After the strikers suggest their translation, the goalies refer to their vocabulary sheet to check the answer. If correct, the strikers have scored a goal. The strikers try to get through as many word strips as possible before the umpire blows the whistle. 
5) Each half of the game lasts two minutes, at which point the teacher blows the whistle. The teams note down the score and swap roles. The word strips should be placed face down again and shuffled. 
6) At the end of each match, the teams gather the word strips for the next game. 
7) Record each team’s goals at the end of this round.
Main task:
Show the presentation French footballer text 

Display the slide, which shows four French footballers alongside some text. Read the text aloud or use the audio buttons, but do not at this point try to translate the text. Explain to the children that they will be completing a comprehension activity based on this text.  

Hand out the activity Allez les Bleus. 

Children to use full sentences in their book to answer the questions rather than answer on the sheet. 

Use the answer sheet to peer mark. 

Plenary: 
Vocabulary tournament- Round 2
Continue the tournament, in the same way as in the starter with the teams listed previously. 
Update the scoreboard after this round. 
	Lesson 5

Focus: To apply knowledge and understanding of French football vocabulary to create a footballer profile in French.

Success Criteria: 
· I can recall football-related vocabulary and phrases. 
· I can apply knowledge of football-related vocabulary to answer questions. 
· I can create a profile for a football player using written French. 
· I can present my ideas orally using accurate pronunciation and intonation so my peers can understand me. 
Starter: 
Vocabulary tournament- round 3
Following on from the previous lesson, the children play their final round of the French vocabulary tournament. 
Remember that it is two minutes per game and there are two games in each round. Each team takes their turn to be the strikers, scoring the goals, and the goalies, checking the answers. 

Once the children have finished playing, count the final scores and ask the children: Qui a gagne? Who has won? 
Invite the winning team to the front of the classroom for a round of applause. 

Main task: 
Explain to the children that in this final lesson of the unit, they will be writing a profile for a French Footballer or other footballer of their choice. 

Display the presentation Football player profile 

Display the slide, which models a French footballer profile. Discuss each of the French subheadings, reading them out or listening to the audio. Ask the children to suggest what each subheading might mean. Click to reveal the translations. 

Allow the children a short amount of time, if needed, to conduct some research about their chosen footballer (male or female) using laptops, computers or tablets. This should be completed in pairs. The children should make notes using each subheading from the slide as a guide. 

LA children to use the activity French football player profile to each child. This could be used by some children as a scaffold on which to create their French football player profile, whereas the rest of the class can create their own, using the sheet as a guide to write some sentences. 
HA children to create some speech from their football player to introduce who they are by writing a short paragraph. 

Plenary: 
Invite the children individually, or in their pairs, to present their player profiles in French to the class. Emphasise the importance of the presenter speaking clearly, with appropriate intonation and using their best French pronunciation so that the rest of the class can understand what is being said. 
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
