Reading comprehension

Evaluate and edit by:
· assessing the effectiveness of their own and others’ writing 
· proposing changes to vocabulary, grammar and punctuation to enhance effects and clarify meaning 
· ensuring the consistent and correct use of tense throughout a piece of writing 
· ensuring correct subject and verb agreement when using singular and plural, distinguishing between the language of speech and writing and choosing the appropriate register 
· proof-read for spelling and punctuation errors
Specific grammar objectives:
· using semicolons, colons or dashes to mark boundaries between independent clauses
· using a colon to introduce a list
· punctuating bullet points consistently
· to use persuasive language 
Spelling objectives
· use dictionaries to check the spelling and meaning of words 
· use the first three or four letters of a word to check spelling, meaning or both of these in a dictionary 
· use a thesaurus.
