Purpose: An introduction to Charles Dickens 	Audience: The other year 6 class	
Form: 
Reading comprehension
· asking questions to improve their understanding 
· drawing inferences such as inferring characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and justifying inferences with evidence
· predicting what might happen from details stated and implied 
· summarising the main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph, identifying key details that support the main ideas 
· identifying how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning
Writing Composition
Plan their writing by: 
· identifying the audience for and purpose of the writing, selecting the appropriate form and using other similar writing as models for their own
· noting and developing initial ideas, drawing on reading and research where necessary
· selecting appropriate grammar and vocabulary, understanding how such choices can change and enhance meaning
· précising longer passages 
· using a wide range of devices to build cohesion within and across paragraphs
Evaluate and edit by:

· proof-read for spelling and punctuation errors

· punctuate sentences correctly using capital letters and the correct demarcation at the end of the sentence.

· use dictionaries to check the spelling and meaning of words 
· use the first three or four letters of a word to check spelling, meaning or both of these in a dictionary 
· use a thesaurus.

	1
	Focus:  To predict

Success Criteria:  I can give an opinion and back it up with reasons using the text, where appropriate, for evidence. 
	Hook: 
Read pages 1-4 stopping at “running home as fast as I could.”

Using questions to explore the text so far and encourage children to formulate opinions and give reasons.
 
Who have we met so far? 
What do we know about them?  Encourage children to ask their own questions and as a class we attempt to answer. 

Pip – display on flipchart paper what we know about him. 
The man – display on the flipchart paper what we know about him. 

Should Pip help the man?
Brainstorm ideas in groups – record on whiteboards. Make sure the children have reasons. Yes or no why? Can they use evidence from the text to back up their answer? Tch demo with one reason taking with the class. Taking turns and building on responses. 

	Short Burst write
Should Pip help the man? Yes or no and why? 

What would you do and why?

Verbally discuss answers before writing down.
Think it, say it, like it, write it, read it, edit it!  

Tch to write own answer as well – to be used for the plenary. 
	Children to read out their answers. 
Tch guidance – demo how to read out the piece of writing – place writing under the visualizer.
Children to listen carefully to the pitch and the speed and repeat some lines trying to imitate the tch.  Children to then practice reading their own piece of writing thinking about the pitch and speed. Read to partner and then read out to class.  

	2
	Focus:  To summarise

Success Criteria:  I can give an opinion and back it up with reasons using the text, where appropriate, for evidence.
	Re-read text from yesterday. 

Using questions to explore the text so far and encourage children to formulate opinions and give reasons.
When do we think the story is set? Have we learnt anything about the time period in which the story is set?
On flipchart, bullet point ideas about time period – include reasons. 

What has happened so far? How do we know?
The story – draw a class story map using key vocabulary and pictures to show what has happened so far! Key vocabulary can then be used in the piece of short burst writing.

	Short Burst write
Using the story map, summarise what has happened so far in the story. 

Tch to model writing the start of the summary using the story map to help and key vocabulary and children to continue.

Tch to complete own summary to be used in plenary. 
	Children to read out their answers. 
Tch guidance – demo how to read out the piece of writing – place writing under the visualizer.
Children to listen carefully to the pitch and the speed and repeat some lines trying to imitate the tch.  Children to then practice reading their own piece of writing thinking about the pitch and speed. Read to partner and then read out to class.  

Finish lesson by reading to end of chapter 4 (can be done at the end of the day)


	3
	Focus: To know and understand how direct speech is punctuated.

Success Criteria:  I can apply the ICAPI rule.
	Recap session - How do we punctuate direct speech?

Look at the photocopied section of speech from the text. 

Photocopy pages 12/13 of the text – leave room round for the children to annotate. 

Can you identify the features which direct speech has to have? 
What features are we looking for? Do you remember anything? Build on each other’s knowledge. 

ICAPI – Inverted commas, capital letter, actual speech, punctuation, inverted commas.

Make sure all children are familiar with ICAPI.  

Introduce independent task - tch to read and remind the children of the initial conversation between Pip and the man. 


	With a partner, one of you be Pip and the other be the man. 

Imagine that you have just met in the graveyard. What could/would you say to each other? Try to keep it fairly simple. 

Together, on a whiteboard, write down the conversation. 

Edit the conversation and add in the correct punctuation for it being direct speech.  

Copy conversation into books.

	Presentational talk
Children to act out their speech thinking about the character they are playing. 

Prior to acting out – have a discussion with the class about how they could show who the different characters were? What could we think about? 
Intonation, speed, volume. 



Finish lesson by reading to end of chapter 8. (can be done at the end of the day)

	4
	Focus: To know and understand how direct speech is punctuated and its purpose. 

Success Criteria:  I understand how to use the ICAPI rule.
	Start by addressing any issues from the writing done yesterday – ICAPI reminder

Use the following lesson to highlight the need for extra information so your speech doesn’t play “ping pong”

Watch the film and complete whiteboard challenges.

Look at pages 12/13 again – identify where extra information has been added in – see below. 

Joe came into the kitchen as my sister shouted
She stood with a broom in her hand and said to me
As I opened the door to each of the guests, I was greeted with a cheerful,
His dramatic speech lasted forever and ended with him saying, 
He cleared his throat.
My sister squinted and whispered, 
Discuss what impact this has on the reader? Why has the author added in this extra information? What does it do for us? 

Using a conversation written yesterday, (secret writer photocopied from a child’s book)
Thinking about what we have just done on natural curriculum and identified in our text, How could we make this speech better? – Ideas for adding in extra info and explore synonyms for said.

Make a list of synonyms for said and decide which ones might be appropriate to use in this piece of writing.  


	Look again at the writing from yesterday – what could be added to make the writing better? Think about what we have discussed about adding detail and the speech not ending up as “ping pong”

Edit your writing – it doesn’t have to be the same as your partner but it can be. 
	Presentational talk
Children to act out their speech thinking about the character they are playing. 

Prior to acting out – have a discussion with the class about how they could show who the different characters were? What could we think about? 
Intonation, speed, volume.


Finish lesson by reading to end of chapter 13. (can be done at the end of the day)

	5
	Focus: To make a prediction about what happens next. 

Success Criteria:  I can use some key features in my writing to make it successful. 
	
When Estella and Pip meet again in the last scene at the Manor House, how do they seem to feel about each other? Children to discuss in groups and use the Thinking together Talk Tally to help with the discussion.  
Write down ideas on the flipchart and display

What do you think happens with them after the story ends? 
Write down ideas on the flipchart and display

Tch to choose a “what happens next” scenario and model writing – must include direct speech with extra information. Limit to 10 sentences!

Do a quick bullet point plan to start with to give the writing a basic structure   

	Choose a “what happens next” scenario and write in your books

Do a quick bullet pt plan to help structure writing 

(LAPs can use the tch bullet pt plan) 

Write on whiteboards first, then into books. 

Must include direct speech and can be no more than 10 sentences.
	Children to read out their “What happened next…”
[bookmark: _GoBack]Encourage them to think about the skills we have been practicing so far this week.
