	Read from People built factories….Which moths will survive. 

Predict – which moths do you think will survive and why?
Look at the repetition of the language from earlier parts of the book. What does this do for us as a reader? 

As a class, think of reasons and bullet point the answers with evidence. Encourage the children to give multiple reasons and evidence for their prediction. Link back to the earlier parts of the book.  


	Write their answer giving evidence from the text to answer the questions.

Use a PEE format for the answer. 

	Listen to each other’s predictions – does the evidence support?

	Focus: To explain what happened to the moths

Success Criteria
I can explain verbally what happened to the moths
I can use pictures to help me explain
I can use Cause and Effect AfC in my explanation
I can work collaboratively with my group.
	Read the remainder of the book and then re-read the whole book. 

Make bullet pointed list of what happens in the book on flipchart paper – think about chronology – TAKE PHOTO BEFORE CHUNKING UP

Work with the class to chunk this into sections.
Ideas
1. Moth being born and flying away
2. Difference between the moths
3. Salt and pepper winged Peppered moth ability to camouflage and reproduce.
4. Industrial revolution – the changes people made to the world- darker place
5. Charcoal winged moths – ability to camouflage and reproduce
6. Changes in the world again – balance and hope.

Using bullet points – as a class create an explanation of the moth – see example below. Include AfC so children can see how they are used. Include 5/6 words which are appropriate. 
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Give children plenty of time to verbally rehearse their writing. 

Teacher model using the plan to write. Write first section with the children.

· Bullet pointed list on flipchart – can be stuck in books
· the plan for all children to have - NOT to be stuck in books


 
	Children to work in groups of 2/3 to explain what has happened to the moths. 

Using the class plan, verbally explain the natural selection/adaptation of a moth. Encourage the children to act it out and add in actions to help them remember what they are saying (this will support their writing) 


Children to then begin writing – the first section can used by all children. 





	Use post its – everyone go round and read someone else’s work – tell them something they have done brilliantly and suggest 1 thing to make their work even better.
