Form: non-chronological report
Reading comprehension

	1
	Focus:  To make predictions

Success Criteria:  I can make predictions through what I see.
I can make predictions using my previous learning and knowledge.
	Set up the classroom to have CD quotes and clues- see TEAMS, English for resources.  
1. Have quotes from his books round the room
2. Photographs/pictures/drawings of characters -any idea who/what we are learning about?
3. Front cover of the book (cover name) - any idea who we are talking about?
4. Show book – who?
Children go around the room with whiteboards, jotting down predictions.


	1. Any idea who/what we are learning about? How do we know? Why do you think that?

2. Do we know anything about Charles Dickens? If so, what?
Do we have questions that we would like answering?

Predictions shared and written with partner at each station (whiteboards).

	Present ideas, in pairs to the class.

Teacher- Write down ideas at all points. Use different colours to build up your ideas as a class on either flip chart paper or the whiteboard to keep.
Reveal- Charles Dickens and show the front cover of his biography. 

	2
	Focus: To retrieve information

Success Criteria:  I can make meaningful notes 
	Collate a list of questions that we would like answered about Charles Dickens. 
What questions do we have about him/his life/what he did? 
Using the first double page spread under the visualizer (from his book) and as a photocopy on the flip chart, demo how to make notes – what information do we need? What is important and why?
Think about the piece of writing we are doing – non-chron report – it is factual not opinions so information needs to be facts. 
Use post its to start the class time line off. 

	Write notes on post its which is useful information. Include dates and facts

Create a class timeline of events using post it notes on the whiteboard – order events using the dates. Children to add to the timeline as they go along. 

Photograph to record in books. 

	Review the timeline as a class – is there anything we have missed? Do we have the correct order?

Have we answered any of our questions? 

	3
	Focus: To infer using a familiar text 

Success Criteria:  I can structure my answer by making a point, providing evidence in favour of my point and explaining how the evidence answers my question.
	Connect to Oliver Twist (Guided reading text)
How did Charles Dickens help to raise awareness of the horrors which occurred in the workhouses?

Look at the workhouse page from the Charles Dickens book. Look back at where the workhouse is mentioned in chapter 1/2 of Oliver Twist. 

Encourage children to talk about the experiences Oliver has in Oliver Twist. 

Make notes on flipchart paper – write evidence in another colour. 

	Children write their own response to the question using PEE style answer. 

	Children to read out their answers – think about volume and intonation. Pausing for punctuation. 

	4
	Focus: To summarise and retrieve information.

Success Criteria:  I can use ICT to deepen my knowledge about the life of Charles Dickens.
	Review the information that we collected yesterday – currently in time order. 

Think about a non-chron report that we have written before – Rainforests – what sections did you have? 

Think about the sections which are in the book already. Make decisions on the sections we are going to have and group the post-its accordingly on flipchart paper. 

Explain that the children are going to use the books and laptops to explore further Charles’ life and add extra information to the flipchart paper. 

Have we answered our questions? Do we have any further questions that we wish to ask from our current research?    

   
	Using the laptops and the books about Charles Dickens – collect further information for the different sections. 

Allocate a section to different groups.  

Note making
	Review the information collected by each group. Do we have all we need to write a good non-chron report. Is there anything missing? 

Children in each group to present their findings. 


Photograph each flipchart page for every child

	5
	Focus: To explore the features of a non-chron report

Success Criteria:  I understand why certain features are needed in a non-chronological report. 
	Use a non-chron report and look at the features of it

What is a non-chron report? What are they for? Why do we have them? What do they do for the reader?

Use the “Victorians Non-chron report” from grammarsaurus – annotated version available. 

Identify the following:
Title 
Introduction
Subheadings
Technical vocabulary
5/6 spelling



 
	Children to work in pairs and annotate a copy of the no-chron report to show features. 

Using 5/6 word list – pick out words which could be used for the non-chron report. 


	Collate a list of vocabulary to display on the working wall which can be used in this piece of writing. 

	6
	Focus: To use relative clauses 

Success Criteria:  I can provide the reader with extra information.
I can use appropriate relative pronouns.

relative pronouns - who, which, where, when, whose, that or with an implied (i.e. omitted) relative pronoun
	Complete whiteboard challenges for banana frog

	Review the use of a relative clause. 

Charles Dickens was an author. 

Add a relative clause into the sentence above. 

	7
	Focus: To use relative clauses (and parenthesis)

Success Criteria:  I can use commas correctly when adding in a relative clause.
I can use commas, brackets and dashes to demarcate parenthesis. 
	Recap how to use relative clauses and what the relative pronouns are. 

Using a basic sentence about Charles Dickens from the research sheets, work with the children to add in a relative clause which will add in further detail. Add in further detail, which doesn’t start with a relative pronoun, and explore the children’s understanding of parenthesis as a means of adding extra information. 
What is parenthesis? What does it do for us? Why do we use it?

Talk about commas, brackets and dashes. 

Tch demo the layout of the work with the editing page and using * and a number to edit work.  



	Children to look at the research sheets and to write a basic sentence. 

Children then to expand that sentence by adding parenthesis or a relative clause.

Layout in book – double page spread – right for writing, left for editing. 
Write Basic sentence on right hand page
Use a *+number to show where the parenthesis/relative clause is going to go and write on editing page.  

Try to write ¾ different sentences. Verbally rehearse basic sentence then write it then add in the relative clause. 

	Children to read out one of their finished sentences including the relative clause/parenthesis. 

The class to identify the relative pronoun that has been used or where the parenthesis is.

	Focus: To plan a non-chron report

Success Criteria:  I can select relevant features for my NCR.
	Complete box it up grid for the Victorian non-chron report. Working backwards. Tch to complete with class on flipchart.  


ONLY WRITING 4 SECTIONS

Tch demo - Using the photographs from lesson 4 (reprint another copy with photographs on A3 and gaps round them to write), number the information in each section so you know the order of your writing. From the box it up - Add next to each section 5/6 words or good vocabulary to be used, a heading for each section and any adverbials for cohesion 

Exploratory talk – verbally rehearsing sentences

	Children to complete box it up grid for CD non-chron report. 



Order information using numbers on photographs (reprint another copy) from lesson 4 and add in relevant information. 

LAPS – to work with tch to complete all above as a group.

	10
	Focus: To write a non-chron report

Success Criteria:  I can successfully follow my plan.
	Tch to model writing one section from the plan completed with the LAPS. Model editing work and verbally rehearsing the sentences before writing. Model writing on whiteboard then onto paper. 

Editng page – double page spread for writing. Write on the right and edit on the left. 
 
	Children to write their first 2 sections of the non-chron report. 

Expectation for 2 sections to be written today. 
	Children to read out what they have written – can we help them edit/improve it?

	Focus: To write a a non-chron report

Success Criteria:  I can successfully follow my plan.
	Tch to model editing work and checking against the plan. 
1. Does it make sense? If not, change it! 
2. Look for the vocabulary – add it in if it’s not there
3. The order of the info – is it right?
4. The adverbials – are they there? If not, add them in. 
Edit in blue

Continue to write. 
	Repeat the modelled process for your piece of writing and continue to write. 
	Children to read out what the have written – can we help them edit/improve it?

	Focus: To edit and improve a piece of writing. 

Success Criteria:  I can successfully follow my plan.
