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 Science- Animal including Humans     

	Lesson 1:

FOCUS: To identify different types of teeth, parts of a tooth and describe their functions. 

Starter: 

Stick knowledge organisers into book and vocabulary sheets. Discuss these with the children and find out what they know so far about Teeth and the digestive system. 

Input: 

Work through the powerpoint up to the slide about parts of a tooth. 

Discuss the different types of teeth with the children. Quiz them on their understanding about each tooth and its function. 

Part 2- work through parts of a tooth slide. What do you think each part of a tooth is for? Eg: enamel protects the tooth. 

Main Activity: 

1- Children to label the types of teeth on a diagram of the mouth. They then should fill in the gaps of their functions using the word bank. 

Mild- first letter provided and smaller word banks underneath each section 

Medium- one full word bank

2- Label the parts of a tooth. 

Plenary:
 Mark each task in orange pen with the children to provide immediate feedback. Then provide them with a whiteboard quiz to check their understanding from today’s lesson. 


	Lesson 2: 

FOCUS: To set up a simple and practical enquiry to conduct a comparative and fair test to understand what causes tooth decay. 

Starter:

Recap the children’s understanding of the different types of teeth, their functions and parts of a tooth from the previous lesson. 

Show them the PP and ask them to discuss tooth decay and what they think causes it before discussing their ideas as a while. 

Input: 

Discuss scientific enquiry. Why do scientists ask questions? Why do they carry out enquiries and test? Address misconceptions and encourage children to elaborate on vague ideas (to find out things/ it is their job). 

Explain the difference between scientific and non-scientific enquiry and use the powerpoint to ask children to sort questions into each type of enquiry. 

Main Activity: 

Testing Tooth decay. Children will work through their investigation sheet (predictions, equipment list and fair test statements) then set up their investigation before drawing a diagram to show what they have done. 

Mild- close procedure (fill in the blank/ picture support) 

Medium- Starter help 

Hot- Independent

Plenary: 

Recap the different types of enquiry and ask the children how they set up a fair and comparative investigation.  

	Lesson 3- 

FOCUS: To identify and name parts of the human digestive system.  
Success Criteria:

· I can name parts of the digestive system
· I can identify parts of the digestive system 
· I can construct a digestive system 
Starter: 

Children to discuss with a partner the following statements and questions. 

Humans digest food? They have a digestive system that allows them to do this. What do you think digest/ digestive system means? 

Input: 

Watch the following video about the digestive system.

Show an illustration and or model of the digestive system. Talk through the journey of the digestive system using the video to support the children.

Main Activity:
1. Labelling the digestive system-

	Lesson 4- 
FOCUS: To describe the simple functions of basic part of the digestive system

Input: Gums to Bums investigation
