In this topic, children learn about building towers and bridges, starting with constructing tall towers, then exploring bridges, next they looks at animals as builders and finally engage in researching famous engineers and architects and the structures they built.

	Dance
Pupils focus on creating characters and narrative through movement and gesture. They gain inspiration from a range of stimuli, working individually, in pairs and small groups. In dance as a whole, pupils think about how to use movement to explore and communicate ideas and issues, and their own feelings and thoughts. Pupils will develop confidence in performing and will be given the opportunity to provide feedback and utilise feedback to improve their own work.

Yoga
Pupils learn about mindfulness and body awareness. They learn yoga poses and techniques that will help them to connect their mind and body. The unit looks to improve well being by building strength, flexibility and balance. The learning includes breathing and meditation taught through fun and engaging activities. Pupils will work independently and with others to create their own yoga flows.
	Gymnastics: 
In this unit, pupils create more complex sequences. They learn a wider range of travelling actions and include the use of pathways. They develop more advanced actions such as inverted movements and explore ways to include apparatus. They will demonstrate control in their behaviour to create a safe environment for themselves and others to work in. They work independently and in collaboration with a partner to create and develop sequences. Pupils are given opportunities to receive and provide feedback in order to make improvements on their performances. In gymnastics as a whole, pupils develop performance skills considering the quality and control of their actions.

Dance 
Pupils focus on creating characters and narrative through movement and gesture. They gain inspiration from a range of stimuli, working individually, in pairs and small groups. In dance as a whole, pupils think about how to use movement to explore and communicate ideas and issues, and their own feelings and thoughts. Pupils will develop confidence in performing and will be given the opportunity to provide feedback and utilise feedback to improve their own work.
	Basketball 
Pupils will be encouraged to persevere when developing competencies in key skills and principles such as defending, attacking, throwing, catching and dribbling. Pupils will learn to use attacking skills to maintain possession of the ball. They will start by playing uneven and then move onto even sided games. Pupils will understand the importance of playing fairly and to the rules. They will be encouraged to think about how to use skills, strategies and tactics to outwit the opposition as well as learn how to evaluate their own and others’ performances.

Tag Rugby 
In this unit pupils will learn to keep possession of the ball using attacking skills. They will play uneven and then even sided games, developing strategies and social skills to self-manage games. Pupils will understand the importance of playing fairly and keeping to the rules. Pupils will think about how to use skills, strategies and tactics to outwit the opposition. They will learn how to evaluate their own and others’ performances and suggest improvements.
	Netball:  Pupils will be encouraged to persevere when developing competencies in key skills and principles such as defending, attacking, throwing, catching and shooting. They will learn to use a range of different passes in different situations to keep possession and attack towards goal. Pupils will learn about defending and attacking play as they begin to play even-sided versions of 5-a-side Netball. They will learn key rules of the game such as footwork, held ball, contact and obstruction.
 
Handball:  Pupils will be encouraged to persevere when learning key skills such as throwing, catching, dribbling, shooting and principles of defending and attacking. Pupils will use their attacking skills to maintain possession in game situations. They will play small-sided, un-even and even games. The pupils will understand the importance of playing fairly and following the rules. They will be encouraged to think about how to apply the skills learned in game like situations to improve and to get into a scoring opportunity, as well as how to best defend as a team. They will also evaluate their own and others’ performances.
	Athletics- In this unit, pupils will develop basic running, jumping and throwing techniques. They are set challenges for distance and time that involve using different styles and combinations of running, jumping and throwing. As in all athletic activities, pupils think about how to achieve their greatest possible speed, distance or accuracy and learn how to persevere to achieve their personal best.
 
Cricket- Pupils learn how to strike the ball into space so that they can score runs. When fielding, they learn how to keep the batters’ scores low. In all games activities, pupils have to think about how they use skills, strategies and tactics to outwit the opposition. In cricket, pupils achieve this by striking a ball and trying to avoid fielders, so that they can run between wickets to score runs. Pupils are given opportunities to work in collaboration with others, play fairly demonstrating an understanding of the rules, as well as being respectful of the people they play with and against.
	Tennis- In this unit pupils develop the key skills required for tennis such as the ready position, racket control and forehand and backhand ground strokes. Pupils learn how to score points and how to use skills, strategies and tactics to outwit the opposition. Pupils are given opportunities to play games independently and are taught the importance of being honest whilst playing to the rules.

Fitness- Pupils will take part in a range of fitness challenges testing and record their scores. They will learn about different components of fitness; speed, stamina, strength, coordination, balance and agility. Pupils will be given opportunities to work at their maximum and improve their fitness levels. They will need to persevere when they get tired or when they find a challenge hard and are encouraged to support others to do the same. Pupils are asked to recognise areas for improvement and suggest activities that they could do to do this. Pupils will be encouraged to work safely and with control.

	History/Geography

	Rivers and Mountains: 
In this unit children will explore locating key continents, countries and cities on a map, understand and identify human and physical features of the Earth, explain how mountains and rivers form and identify key features of these and explain the importance of rivers for cities and settlements and why people built settlements near a river. 

Children will take a key focus of India and research Mount Kanchenjunga and the River Ganges. They will compare and contrasts the key features of these to famous mountains and rivers in the UK. 
	Rotten Romans:
In this unit, children will learn about the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain at the time and the legacy it left us. Children will be introduced to the Romans and learn about the history of Rome, where in Europe Rome is and how the Empire began to grow. We will also look at life in Britain before the Romans arrived and how their arrival affected Celtic Tribes. We will then learn about the power an organisation of the Roman Army and explain why they were so successful. The children will consider life as a Celt under Roman Rule and learn what went wrong that led to Boudicca’s rebellion. We will also study Roman roads, building and aqueducts before learning about their legacy and how many aspects of modern life can be traced back to the Romans
	Invaders and Settlers: 
In This unit, children will learn about the Anglo Saxons and the Vikings and how they fit into the chronology of Britain. Frist, hey will look at the terms ‘invaders’ and ‘settlers’. Pupils will then focus on the Anglos Saxons and learn all about their settlements and also their invasion. They will research the pagan beliefs during the Anglo Saxons times and learn about the important Kings along with Anglo Saxon law and order. 

Children will then develop their knowledge and learn about the Viking invasion. They will understand who the Vikings are and where they came from. They will learn about the beliefs of Viking warriors and their way of life including Viking farm settlements. Following on from this, children will learn about Viking traders and Gods.
