Intention




The children will explore a range of creation stories and scientific ideas about how the world began in imaginative ways. They present their own ideas using art and language. They consider how creation stories help some people understand what God is like.
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Previous Learning
In Reception the children learnt about the story of the birth of Jesus at Christmas time and the story of the death of Jesus at Easter. They talked about Christians and how they believe in God and read the bible.

How Did the World Begin? - Previous Learning





Children will build on their previous learning by continuing to explore religious stories and the beliefs that are important to different people. Pupils will listen carefully to stories and to the ideas shared by others, developing their listening and attention skills. Through discussion, they will use expressive language to explain their own ideas and beliefs, as well as respond to the thoughts of their peers. Through active learning, pupils will be encouraged to ask questions about the stories they hear and the meanings behind them. They will also begin to create and think critically by comparing beliefs and forming their own opinions about the ideas explored.

Starter: 
Read through the sentences on the notebook. -Is God real? It always snows at Christmas. Cucumbers are always green. Cars are the best. Is it true, proof, believe? 
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Main: 
Talk about what the children think and believe about the sentences on notebook. Record on Seesaw and add QR code to sheet. 

Plenary: 
Introduce the Wonderbox to the children. Explain if they have any wonders they can write them on a sticky note and put them in the box. [image: A screenshot of a computer

Recap and Recall:
Discuss- Is it true? Read the statements from notebook and ask if it is true or not. Discuss children’s ideas.
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Starter:                                                                      Pair children up, go outside and draw/list natural and manmade creations in the school environment.

Use the best ones to create a class list.

Main:
Show children the Kapow presentation of pictures of people creating things. Discuss the following questions:
What is happening in the pictures? (Someone is making or creating something.)
How might the people feel? (Pleased, proud, happy, careful.)
Have you ever felt this way about something you have created? 
How would you treat something you had created? (With care; put it somewhere special; show other people.)
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Children to use a range of crafting, drawing and painting equipment to make something-anything. Explore how their creations grow.

Have the children look at one another’s work to see how they develop over the time.

Plenary:
Look through Natural Wonders presentation.
Ask the children what they can see in each 
photograph. Remind the children of the 
natural objects they identified during the 
Attention grabber. 
Explain that, like the things the children 
created, the natural objects in the school 
grounds and the presentation photographs 
were also created.
Explain that some scientists believe they 
know how the world and all its natural 
things were created. However, many people 
have different beliefs based on their own 
opinions and worldviews.
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	Lesson 3- The Story of Creation

Recap and Recall:
Activity – Creation word match.
Questions:
• What is creation?
• Who might people believe created the world?
Recap previous learning by discussing what natural, manmade and creation mean.
Starter:
Show photos of a web, daisy, playground and butterfly. Discuss which is the odd one out.  Repeat with other pictures.
Remind the children that natural things are not made by humans. Man made things are.

Main:                                                                                               Tell the children that both the Christian and Jewish 
special texts are very long, so they 
are split into sections. Compare this to chapters in a book or a box set of books or a book with more than one story in. 
Show the children a Bible and a Torah. 

Explain that some Jewish people read the Torah. This is one of their special texts and has five parts. Discuss how the Torah can be read from scrolls and sometimes these words are printed in a book that people can read at home.


Explain that people who are Christian often read the Bible, which is a special book for Christians. The 
first five books of the Bible are the same as the five books of the Torah.


Explore the different Bibles and Torah together.
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Activity:

Explain to the children both the Torah and the Bible begin with the story of creation. Watch the Kapow video of the creation story. Teacher retell the story and use props. 
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Discuss: 
What does the story show was created on each day? (Day one – light; day two – water and sky; day three – land, sea and plants; day four – the Sun, Moon and stars; day five – sea creatures and birds; day six – animals and humans.)
What did God do in this story when he had finished? (Rested.)
Who might believe this story accurately describes the creation of the world? (Some Jewish and Christian people; some of the children may say that they or someone they know believe this story.)
What is God like in this story? (Children may suggest: creative, clever, powerful or tired.)
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Ask the children to decorate the numbers to show what happened on each day of the creation story.
For example, the children could colour the number one yellow and black to show that on day one light and dark were created; the number five could be coloured in blue and decorated with sea creatures to show that on day five, God created creatures in the sea.

