	   




Y1– 1 week (5  Lesssons)– Narrative – Inside out

  Key Objectives:

     Reading: Being encouraged to link what they read or hear read to their own experiences. Discussing word meanings, linking new meanings to those already known. Drawing on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary provided by the teacher. Participate in discussion about what they watch – using short bursts of the film, taking turns and listening to what others say. Explain clearly their understanding of what is read to them.

 Writing: Begin to form lower-case letters in the correct direction, starting and finishing in the right place. Form capital letters. Saying out loud what they are going to write about. Composing a sentence orally before writing it. Sequencing sentences to form short narratives. Re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense. Leaving spaces between words. Joining words and joining clauses using. Beginning to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop and question mark.

Speaking and Listening: Perform their own compositions, using appropriate intonation, volume, and movement so that meaning is clear.  


Planning: Identify the audience for the writing- writing to create a book for the school Library.

Draft and Write: Write about their feelings and be able to say how they recognise said feelings. 

Evaluate and Edit: Children to evaluate their draft by using blue pen. 

Publishing: Children to publish their writing and then read to their peers in the library. 

Additional books: The Colour Monster by Anna Llenas. 



	Lesson 1 Hook – Prediction
L.O: To predict, explore and discuss characters of ‘Inside Out’. S.C: I can predict who the characters are. I can ask and answer questions verbally. I can give reasoning to my answers. 

Explain to the children we are going to watch some clips (video clips will be home videos of T’s children being happy and sad at home) from Mrs Jones’ and Mrs Truby’s house. Explain they need to watch carefully as we would like them to tell us what they think is happening. 
 Encourage the children to talk with their talking partners and explain what might be happening. Class discussion: Are the children happy/sad? 
Why do you think they feel this way? 
What could have happened? 
Have you ever felt like the children in the videos? Why?
Write their ideas of feelings on A3 paper for the display board to use later in the week. 
Go through Notebook. Show the children the characters from ‘Inside out’ but do not tell them who they are.
Children will now need to predict and discuss who they think they are and why. Discuss the character’s colours – link back to previous learning of The Colour Monster. 

T / TA to write the children’s ideas on flip chart paper for our display. Explain we are going to create a feelings book for the school library to help the younger children understand their feelings. 

To finish, read The Colour Monster. 
	Lesson 4 - Writing
L.O: To write a caption about what you are angry of and why. 
S.C: I understand about the feeling of being angry. I can explain how I feel. I can say what I am angry of. I can use my phonics knowledge to write a caption.  

As the children come into the classroom from play time Mrs Jones and Mrs Rayns will be having a pretend argument. Both teachers will be very angry with each other. Let the children watch.
Ask the children to get into a circle. Discuss what they saw and discuss what how each of the T had been feeling. Why did the T feel like that? TA to join in with the circle and help quieter children make suggestions. How did it make them feel seeing T angry at one and another?

Look through the notebook. Have a photo of the angry character in Inside out. Why do they think he’s angry? How can we tell he is angry?
Make a mind map of all of the things makes the children angry. 
T to model writing a suggestion it in sentences. 
Activity: Children to draw a picture and write a caption of what makes them angry and why.
Blues – Can they extend their sentences by saying how it makes other people feel? 





	Lesson 2 -Writing
L.O: To write a caption about what you are scared of and why. 
S.C: I understand about the feeling of being scared. I can explain how I feel. I can say what I am scared of. I can use my phonics knowledge to write a caption.  

Re-cap on yesterday’s lesson by referring back to flip chart paper & A3 paper on English learning wall. 
Watch a short burst clip of ‘Inside Out’, starting 57 minutes and stop the clip at 59.38 minutes. The clip is of the character being scared of the clown. If the children have seen the film before, explain that you have not seen it before so make sure they do not ruin the ending (that it is a dream!). 
Talking partners – How is she feeling? Why? What is happening in the clip? Would you feel the same?
Explain to the children we are going to do a ‘freeze frame’. The children are going to walk around the classroom listening to scary music. When the music stops, the children have to freeze in a pose of being frightened. T and TA will model first. T will go around the classroom and point an imaginary microphone to a child and ask what they are scared of. Can their peers help them create another scary pose?

Go through notebook and create a mind map of all the reasons the children become scared. T to model writing in a sentence.
Activity: Children to draw a picture and write a caption of what makes them scared and why. 
Green and Blue- Write sentences to explain what they are frightened of. 
Reds to use widget cards.
Yellows o use sound mats. 

To finish, watch the clip again and let the children see that it was all a dream!
 
	Lesson 5 
L.O: To create a front cover for our 'feelings' books.
S.C: I understand what a front cover is.
I can draw pictures to show what is in my book.
I can write a title and my name. 

Explain to the children that today we will be making a front cover for our feelings books.
Children to discuss what a front cover is and what it might show.
Look at front covers of different books and discuss what they notice.
Discuss what they could draw on the front covers of their books.

Model to the children writing a title, by ______ and drawing a picture to show what is in the book.
Children to complete their own front cover.

 Reds to work with teacher.
 



	Lesson 3- Writing
L.O: To write a caption about what you are happy of and why. 
S.C: I understand about the feeling of being happy. I can explain how I feel. I can say what I am happy about. I can use my phonics knowledge to write a caption.  

Re-cap on yesterday’s lesson by referring back to flip chart paper, A3 paper on English learning wall and discuss the emotion we were exploring yesterday.

Watch a short burst clip of Inside Out, from the start and stop at 6.28 minutes. The clip is of the character being happy with her family from a tiny baby to a young child. 
Talking partners – How is she feeling? Why? What is happening in the clip? Would you feel the same?

Explain to the children we are going to be discussing what makes us happy but before they tell the T, explain we are going to play a version of Musical Chairs. 

Play the music, as the children walk around the chairs the music will stop. Instead of being sad for being out of the game, the children will instead say what makes them happy AND WHY! Try and ensure the blue and green children are ‘out’ first to model the sentences to the yellow and red children.

Go through notebook and create a mind map of all the reasons the children become happy. T to model writing it in sentences.
Activity: Children to draw a picture and write a caption of what makes them happy and why. 

Reds to use widget cards.
Yellows to use sound mats.
