Instructional Writing- Making Hot Chocolate													
In this unit we will read instructions and answer questions. We will learn key time conjunction vocabulary and understand the verbs used. We will read and learn instructions and follow them to make hot chocolate.  
	Key Objectives
 To learn and retell a set of instructions.

 To be able to read common exception words and use these in speech and writing correctly.

 To be able to read and understand the meaning and use of time adverbials. 

 To plan and write a set of instructions using knowledge of phonics and tricky words. 

To be able identify and say what a bossy verb and a time adverbial is.







	Lesson 1
Making Hot Chocolate
L.O: To verbally identify time adverbials and bossy verbs. 
SC: I can verbally identify the time adverbials and bossy verbs. I can use my word mat to help me verbally say how to make a hot chocolate.  (Seesaw)

Teaching:
Explain to the children that today we will be making a hot chocolate. Recap with the children the time connectives and bossy verbs they listed yesterday. 
Read through the ingredients and equipment lists with the children.
Activities:
Work as a class to make a jug of hot chocolate. Children to be offered hot chocolate to drink. (Be aware of milk allergies).
Ask children to work with a friend to retell the instructions. Remind the children about using time adverbials and bossy verbs.
Then teacher scribe on flip chart paper a set of instructions to make a hot chocolate. 
Children then present their verbal set of instructions to the other children in the class. Teacher to video and put on Seesaw. 
Teacher to create a pic collage of the photos showing the different steps to make a hot chocolate for books.



	Lesson 2
Bossy Verbs and Time Adverbials
L.O: To be able identify and say what a bossy verb and a time adverbial is. 
S.C: I can explain what a bossy verb is. I can explain what a time adverbial is. I can create my own bossy verb and time adverbial poster.

Teaching:
Tell the children that this week in English we will be learning about instructions. 
Ask the children to talk to their partners: 
What are instructions? 
When do we use instructions? 
Explain to the children that instructions need a time adverbial and a bossy verb. 
Watch ‘Time adverbials’ video. 

Tell the children that instructions also need a bossy verb- to tell you what to do. These are also called imperative verbs. 
Listen to the imperative verb song.

Explain to the children that they are going to play a game.  Ask the children to follow your instructions. E.g. Stand on 1 leg. Put your hands on your head. 
Activities:
Give the children the following sentences:
1.  First shut the box. 
2. Next fill the cup. 
3. Then put the hat on the cat. 
4. After sit on the carpet. 
5. Finally look at the shop. 
Ask the children to circle the time adverbial in red and the bossy verbs in blue. 
Ask the children to share the time adverbial and bossy verbs they have found. Teacher to record on flip chart paper. Then ask the children if they can think of any more time adverbials or bossy verbs. Add them to the list. 
Explain to the children that now we have we a word bank they are going to create their own time adverbial and bossy verb poster which will help them with their work this week. 
Blue and Green Groups to write the words on the sheet. 
Red and Yellow Groups to cut and stick the words onto the sheet. 
Tell the children that later in the week they are going to use these words to write a set of instructions explaining how to make hot chocolate. 
Are there any time adverbial or bossy verbs we might use to do this? Ask the children to add them to their lists.

	Lesson 3
Bossy Verbs and Time Adverbial for Making a Hot Chocolate
L.O: To think of suggestions for time adverbial and bossy verbs for making instructions for making hot chocolate.
S.C: I can make suggestions for time adverbial and bossy verbs using Phase 3/5 sounds. I can say what time connectives and bossy verbs are.

Teaching:
Recap from yesterday. Remind the children that yesterday they made a hot chocolate. 
Read through a photo of the class word bank. Play a Seesaw video of the children saying the instructions.
Explain to the children that they are going to write their set of instructions today. 
Activities:
Give the children 5 pictures of the steps needed to make a hot chocolate. Ask the children to put them into order of what they did. 
Then ask the children to think of a time adverbial and a bossy verb for each picture. 
Model to the children writing a time adverbial and a bossy verb for each of the picture. Children to write their own time adverbial and bossy verb for each picture. 





	Lesson 4
Writing Instructions- How to Make a Hot Chocolate
L.O: To write a set of instructions on how to make a hot chocolate. To use our previous knowledge of time adverbial and bossy verbs to write our instructions correctly.
S.C: I can say what time adverbials and bossy verbs are.
I can write bossy verbs and time adverbials in simple instructions.
I can use time adverbials and bossy verbs correctly in instructions. 

Teaching:
Tell the children that they are going to write a complete set of instructions- How to make a hot chocolate. Recap how to make a hot chocolate. Look at the 5 pictures- 1 for each step. Work as a class to write a sentence for each of the pictures. Tell the children that each sentence needs a time adverbial and a bossy verb. 
Activities:
Children to write their own set of instructions- How to Make a Hot Chocolate.
Red group- With teacher support read each sentence then match the sentence to the picture. Stick the sentence down to create a set of instructions. Then ask the children to circle the time adverbial in blue and the bossy verbs in red. 
Yellow group- Use word mats to fill in the correct time adverbial and bossy verbs into the sentences to complete the set of instructions.
Blue and Green groups- Children to write a sentence for each of the pictures. Remind the children about using a time adverbial and a bossy verb in each sentence.
