Y1– 2 weeks (7 lessons)– Narrative – The Teddy Robber 
	   Key Objectives 
    Reading:  
Being encouraged to link what they read or hear read to their own experiences. Discussing word meanings, linking new meanings to those already known. Drawing on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary provided by the teacher. Participate in discussion about what they watch – using short bursts of the film, taking turns and listening to what others say. Explain clearly their understanding of what is read to them.

Writing: Begin to form lower-case letters in the correct direction, starting and finishing in the right place. Form capital letters. Saying out loud what they are going to write about. Composing a sentence orally before writing it. Sequencing sentences to form short narratives. Re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense. Leaving spaces between words. Joining words and joining clauses using. Beginning to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop or exclamation mark. 

Speaking and Listening: Perform their own compositions, using appropriate intonation, volume, and movement so that meaning is clear.  


Planning: To create a new ‘giant story’.

Draft and Write: Ensure their letter has adjectives.  

Evaluate and edit: Children to evaluate their draft by using blue pen. 

Publishing: Children to publish and read out to the other Year 1 class.  

** The week before this planning starts, introduce your class teddy. He is going to keep an eye on us, sit with children who are making right choices, gives stickers to children who are being kind to others etc. Ensure all children love this teddy and exaggerate how important he is to your class. Remove the teddy the morning of Lesson 1 **




	Lesson 1. Hook – Prediction
L.O: To be able to predict what might happen by looking at the front cover.
S.C: I can use clues and predict what I think might happen in the story. 
As the lesson starts, look over to where the class teddy sits and act how shocked and upset you are that the teddy has gone – create excitement. Ask the children if they know where he is! 
Find the wrapped book with the note saying “This will help you find your teddy, but only go up to the post it note…or you will not get teddy back!”
Look through the windows of the front cover – discuss with the children what they predict? Why does it have anything to do with our teddy? Why have we been sent this book? Who’s hand is on the front cover? Where has teddy gone?
Look at the back 
Open the book and read only until the boy is swinging on the giants boot. 
Stop and discuss what is going to happen next. T to model writing predictions on the board. 
Activity: Children to write their predictions on differentiated sheets of what will happen next and what has happened to our teddy. 
Reds: Draw a picture and label.
Yellow, Green & Blue: Draw a picture and write a sentence about what happens next.


	Lesson 4- To Write a Thank-you Note
L.O: To write a thank you note to the Giant. 
S.C: I can write a thank you message to the Giant. I can use my phonics knowledge to write my note independently. I can say why I am happy to have our toy back. 
Show children an envelope containing a letter from the giant. Open the envelope and read the letter with the children. Read the whole story to the children. 
Tell the children that we’ve got a surprise. Show the children a parcel containing the missing teddy. Unwrap together. 
Explain that we need to write a thank-you letter to the giant. 
Discuss- Why are we saying thank-you? How do you feel having our teddy back? 
Explain to the children that they are going to write a thank-you card to the giant for returning the teddy. 
Teacher to model writing a thank-you card on flip chart. Remind the children to use their phonics, capital letters, full stops finger spaces and use letterjoin handwriting.
Blue, Green and Yellow Groups- Children to write a card to the giant. Once they have written the inside ask them to draw a picture of the giant to go on the front of the card. Children to stick insert and picture to a piece of card to create a thank-you card. 

Red Group- to say a verbal thank-you message to the giant. Teacher to record children’s thank-you message on Seesaw. 


 
 
	Lesson 7 – Writing Apology Letter (Assessed Piece) 

LO: To write a sorry letter independently.
SC: I can write a sorry letter on behalf of the Giant. I can use key words from the boxing up grid. I can use a capital letters, finger spaces and full stops correctly. I can use my best letterjoin handwriting.
Re-read the story. 
TTYP- What was your favourite part and why? 
Explain that the children are going to be writing their apology letter just like the teacher modelled yesterday. 

Go through modelled piece of writing, making sure you refer back to boxing up grid! Remind the children about using capital letters, finger spaces, full stops, question marks, explanation marks.  Look at the tricky words and key words in the teacher’s version. 

All children start their letter with ‘Dear Children’, and end with ‘From The Giant’

Children will do this independently. Letter mats, tricky words, and their plan will be available for them to use.

Red group to put the missing words into letter. 









	Lesson 2. Writing
L.O: To create a lost poster for our Teddy.  
S.C: I can describe our class teddy by looking at a photograph. I can use exciting adjectives. I can create a lost poster to put up around school.
Re-cap yesterday’s learning by looking through yesterday’s predictions on the visuliser. Ask the children if they know any more information about our class teddy – do their grown-ups know anything about it?
Explain we got another letter this morning saying we have another chance to find out a little bit more of what might have happened… this time the letter says, “Well done for sticking to yesterday’s warning… as a well done, you can read some more but only until the next post it note, or else!” 
Read the story until all the teddies are in the cupboard. 
Ask the children how the boy is feeling / how the giant is feeling? Why has the giant got all of the teddies? Ask the children how THEY feel when they lose something. 
Explain that today we are going to create a Lost Poster. What is in a lost poster? Has anyone seen a lost poster before?
Show children the video showing what information goes on a poster for a lost cat. 
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T to model what information goes into a lost poster.
Activity: To create a differentiated Lost Poster.
Reds – draw a picture of teddy and begin to write the initial sound independently for each key word.
Yellow/Green – Draw a picture of teddy and fill in the boxes using their phonics knowledge.
Blue – Draw picture, fill in boxes and write a sentence about how much he means to Maples/Willows. 

