Y1–Summer 1 (4 Lessons)– All About Africa
	Key Objectives 

To have an understand of the continent Africa to kick start our topic. By the end of the week the children will be able
· To identify where Africa is on the map.
· To identify what is a fact and what is fiction.
· To explore African sounds. 
· To create an ‘African Chant’.
· To publish my African Chant


	Lesson 1. Hook – Learning about Africa.
L.O: To know where Africa is on a world map. To learn what is fact and what is fiction. 
S.C: I can point with a friend where Africa is on a map. I can identify which statements are fact or fiction. I can say what the key words mean.

Explain to the children this half term we are going to be focusing on the continent Africa. Discuss anything the children already know about Africa. Write children’s ideas on notebook.  
Show the children a world map. 
Ask- Can anyone point out the continent Africa on the map?

Discuss with the children what a fact is and what fiction is. Show the children examples of stories/books in the classroom. Watch the video about Africa and ask the children to listen carefully for the facts they hear. 

Read the statements from the notebook. Discuss with the children if each statement is a fact or fiction. Ask- How do you know? 

Look at the words: savannah, desert and wilderness. Google a definition for each word and as a class write the definition for each on flip chart paper. 

Activity:
Yellow, Green and Blue Groups:
Children to circle where Africa is on a map. 
Children to write a fact they have learnt. 
Children to write the meaning of a chosen key word. 
Red Group: Children to circle where Africa is on a map. 
Children to write the meaning of a chosen key word. 


	Lesson 2. Creating a Chant
L.O: To explore sounds of African animals. To create an 'Animal Chant'. 
S.C: I can say how African animals sound. I can use previous learning of onomatopoeia words to describe different animals. I can begin to write a chant.

Explain to the children they are going to thinking about the noises African animals make. Discuss African animals that they already know. Teacher to write the names of the animals on the notebook. 
Discuss the sounds the animals make. 

Watch:
Bing Videos (Sounds of African Animals- Link on notebook.)
Ask the children to pay close attention to the noises each animal makes. 
Discuss- Did the video include all of the animals we thought of? Were there any other animals on the video that we didn’t think of? 

Tell the children that we're going to try and put those sounds into words. 
Recap that in the Autumn term we explored onomatopoeia.
Discuss- What is onomatopoeia? 
Watch:
Bing Videos (Onomatopoeia Alphabet- link on notebook.)

Look at picture of animals on notebook. For each animal discuss words to describe the animal sounds. Write two next to each animal on the board for the children to choose from later, if they need support / ideas.

Model todays activity – 
“The lion goes roar. 
The monkey goes ooh ahh…”

Activity: 
Yellow, Green and Blue Groups
Children to choose 4 animals and write:
The_____ goes_____. 
Red Group- Children to stick the animals down and the word goes. Then write the sound.

	Lesson 3. Publishing Chants
L.O: To publish my Animal Chant. 
S.C: I can write up my Animal Chant in my best letterjoin handwriting. I can remember capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.

Remind the children that yesterday we planned and created our own Animal Chant. 


Discuss: 
What did we explore? 
What type of words were we using? 
Which animals did you choose?

Re-watch- 
Bing Videos (Sounds of African Animals- Link on notebook.)

Bing Videos (Onomatopoeia Alphabet- link on notebook.)


Teacher to model publishing one of the animal chants from yesterday under the visualiser. Discuss the importance of capital letters, finger spaces, best letterjoin handwriting for their chant. 

Activity: Children to publish their writing. 
Red Group to be given title on sheet.
Yellow, Green and Blue Group to write title and chant. 











	Lesson 4. Independent Writing
L.O: To independently write about what you have learnt about Africa. 
S.C: I can remember some facts I have learnt this week. I can write about some of the animals that live in Africa. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. 

Show children the map of Africa and some of the photos of the animals looked at this week. Model writing some facts using pictures on the notebook and information on the working wall. 

All children to independently write about what they have learnt this week. 

This task is for the children to show what they have learnt showing their writing abilities remembering capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.
