	Lesson 1. Hook – 

School trip to Wollaton Hall. 
 
	Lesson 2. 
L.O: To sequence photos of our trip to Wollaton Park.
S.C: I can tell a friend what we did at Wollaton Park yesterday. As a class we can sequence the photos of Wollaton Park using Talk for Writing. I can suggest and add time adverbials 

Recap where the children went yesterday. 
TTYP-What was your favourite part of yesterday?
What did we do at Wollaton Park? 


Explain we are going to write a recount. 
TTYP: What do you think a recount is?
Watch: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Re0pCqUZu9w


Look through the photos. As a class sequence them in the right order. After, remind children what a time adverbials/ adjective is – as a class add time adverbials and adjectives to each picture. 

Activity: Children to sequence pictures and add their own time adverbials and adjectives to each picture. 
Red Group- Use phonics knowledge to add key words. 
Yellow, Green and Blue Groups Add time adverbials and adjectives.

	Lesson 3. 
L.O: To create a Story Map and to add the correct time adverbials and adjectives to match the photos. 
S.C: I can use the photos to create a story map. I can add time adverbials in the correct order. I can add adjectives to describe each picture. I can use my best Letterjoin handwriting. 


Remind the children we that we are going to learn how to write a recount. 
TTYP: Can you remember what a recount is?
Watch: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Re0pCqUZu9w
Ask the children to look in their books at the sequence of pictures done yesterday.  
Ask- Can you think of time 
adverbials we could 
add?
Tell the children that- 
We're going to create a story map of our school trip as a class on flipchart paper. Ask the children to do theirs at the same time.

T to model how to draw a story map. Children to use teacher’s story map to create own version.  Read through the success criteria to check we have met them all. 

Activity: Children to draw the story map we have just done together. 
Challenge: Add their own time adverbials/adjectives.

	Lesson 4.
L.O: To use T4W actions to act out what we did on our trip to Wollaton Hall. 
S.C: I can follow my Story map. I can use T4W actions correctly. I can perform my recount to my friend. I can remember to say a time adverbials and adjectives. I can begin to practise writing captions. 

Remind the children that yesterday we created a story map of our Wollaton Hall trip.  Explain that today we’re going to create some actions to go with each picture to help us remember what we did and when we did it. Remind the children to say the time adverbials and adjectives. 
Children to act out the story map using Talk for writing actions. 
Film  for Seesaw.  Upload and add QR code to books. 





	Lesson 5.
L.O: To write a list using time adverbials. 
S.C: I can think of a routine or set of instructions. I can write captions using time adverbials. 


Tell the children that we are going to think of things we do in a certain order.
It could be something like getting ready for bed or brushing your teeth. 
Discuss any other ideas the children have. Then list on notebook. 

Tell the children that we are going to write a routine up using time adverbials. 
Ask the children to help to write a set of instructions for getting ready for bed.

Remind the children about using time adverbials. 
E.g. First I go upstairs. Then I put on my pajamas. 
Activity: Children choose a routine and write a set of instructions using time adverbials and adjectives. 
	Lesson 6.
LO: To use my Story Map to write the first half of my recount. 
SC: I can use my story map to begin to write my recount. 
I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. I can remember time  adverbials and adjectives. I can use my best Letterjoin Handwriting. 

Go through our story map from last week. 
Remind the children of the Talk for Writing actions and act out the story map using the talk for writing actions we created last week.

What were the red words?
What were the blue words?
(time adverbials and adjectives) 

Explain to the children today we’re going to write the first 3 sections of the story map.

Add our pictures from the T4W to the story map. 

Teacher to model writing up the first two parts emphasising capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. Teacher to act out story map for each section 

Children to take their time and not rush their work. 

Activity: Children to write the first half of their recount. 


	Lesson 7.
L.O: To use my Story Map to write the second half of my recount. 
SC: I can use my story map to begin to write my recount. 
I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. I can remember time adverbials and adjectives. I can use my best Letterjoin Handwriting. 

Go through our story map from last week. Change the pictures on the story map for pictures of the T4W. 
Can you remember the Talk for Writing actions? Read the story map using the Talk for writing actions. 
Discuss what the red and blue words were on our story map (time adverbials and adjectives). 

Explain to the children today we’re going to write the second half of the recount.

Teacher to model writing up the first two parts emphasising capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. Teacher to act out story map for each section.

Children to take their time and not rush their work. 

Activity: Children to write the second half of their recount. 

*Highlight work that needs to be published in orange ready for tomorrow’s lesson*



	Lesson 8.
L.O: To edit pink highlighted work. To publish orange highlighted work in my best 
Letterjoin handwriting. 

S.C: I can edit my work using a blue pen. I can publish my work 
using my best Letterjoin handwriting. I can read back my work independently. 

TTYP: Can anyone remember what we did yesterday?

Can you remember the Talk for Writing actions? Read the story map using the Talk for writing actions. 

Show children a recount that the teacher has written. Explain that Mr Mason has marked it and I need to edit it now. 

Discuss- What do I need to edit, and how do I do it?

Look at one of the children’s pieces of work under the visualiser. Read together and discuss what needs to be done to improve it. 

Children to use a blue pen to improve the highlighted section of their work. 

Children then publish the highlighted section.
	Lesson 9.

L.O: To choose photos and write a simple caption using adjectives. 
S.C: I can use different adjectives in a caption. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and 
full stops.
Tell the children that we're going to choose a photo taken from Wollaton Hall and think of 
captions using adjectives. 

Look at the photos on the notebook. Children to share adjectives to describe the animals on the photos.
Select 2 of the photos- (deer and cheetah). Teacher to model using the adjectives to write a caption for the 2 photos selected. 
Children to select photos and write their own captions using the adjectives shared at the beginning of the lesson.  

Red Group- Write 2 captions.
Yellow Group- Write 3 captions.
Green and Blue Group- Write 4 captions.

	Lesson 10. 

L.O: To write an imaginative story about the picture. 
S.C: I can use adjectives. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.

Show the children a photo of a tree. 
Tell the children that they are going to write a story about this picture. 
Tell the children that before we start we're going to think of some ideas as a class to help our friends. 

Make a story mountain using a piece of string. Add sentence starters to the story mountain. 
Work as a class to write a story about the photo. Teacher to model using the sentence starters to write a 5 sentence story. Remind the children about using adjectives, capital letters, full-stops and finger spaces. 

Children to write their own sentence about the picture using the story mountain and 5 sentence starters.
