Y1– Summer 1 (12 lessons)– The Ugly Five 
	    Key Objectives:
  To make predictions about what is going to happen in a story. 
  To sequence key events in a story. 
  To write a riddle.
  To explore ‘Just So’ stories.
  To write own version of a ‘Just So’ story.  


	Lesson 1- Hook – Predictions
L.O: To be able to predict what the story is going to be about and what we think is going to happen. To draw a picture representing what we think is going to happen. 
S.C: I can draw a picture of the clues I have found and label them. I can use my prediction skills to write what I think is going to happen and explain why. 

*Cut out and leave footprints around the classroom as if animals have been walking around the floor/on tables etc.*

*Cover story and have 3 or 4 flaps for you to open during input*


Start the lesson by discussing – 
What is different about our classroom?
Who has left these footprints?
Why is there a den in our classroom?
Are all the footprints the 
same?
What other clues can we 
see?


Show the children the new book for this half term (wrapped up with flaps). Lift the flaps and take 
a peek. 

Discuss- What can we see? What do we think is going to happen?



Tell the children that we are predicting. 
Discuss-What does predicting mean?

Open the flaps of the book then start making predictions and discussing what the story could be. 

Activity: Show the children the prediction sheet and model how to complete. 
Red Group- Draw and label the clues. Then with support write their prediction. 
Yellow Group- Write 5 clues they have seen. Then write their prediction. 
Green and Blue Group-
What clues did we find? 
Who do you think is going to be in the story? 
Where do you think the story is set? 
What do you think is going to happen in the story? 

At the end of the lesson unwrap the book and read the first page of the story. 
Discuss if their prediction were correct.

	Lesson 2- Questions
L.O: To understand how to use question marks to demarcate sentences. To understand how to punctuate a question. To be able to identify question words.
S.C: I can identify sentences and 
questions and punctuate correctly. I can identify question words. I can write my own questions using a question mark.

Discuss what was different about the classroom yesterday? Discuss the photos that we took. What clues did we see? What were our predictions. 

Explain to the children that our new book is called ‘The Ugly Five’ by Julia Donaldson. Show the children the front cover of the book. Explain to the children that they need to listen out for questions in the text as the teacher reads it. 

Discuss- Can anyone remember what a question is? 
Watch:

Explain to the children that they can buzz every time they hear a question. Teacher to read book. 

Discuss the questions that were in the book. 

Ask- What are the question words?
Ask the children to think of a question to ask their partner to 
see if they can find out something you didn't know about your them. 


Explain that today we’re going to be writing questions. 
Discuss what a question is. Ask the children to think of a question and T to model writing them on the board.

Activity:

Red Group- To order the words to make their own questions. Then stick down. 
Yellow, Green and Blue Group- 
Read the questions and complete the missing words or punctuation.
Can you write your own 
question?

Remind the children to use capital letter, finger space and question mark. 

	Lesson 3- Hyena Questions
LO: To think of questions to ask the Hyena.
SC: I can think of questions to ask the Hyena. I can write questions using a question mark. 
Independent writing task. 

Read the page about the hyena. Discuss what information the children would like to know about the hyena. Teacher to model writing questions for the hyena. 

Activity: Children to independently write questions to find out more about the hyena. 


	Lesson 3- Adjectives
L.O To be able to identify adjectives. To be able to use interesting vocabulary to describe the animals in the story.
S.C: I can identify adjectives from the story. I can use interesting adjectives to describe the animals.

Discuss- What is an adjective? 
Watch:
Ready to Hatch the Cutest Pets? Let’s Start the Adventure!

Start lesson by re-reading the book and ask the children to buzz when they hear an adjective.

Look at ‘The Ugly Five’ on IWB – as a class – children to think of adjectives to describe each animal. Challenge HAPS by requestions an extended noun phrases. 
Teacher to write the adjectives on the notebook. 

