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We will discover and learn new vocabulary and ensure we can use these words in sentences correctly. We will discuss what we think will happen in the story. We will read the story and answer retrieval questions. We will learn how to use the suffix –ing and write sentences about the story using words containing –ing. We will also learn about a wider range of conjunctions and look at how these can make our writing more interesting. 
	Key Objectives:

 To use prediction skills to discover what our story is about.

 To be able to use suffix –ing where no change is needed in the spelling of root words.

 To be able to use our retrieval skills to answer questions about the text. To be able to sequence events in the story.

 To be able to use ‘and’ to join words or two clauses together in a sentence.

	Lesson 1 (Week 1) -Making Predictions
L.O: To be able to predict the beginning, middle 
and end of a story by using the front cover of 
the book. To be able to explain my prediction.   
S.C: I can predict what is going to happen in the story using clues from the book.  I can use the conjunction ‘because’ to explain my prediction. I can write a clear sentence using all the correct features. 

Tell the children that predict is when we say what we think will happen based on what we already know. 

Show the children a picture of ‘Clem and Crab’ front cover with pieces covered up.

Tell the children that under all these boxes is our new story for this term. However, half of it is 
missing. Ask the children to look at 
the clues they can see and try and predict 
what the story is going to be about. Ask the children to talk to their talk partner about what they think the story is about. 
Children to share ideas and teacher record their predictions on flipchart paper for the working wall. Reveal the whole front cover and ask the children- Do you still agree with agree with your prediction? Why? Is there anything else that we 
can add?

Red – Draw what they think is going to happen in the story. Then working with teacher discuss-
-What do you think is going to happen?
-Who/What do you think will be in the story?
-Where is the story going to be set?

Teacher to create a QR code of children’s discussion and stick to sheet. 


Yellow, Green and Blue – Children to draw 3 pictures showing what will happen at the beginning, middle and end of the story. Then write a sentence for each picture. 

	Lesson 2 (Week 1) -Adding ‘ing’
 L.O: To be able to say what a verb is 
and to be able to add the suffix –ing 
to a verb. 
S.C: I can recognise what a verb is. I 
can add –ing to a verb and be able to 
change the root word. I can write a 
sentence including a suffix word. 

Tell the children that today we are going to be adding ‘ing’ to verbs. Discuss- What is a verb? 
Explain that sometimes when we add ‘ing’ we just add need to put ‘ing’ on the end of the word. If the word has a sort vowel sound you need to double the last consonant before adding ‘ing’.
If the word ends in ‘y’ still just add ‘ing’.
If the word ends in an ‘e’ drop the ‘e’ before adding ‘ing’. 
Watch: What are verbs? Definitions and examples - BBC Bitesize 
Read (from notebook) a selection verbs ending in ‘ing’. E.g. jumping, dancing, walking. Each time the children hear a new verb they do that action. 
Tell the children that we are going to look at the suffix ‘ing’.
Discuss- What did the video tell us about suffixes?
To find out more watch: What are suffixes? - BBC Bitesize
Discuss- If a verb has ‘ing’ on the end, when is it happening?
Ask a volunteer to read the verbs on the notebook and circle the verbs ending in ‘ing’.
On small whiteboards children to write the following words with ‘ing’ on the end: talk, walk, drink, sing. 
 Tell the children that if the verb ends in an ‘e’ you have to drop the ‘e’ then add ing.  Ask the children to drop the ‘e’ then add ing to the following words: dance, smile, slide. 
Red Group- Work as a group to match the verb cards to the picture cards. Children to look at the picture cards on the sheet and write a verb ending in ‘ing’ to go with each picture. 
Yellow and Green Group-
With words that just need ‘ing’ adding:
On sheet underline the verbs ending in ‘ing’. Tick the correct verb to complete the sentence. Then add ‘ing’ to verbs. Select a ‘ing’ word and write a sentence 
Blue Group-
With words that need ‘ing’ adding and words that need the ‘e’ dropping. 
On sheet underline the verbs ending in ‘ing’. Tick the correct verb to complete the sentence. Then add ‘ing’ to verbs. Select a ‘ing’ word and write a sentence. (Words need ‘ing’ adding and words that need the ‘e’ dropping. 

 

	Lesson 3 (Week 1)- Adding ‘ing’
L.O: To be able to add the suffix ‘–ing’ to a 
verb to say what Clem is doing. To be able 
to identify what a verb is. 
S.C: I can recognise what a verb is. I can 
add –ing to a verb. I can write a sentence 
using a capital letter and a full stop 
independently. I can identify the verb and 
the suffix in my sentence.


Read the whole story. As the teacher reads the story ask the children to buzz if they hear a word ending with ‘ing’.
Discuss if the predictions from they made at the beginning of the week were correct?
Look at the pictures from the text and discuss:
What is Clem doing in the story? What are the different things we can see that she is doing?
Red Group- Look at pictures from ‘Clem and Crab’. What is Clem doing in these pictures? Using phonics write an ‘ing’ words to describe what Clem is doing in each picture. 
Yellow, Green and Blue Group-
Look at pictures from ‘Clem and Crab’. What is Clem doing in these pictures? Using write sentences containing an ‘ing’ words to describe what Clem is doing in each picture.



	Lesson 4 (Week 1)- Oceans Day

L.O: To be able to become researchers to 
fact find the effects of plastic on the 
beach and in the ocean.
S.C: I can work as a team to find 
interesting facts about plastic pollution. I 
can use my phonics to read facts.

Watch:
Hope Works | A Whale’s Tale | Cartoon Network UK 🇬🇧
Discuss: Why it is so important what we are learning about on World Oceans Day 2025?

