	Lesson 1

Show the children the front cover of ‘The Fox and the Crow’. Explain this is a special type of story called a fable.  Read the fable. 
Discuss- Have you heard of any other fables? Show the children other fables and discuss if they have ever heard of any of them. 
Read a page at a time. Discuss questions on notebook about each page. Suggest ways to improve children’s answers if further information is needed. 
Children to have sections of the text to read and questions to answer based on what they have read.

	Lesson 2

Recap- What can you remember about the fable? What is a fable?
Re-read fable. 
Read a page at a time. Discuss questions on notebook about each page. Suggest ways to improve children’s answers if further information is needed. 
Children to have sections of the text to read and questions to answer based on what they have read.