Plenary:
Ask the children to retell the Jewish and Christian creation story with a partner using their decorated numbers to help them.

	Lesson 4- Hindu Story of creation

Foundational Skills:
Listening and attention – pupils listen carefully to stories and others’ ideas.
Expressive language – pupils explain their ideas and beliefs.
Understanding – pupils recognise similarities and differences in beliefs.
Active learning – pupils ask questions about stories and ideas.
Create and think critically – pupils compare beliefs and form opinions.

Learning Objectives:                                               To recognise that there are different creation stories to explain how the world began.
Success Criteria:                                                            I can correctly order the key events of a Hindu creation story.
I can say how the story is similar to other creation stories.
I can say how the story is different from other creation stories.

Recap and Recall:
Activity – Retell the Genesis story with actions.
Questions:
• What happened on day 1?
• What was created last?
Recap previous learning by discussing what natural, manmade, creation story and creation mean.


Starter: 
Show the children the phots on the notebook. Discuss the link between each photo. 
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Tell the children that the Torah and Bible are both holy books. The child creating with playdough is like God creating the world. The heart links with the creation image because God loves the world and everything in it. The Torah and Bible both contain a creation story.

Main:                                                                     Watch the story Hindu story creation.
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Ask the children to cut up the pictures and arrange them in the correct order to re-tell the Hindu creation story.  Encourage the children to discuss the story with their partners and compare their ideas. Once they are happy with their story sequencing, invite the children to stick them into their books. 

Ask the children: What do Hindus call God when he creates? (Brahma.)  Can you remember the other names for God? (Vishnu and Shiva.) What powers do the different names represent? (Brahma – creation; Vishnu – caring for the world; Shiva – recreating or replacing the world.)

Plenary:
Draw three columns on flipchart with the headings: ‘Christian and Jewish’, ‘Hindu’ and ‘Both’. 
Ask the children to identify which story the images are from and if any could appear in both. As a class, sort the pictures into the correct columns.


Ask the children to use this comparison table to discuss similarities and differences between the two creation stories studied so far. 
Similarities: the order of creation; creator God; started from nothing.
Differences: God has different forms; what the world is created from; people are not mentioned in the Hindu story; the timescale for creation
	Lesson 5- What might a creator be like?

Recap and Recall:
Compare two creation stories. Discuss: 
• What is the same?
• What is different?

Discuss- What do creation stories suggest to some people about God?

Recap last week’s Hindu story of creation.
What can you remember about the story?
What did the story tell Hindus about God? 
(God was there before anything else; God created the world; God will create, look after and destroy many universes; God is creative and powerful.)
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Starter: 
Look at picture of an artist. Discuss what do you think her talents are? What do you think her personality is like? Why? 






What do stories tell us about God the creator?
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Main:
What do you need to be a creator?
Ask the children to choose 10 words that you think you need to be able to create the world.



Plenary:
Discuss- 
Do you have any words which are the same as your partner?
Are there any words your partner has chosen which you have not chosen?
Which of your words do you think is the best for describing a creator god?
	Lesson 6- What does creation look like?

Show the children the Natural Wonders presentation.     
Look through the pictures and answer the questions.

Who or what do you think created the world? 
How do you think the world was created?
Which is your favourite picture and why?


Main:
Show the children the selection of art resources and explain that they will use them to create a piece of artwork which shows how they think the world began. Children may choose to express their ideas in one of the following ways: Depicting one of the stories they have heard during this unit. Basing their art on a story or theory they have heard elsewhere. Representing creation in a more abstract way using colour and shape. Focusing on the Being responsible for creation.


Plenary:
We are now going to pretend we are in an Art Gallery. Study each others work, what do you think your friend works show?  Record children’s ideas on seesaw and add QR code to pic college. Take photos of artwork to make pic college, 
Work through the quiz together.