Children to stick posters around school. 

	Lesson 5. Sequencing
LO: To sequence key events from The Teddy Robber.
SC: I can sequence the pictures in order. I can label each picture using key words from the story. I can use my phonics knowledge to use the correct sounds. 
Start the lesson by reading through the whole book again, making sure the teacher emphasizes key words we need for today’s lesson (slithered, clambered, carefully, everywhere). Once read, ask the children to identify a range of adjectives that were used. 

Explain today we are going to sequence the key events in the story. Teacher to model this on the board with everyone’s help. 
Model writing captions using the key words.

Activity: 
Red Group- To sequence large pictures and write post it note labels. Challenge: order pictures 1st, 2nd, 3rd. Put on working wall. 

Yellow Group- Sequence the photos and then label using some of the key words from the text.

Green and Blue Group- Sequence the photos and then re-tell the story using some of the key words from the text.
Teacher to model doing the first box. 

	Lesson 8. Editing / Publishing
L.O: To read through and edit my work.
S.C: I can add capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. I can add adjectives to make my story more exciting. 

Teacher to put a photocopy of one of the children’s letters under the visualiser and model editing it in blue pen.


Children to read through their sorry letter which they have written independently.

Children to work in small groups with an adult to carefully recognise where they need to edit their work. Children to use a blue pen to edit – encourage independent editing. 

Once edited, children to re-write an orange highlighted section of their letter in their best handwriting, ensuring they are correcting their blue pen edits. 


	Lesson 3. Writing
L.O: To write a letter to the Giant to ask him to look in certain places for the teddy. 
S.C: I can write a letter using the correct features. I can ask the Giant a question. I use my phonics knowledge to sound out words and using the correct sounds to ensure the Giant can read the letter. 
Ask the children if they have had any luck finding teddy. Have they had any responses from our Lost Poster? 
Explain to the children that we have had another letter saying we can read up until the new post it note!
Read the story until the boy and giant are having a hot drink. 
Discuss with the children if they have ever lost something, where did they find it? T to model ideas on IWB for today’s activity. 
Suggest to the children should we write a letter to the giant to ask him to look in the places the children have suggested? As a whole class create a poster of places the children have suggested (print for their books for next week’s lessons).
Go through notebook to explain how to write a simple letter to the Giant. Tell children you will be sending letters after school. 
Activity: 
Reds: create a letter as a whole group, children drawing pictures and labeling suggestions of where to find teddy.
Yellows: Use template to write letter.
Greens and blues: To write a letter including 
‘Dear Giant’
X3 suggestions of where to find teddy
Finishing off with ‘good luck’ and their name. 


	Lesson 6. Planning using Boxing Up Grid.
L.O: To use a Boxing Up grid to create a draft for an apology letter from the Giant. 
S.C: I can think of ideas for our apology letter. 
Start by reading through the whole book. Emphasise key words we have used last week.

Recap what happened in the story by putting 1 of the children’s sequencing piece of work under the visualiser and discuss as a class. 

Enlarge picture of the Giant crying. As a class discuss how the giant is feeling about losing his teddy.  

Think / create new ideas or words other than ‘sad’. Use the flip chart paper to explain how and why he is feeling like he is. Put the flipchart paper on your working wall for tomorrow's lesson.

Introduce Boxing up grid. Explain later in the year they will complete this grid independently, but today we will do it has a class. We are going to use the grid to help us write sorry letter from the Giant to the children for taking their teddies. Explain what the purpose of each box is and encourage the children to help fill it in. 

Complete as a class.

To finish the lesson, teacher to write their draft sorry letter, using the the boxing up grid to model how the children will use it tomorrow. Remind the children about the S.C. 

Challenge: On whiteboards can the children have a practice writing one or two sentences using the boxing up grid as a ‘tick list’. 

	Lesson 9. Writing about a Picture
L.O: To independently write about picture from The Teddy Robber. 
S.C: I can write captions independently. I can think of my own sentences. I can use my phonics knowledge to write words phonetically. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. 

Re-read the story- ‘The Teddy Robber.’
TTYP- Which is your favourite picture? Why? (Look at all the pictures together on notebook.)

Tell the children that- Today you're going to choose your favourite picture and write about it. 
Today's work is completely independently so you can write about what you can see in the picture, or you can create your own story using the picture... 

Show the children a picture from the book. 
TTYP- What would you write about this picture? 
Children to share their ideas and teacher to records their ideas on the flip chart. 
Teacher to show the children their chosen picture. Teacher to model writing about the chosen picture. 
Children to write their own sentences about the picture they have chosen. Remind children about using their phonics, capital letters, full stops and finger spaces. 
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