Activity:
Red group- Look at pictures of animals and write an adjective to describe each one. 
Children write adjectives to describe each animal. 

Yellow, Green and Blue Groups- 
Look at picture of the 5 animals from the text. Write adjectives to describe each one. 

	Lesson 5- Sequencing
L.O: To sequence the key events of the story ‘The Ugly Five’.
S.C: I can sequence the events of the story ‘The Ugly Five’. I can draw pictures to show what is happening in each part. I can write a sentence to help me recall the story.

Read to the whole story to find out how it ends. Discuss with the children- What order do the animals appear in the story?  What happens at the end.


Explain that today we are going to be sequencing the story ‘The Ugly Five.’
Tell the children that we are going to be using our sequencing viper to put the story in the correct order. Discuss- Which part comes first? Which part comes next?
Look through the pictures on the notebook. Ask the children to help to sequence the pictures with you. 

Activity: Children to sequence pictures. 
Red Group- Order the 
pictures from the story as a group. Then write a key word on the line.

Yellow, Green and Blue Group: Children order the pictures then add captions to say what is happening in each picture – make sure children use adjectives from last week. 
	Lesson 6- Writing Riddles
L.O To be able to use adjectives. To be able to write questions. To be able to write a riddle.
S.C: I can use adjectives to create clues to describe my animal. I can use my phase 5 phonics to create a riddle. I can write a question and punctuate it correctly.

Explain that today we are going to plan and create our own animal riddle using adjectives. 
Tell the children that a riddle is a type of poem that works like a 
puzzle.
Riddles describe something and sometimes use words with a double meaning. 
Watch- 
What is a riddle? - BBC Bitesize


Show the children the riddles on the notebook. As a class circle the adjectives, question words and question mark. Children to try and guess which animal is it by working out the riddle. 

Teacher to model writing a riddle – children to help. Teacher to emphasize the layout. 

Activity: 
Yellow, Green and Blue Group- Children to write their own riddle about 1 of the animals from the story. Ask the children to make sure they have adjectives to describe their chosen animal.  
Red Group- Choose one of the 
animals from the story. Cut out the adjectives and add them to the riddle template. Draw the animal under the flap.


	Lesson 7- Publishing Riddles
L.O To be able to publish my chosen riddle. 
S.C: I can use adjectives to create clues to describe my animal. I can use my phase 5 phonics to create a riddle. I can write a question and punctuate it correctly.

Discuss what we learnt yesterday- What is a riddle? 

Go through some more riddles on the notebook. Circle the adjectives, question words and the question mark. See if children can guess the animal.

Explain that today the children are going to choose and publish their favourite riddle from yesterday. 

T to model publishing a riddle, emphasizing capital letters, finger spaces, full stops, handwriting and the correct layout. 

Activity: Children to publish their own riddle. Children then to draw the animal in their riddle. 
Red Group- Work with the teacher to publish the riddle they created yesterday. 
Yellow, Green and Blue Group- Choose one of the 
animals from the story to write their own riddle about that 
animal. Ask the children to 
write their answer and 
draw your animal under the flap.
Remind the children to add 
adjectives and to end with a question.

	Lesson 8- Exploring ‘Just So’ stories
L.O: To explore 'Just So' stories. To understand how to use a boxing up grid to create a success criteria for independent writing. 
S.C: I can identify key features of a 'Just So' story. I can start to use a boxing up grid.

Explain that over the next few lessons we are going be exploring ‘Just So’ stories. 

TTYP: Has anyone seen or 
heard these stories before?

Introduce the books in the classroom and explain these books all have a similar beginning, middle and end. Read ‘How the elephant got its trunk’ first. Emphasise where the story is set, that there was a problem, how the problem was solved and highlight the ending. 

Once the story has been, read a couple more stories to get a better understanding of the 'Just So' story format. 