Tell the children that on World Oceans Day we are going to be looking into plastic pollution and how it is affecting our beaches and oceans. 

Explain that we are going to become researchers 
and find out what is happening with plastic pollution and discover some facts.

Watch:
Kid Tutorial - Customize Your Pet- Hook 1 Captions
Read through and discuss the ‘Ocean Plastic Pollution’ PowerPoint. 

Place facts about World Oceans Day around the classroom. In mixed ability pairs go round and work together to read facts. Write 4 facts that they have found out on sheet. 

Plenary
Ask the children to share the facts they have written. Teacher to write on flip chart paper and add to working wall.



	Lesson 5 (Week 1)- Retrieval
L.O: To be able to use our retrieval skills to answer questions about the text. To be able to sequence events in the story.
S.C: I can find answers in the text. I can number events in the story to show which order they come in. I can find the correct vocabulary.
Explain to the children that we are going to use our retrieval skills to answer questions about the story. Remind the children that we can find all the answers in the text. Read the extract of the text. (On notebook) Practise reading the text, reading the question, finding the answer in the text and then underlining it. Repeat for other parts of the text modelling each answer. 
Activity – Children to complete retrieval questions 
Red – Children to work collaboratively to read the text. Take it in turns to underline the answer in the text then write the answer in the correct place. 
Yellow Green and Blue – Children to read the text, underline the answer in the text, then write the answer in the correct place.
	Lesson 1 (Week 2)- Using Conjunction ‘and’:
L.O: To be able to use ‘and’ to join words or two clauses together in a sentence.
S.C: I can add ‘and’ to a sentence. I can join words together to create a sentence using ‘and’. I can write sentences with full stops and capital letters. I can use ‘and’.
Tell the children that we are going to be learning to use the conjunction ‘and’.
Watch: 
Using 'and' as a joining word - English - Learning with BBC Bitesize - BBC Bitesize
Read the conjunctions on the notebook and ask the children to 
circle all the ‘and’ words.
Tell the children- The conjunction 'and' can be used to join 
two sentences together.  
Read the sentences on the notebook and ask the children to select the correct conjunction to complete the sentences. Then demonstrate how to join 2 sentences together with ‘and’. Use the sentences- The frog is green. 
He jumps around. Then tick where ‘and’ should go in the sentence on the notebook. Follow the maze to create a sentence with ‘and’ in. 
Red- Trace over the word ‘and’ then practise writing ‘and’. Add ‘and’ to the sentences to join the parts together. 
Yellow- Complete the yellow ‘and’ sheet. Then write own sentences containing ‘and’. (Classroom secrets)
Green and Blue- Complete the green and blue ‘and’ sheet. Then write own sentences containing ‘and’. (Classroom secrets)
	Lesson 2 (Week 2)- Using Conjunction ‘but’
L.O: To be able to use ‘but’ to join words or two clauses together in a sentence.
S.C: I can add ‘but’ to a sentence.  
I can join words together to create a sentence using ‘but’.  
I can write sentences with full stops and capital letters. I can use ‘but’.

Recap from yesterday. Ask- What did we learn yesterday?
Watch: 
Using 'and' as a joining word - English - Learning with BBC Bitesize - BBC Bitesize

Tell the children that today we are going to be learning to use the conjunction ‘but’.
Read the conjunctions on the notebook and ask them to circle all the ‘but’ words.

Tell the children- The conjunction 'but' can be used to join two sentences together, e.g. 'I like dogs but she likes cats.'
Read the sentences on the notebook and ask the children to decide if the sentences need a ‘and’ or a ‘but’ in them. 
Ask children to select 2 sentences from the notebook and join them together using ‘but’.
Then tick where ‘but’ should go in the sentence on the notebook. Create a sentence with ‘but’ in using words from the notebook. 
Red- Trace over the word ‘but’ then practise writing ‘but’. Add ‘but’ to the sentences to join the parts together. Then write own sentence with ‘but’ in.
Yellow and Green- Complete the yellow and green ‘but ’sheet. Then write own sentences containing ‘but’. (Classroom secrets)

Blues- Complete the blue ‘but ’sheet. Then write own sentences containing ‘but’. (Classroom secrets)


	Lesson 3 (Week 2)- Using Conjunction ‘or’
L.O: To be able to use ‘or’ to join words or two clauses together in a sentence.
S.C: I can add ‘or’ to a sentence. I can join words together to create a sentence using ‘or’. I can write sentences with full stops and capital letters. I can use ‘or’.

Discuss- What is a conjunction? Which conjunction have we learnt about? 
Watch: Using 'and' as a joining word - English - Learning with BBC Bitesize - BBC Bitesize

Tell the children that today we are learning about the conjunction ‘or’. 
Read the conjunctions on the notebook and ask them to circle all the ‘or’ words.

Tell the children- The conjunction 'or' can be used to join two sentences together, e.g. 'We can go to the park or the swimming pool.'
Join sentences from notebook using ‘or’.
Tick the sentence that uses ‘or’ correctly. Then read the sentence and cross out the ‘or’ that is not needed. Complete the sentence, ‘I will have and ice cream or……’
Tick the position of ‘or’ in the sentence. 


Red – Children to trace ‘or’, copy ‘or’, and write ‘or’ independently in the sentences. Challenge: Children to write simple CVC sentences using ‘or’, e.g. hot or cold, yes or no. 

Yellow and Green- Complete the yellow and green ‘or ’sheet. Then write own sentences containing ‘or’. (Classroom secrets)


Blue -Complete the blue ‘or ’sheet. Then write own sentences containing ‘or’. (Classroom secrets)