Discuss the similarities between the stories and ask the children what they liked about the stories. 
As a class- write about what we liked about the books and what the stories are about

Explain that they are going to write their own’ Just So’ story however, we need to begin with a plan. Show the children the boxing up grid. 
Do this as a whole class as this will be a fairly new concept. As teacher writes on the boxing grid under the visualiser children to add the ideas to their boxing up grid. 

Go through each section of the boxing up grid and do section by section with the children. 

Start in the middle:
Audience and Purpose – explain we are writing our stories for EYFS.

Effect on Reader – funny / entertaining/interesting / joy.

SC- capital letters, finger spaces, full stops, neat handwriting, adjectives, exclamation marks, character, setting, 

Vocab – Long long ago in Africa / Unfortunately / Luckily / Finally 

Once done, ask the children to write out potential titles for their story on w/bs. Teacher to record them on notebook for the next lesson. 



	Lesson 9- Ideas for a ‘Just So’ Story
L.O: To explore 'Just So' stories. To think of ideas for new stories.

S.C: I can identify key features of a 'Just So' story. I can think of ideas for my own story. I can draw a simple front cover to match the story.

Recap- What happens in a ‘Just So’ story?


Tell the children they’re going to think of some new story line ideas ready for when we start planning our own stories. 

Ask the children to write ideas on a white board.
How the (animal) got the (body part).
Eg: How the giraffe got its long neck.

Discuss the children’s ideas and record them on the notebook. 

Children to choose 3 ideas. Write their ideas on the sheet and draw a picture for each of the ideas. 

	Lesson 10- Planning a ‘Just So’ Story
L.O: To choose a 'Just So' story and create a story plan. 

S.C: I can use a Story Plan to break down my chosen 'Just So' story. 
I can identify what happens at the beginning, a problem, the resolution and the end of my chosen story.
Recap that we have been exploring 4 books; 'How the Elephant got his Trunk', 'How the Zebra got his Stripes', 'The Crocodile's knobbly skin' and 'The Brave Little Penguin'. 
Discuss- What is each of these stories about? 
Look at the working wall and remind the children of the title ideas they came up with yesterday. Tell the children that today we're going to create a story plan using one of the titles we thought of last week.  

Tell the children that the  story plan will help you when you come to complete your independent writing task. It is a good tool to help you remember what happens next. Can you help me create a story map for _________________________?  (Teacher to select one of the titles from yesterday.)   Tell the children we                                           are going to use the format we use for Writing for Pleasure. Show the children the story mountain. 
Activity- Red Group- Work as a group to create a Story Map for 'How the Elephant got his Trunk'.
Yellow, Green and Blue Group- Children to break down their chosen ‘Just So’ story and complete the story mountain. 


	Lesson 11- Writing the Beginning and the Problem
L.O: To write the beginning and the problem of my ‘Just So’ story.
S.C: I can use my story map to write my beginning and the problem. 
I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. I 
can use my best Letterjoin handwriting. 
Tell the children that they are going to write the beginning and the problem of the ‘Just So’ story they chose yesterday. 


Ask the children to look in their books to remind themselves of the plan they created 
yesterday.

Show the children an example of a plan and a boxing up grid. Teacher to model writing the beginning and problem of a ‘Just So’ story.  Start the story with ‘Long long ago in Africa’. Encourage children to use the boxing up grid to remember what we need to include.

Activity- Children to write the title, beginning and problem for their ‘Just So’ story. 



	Lesson 12- Writing the Ending of the Story
L.O: To write the ending of 
my Just So story.
SC: I can use my story map to begin to write my ending. I can use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. I can use my best Letterjoin handwriting. 

Recap yesterday’s learning. Encourage the children to read out their plan from lesson 10. 

Explain that today the children are going to write the ending of the story.

Ask the children to read through their plan and the beginning of the story they wrote yesterday. 
Teacher to model writing ending, looking at the plan and boxing up grid. 

Activity: Children to write ending of their story.


Then ask the children to read back through their work and edit it. 

Children then create a front cover for their story.
